Today, the banking industry is a highly competitive environment that requires the active use of
marketing communications to attract new customers, build long-term relationships and increase
loyalty. Bank marketing uses various types of promotion and advertising aimed at strengthening the
image, increasing brand awareness, and increasing demand for services. An important role in the
complex of marketing communications that banks use for these purposes is played by the use of Social
Media Marketing. At the same time, in order for advertising efforts to have the expected result, it is
necessary to accurately assess the possibilities of SMM in comparison with other promotion tools. To
date, a significant number of studies have been presented that describe the use of SMM strategies in
the banking sector, for example, studies of Azarova [11], Mudondo, C.D. et. al. [4], Y. Sokolenko [8],
as well as researchers describe the advantages of SMM in comparison with classical advertising tools
(see, for example, R. Nadaraja R. and R. Yazdanifard [5], A. Joshi [3]. Promotion in social networks
is actively developing, new formats appear, and therefore new advantages of its use arise. As a result,
there is an increasing need to study and evaluate the effectiveness of SMM for banking industry.

To date, banks are actively using both traditional types and media of advertising (television,
radio, print media, outdoor advertising, etc.), as well as modern innovative ones, in particular: online
advertising, mobile advertising. A special role is played by the use of Social Media Marketing, since
this particular promotion tool has a whole set of advantages compared to others.
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SMM can be defined as the use of social media channels to interact with customers to build brands,
increase sales, and drive website traffic.

It is extremely important for the banking sector to maintain the trust of its customers; therefore,
significant investments are made in maintaining the good image and reputation. Obviously, the main
benefits of social media marketing are cost reduction and increased reach. Today banks have their own
teams of SM marketers. In fact, the main costs fall on paying for the services of these specialists. The
viral nature of social media suggests that every person who reads the messages, can help spread the
news further so that the information can reach a larger audience in a shorter time [9], (Weinberg, 2009).
Of course, in order for information to be transmitted in this way, the content must be interesting, useful
for potential users and fit the format of social networks. JagaJam Company studied customer
preferences and identified the three most relevant forms of content: 1) image + text (images are
designed to draw attention to the text component: the illustration declares the theme of the
accompanying text, opening up the possibility of discussing issues that are urgent for clients,
announcing innovations and changes, etc.). 2) links to the site (answers to popular questions and
information about new offers of the bank), 3) video (it is important to use subtitles, as subscribers often
watch videos without sound) [10].

Another very important advantage that social networks provide is the support of bank
customers. For the convenience of customers, it is desirable for banks to be present in many social
networks and not be limited to only 2-3 most popular ones. Different categories of customers have
their own preferences for choosing social networks, this may depend on age, gender, financial status,
place of residence, etc, for example, in Russia, the top 5 social networks among young people are as
follows: 1. Instagram, 2. VKontakte, 3. Facebook, 4. Telegram, 5. Tik Tok, and the most unpopular is
the social network Odnoklassniki, which is used by older people [12]. The effectiveness of direct
interaction with clients on social networks is measured by the speed of consultants' responses. Today,
the average effective reaction rates fluctuate in the range of 1-3 hours. Users are getting used to the
fact that bank employees answer them online and this helps to reduce the burden on office workers. It
should be noted that the response time depends on the type of mention and the social network. For
example, Twitter often needs lightning-fast responses and one hour can be fatal, while Facebook page
tags can take longer to respond without a direct page tag.

Another major benefit of social media is the personalization and finer targeting of ads and
messages. For example, Facebook and Instagram ads allow the bank to target based on location, age,
gender, career, education, and interests, etc. This setting allows the bank to select a specific audience
and send them the most appropriate message in a certain time period. By highlighting when products
are most popular (study loans in August-September, new car loans in January-April), SM marketers
can create specific campaigns that target the people most likely to need them using emotional aspects
of the product, not the product itself.

Many studies indicate that consumer confidence in information received on social networks is
higher than advertising in traditional media. For example, P. Huang, N. Lurie and S. Mitra indicate
that people pay more attention to the tips and information shared on social networks, and having
reviews about services from other users helps to decide on a purchase [2]. According to the Local
Consumer Review Survey, 98% of users in 2021 read reviews at least "sometimes”. At the same time,
49% of those surveyed trust consumer reviews as much as personal recommendations from friends and
family, and 28% trust reviews as much as professionally written articles by subject matter experts, at
the same time, consumer use of Facebook to evaluate local businesses was 48% in 2021[6].

Banks actively involve bloggers, influencers and trendsetters in cooperation; interacting with
them on social networks is especially effective due to the fact that they can bring a large audience. For
example, Russian Alfa-Bank, Tinkoff, Sberbank actively cooperate with bloggers. Advertising of their
services could be seen in Instagram accounts and integrations in the popular YouTube channels
“vDud”, LABELCOM, “#EasyRep” by Morgenstern. One of the most successful examples of the use
of influencer marketing on social media was the American bank Current, which was able to attract
more than 200,000 new customers during the peak of the Covid-19 pandemic in April and May 2020
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[7]. The bank developed new services for Millennials and Generation Z, and realized that in order to
reach the desired audience, it needs to target the platforms on which the audience spends most of their
time - social media channels. Current focused on messaging and creativity, working closely with
influencers. Current Bank communicates brand goals and inclusive banking through influencers such
as Kyle and Jade (with 90.5 million likes and 4 million followers on TikTok) and Kelz Washington
(38.2 million likes and 2.9 million followers on TikTok). The COMPEREMEDIA research indicates
that most financial institutions tend to work with mid-level influencers (50,000 to 500,000 followers,
accounting for 63%) [1]. The success of cooperation with influencers depends on the correct
understanding of the needs of the audience, the right choice guarantees the achievement of the set
communication goals.

Thus, it can be concluded that, taking into account the specifics of the services provided by the
banking sector, the use of SMM tools is highly effective and contributes to building relationships with
customers, maintaining reputation and expanding services. Among the main advantages of SMM for
the banking sector are a wide audience coverage, a small budget, targeted targeting, an emotional
connection with followers, interactivity and customer trust.

The use
of technologies such as Remote Sensing, Wireless sensor Networks, and Unmanned Aerial Vehicles
(UAVS) i.e., drones, are particularly promising, and they have the potential to provide a major
innovation in agricultural methods.

It's also not being put to good use because of a lack
of suitable waste land, an ecologically sustainable cropping pattern, innovative agricultural practices,
clear interaction between farmers as well as the strong market, and the use of waste land. A lack of
crop insurance, forest destruction, and the imitation of farming materials and equipment engaged in
agriculture are some of the issues that are now affecting the agricultural business. Other issues include
the theft of agricultural patents and trade secrets. The loss of Pakistan's agricultural sector may be
traced back to a number of factors, two of the most significant of which are an absence of sophisticated
technologies and outbreaks of infectious diseases [13].

Pakistan's use of drones has earned it a generally negative reputation. Even as affordable
commercial UAVs grow more commonplace, the word "drone™ still conjures up images of heavily
armed military planes ready to launch pinpoint strikes [15]. Even still, Pakistani universities and
technologists are working behind the scenes on projects that could usher in a drone revolution here at
home. Small civilian drones may seem more at home in Silicon Valley now, but in a few years’ time,
they may also be commonplace in Pakistan, bringing groceries, medical aid, and other necessities [16].

Farmers are amazed at how much drone technology has improved their lives and the agriculture
industry. With this technology, tree planting is a breeze, and vast forested areas may be cultivated with
relative ease. Drones are utilized to conduct an aerial survey of potential crop sites. Information is
shown in a three-dimensional map, assuming that the survey is accurate, an aircraft or drone can be
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built specifically for planting purposes, using a programme based on the photographic principle. The
rotor, which is made up of a seed-gun, is used in the second step of the process. Chemical or fertilizer-
infused seeds are fired from drones as they fly over the layout.

The grains, or projectiles, in the seed-gun are
made up of several bio-ingredients that protect plants from the elements [17].

After 3D cameras, GPS systems have become widely employed in drones for navigation, location, and
acceleration. Using GPS, drones can travel farther and faster than humans when measuring plant
height. Agriculture is greatly aided by GPS, which can identify multiple disease outbreaks and assist
in a wide variety of other chores. It tells farmers how hot or cold it is outside, so they know whether
or not to plant or harvest [18].

This technology can work in dark using the installed software and positioning system. Heavy
metals like aluminium and mercury, as well as sodium and potassium ions, can enhance the acidity of
the soil when it rains. Soil acidity is another consequence of carbon dioxide emissions. High-pH soil
is the worst kind of soil and is known as basic soil.

Drones with built-in GPS systems can help veterinarians find injured
or ill animals, as well as those that have dislocated joints or are giving birth. Despite the novelty of the
technology, it is expected that Pakistani farmers will embrace it. Farmers need to be incentivized by
the government to learn how to use this technology, and that means investing in their own education
and training.

The agriculture industry was endangered by a locust crisis last year. The Pakistan's National
Disaster Authority will be given control of drones after the Pakistani minister of technology and
science struck a deal with the private business ABM-SATUMA to use them in agriculture and fight
locust crises. The minister continued by saying that farmers might rent rather than buy the Hex copter
drones because of their low cost and ease of usage [20].

Nearly 60 districts across the country would employ the technology to spray insecticide.
Covering 4000-6000 m2 in in 10 minutes is possible with the help of the fly Dragons E616S, which is
40-60 considerably faster than human spraying [21]. The E616 6 core drone has been updated, and this
is the new version. It has a watertight quality, weighs only 7.5 kilograms, and can hold 16 liters of
liquid thanks to its foldable design and C-type arm fastening clip.

In his opinion, Prime Minister
Imran Khan's One Billion Trees Flood Project would be impossible to carry out without the usage of
drones [22].

Pakistan's government declared its intention to create a Nationwide Drone Policy in July 2020,
and in March 2021, Prime Minister Imran Khan announced the formation of the Civil Drone Authority
to oversee unmanned aircraft in the country [23]. With the advent of agriculture collaboration under
CPEC, the demand for agricultural drones has skyrocketed.

Using six-band multi-spectral cameras mounted on an unmanned
aerial vehicle (UAV), the authors of conducted an Object-Based Image Analysis (OBIA) of a Spanish
corn field. For Early Season Site-Specific Weed Management (ESSWM), technical details and
configuration of a UAV for remote picture acquisition are provided in. The spatial and spectral imaging
features critical for weed seedling discrimination were also assessed in this work [29]. They used an
unmanned aerial vehicle (UAV) fitted with multi spectral cameras and assessed its technical

Abstract: Decentralized finance technologies and solutions (DeFi) using Non Fungible Tokens (NFT) are increasingly
used in the world of real assets, realizing the concept of Phygital interaction (an effective combination of solutions in digital
business and the world of real assets and physical interaction). The introduction of technologies in the rhythm of the digital
state concept will ensure control and operational management of solutions in the field of real estate and movable property,
finance, marketplaces, etc. Modern challenges are the creation of a legally developed implementation base and the
interaction process at the level of using NFT smart contracts. The amount of funds using these technologies,with explosive
dynamic of development, allows us to attribute them to the so-called digital disrappors , changing the modern paradigm of
business, the rhythm of the state and institutions familiar to us, the creation of such bright industries as digital art, etc.
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The next generation for markets, the next generation for securities,
will be tokenization of securities

INTRODUCTION

The development of modern digital solutions based on blockchain technology continues to change
the world systematically. The term NFT (Non Fungible Token) is recognized as the word of 2021
according to the Collins English Dictionary. And the popularity of NFT technology will continue to
grow. According to various sources, the volume of financial transactions with NFTs grew in impressive
amounts: from 62 million USD in 2019 to the level of 250 million USD in 2020, about 24.9 billion

USD in 2021, with subsequent growth in 2022 [1].
The most recent research shows that NFT technology is moving from the virtual world to the real
business world and is already attracting attention of the government in studies on the digital state of

the near future [2].

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION

The term NTF itself is defined in more detail as a unique digital certificate located in the block
chain, which allows you to secure ownership of assets such as works of art or collectibles [3].

It is the nature of the uniqueness of each NFT (the presence of a unique digital identifier) that
distinguishes it from fungible cryptocurrencies, where each bitcoin or ether is homogeneous and
indistinguishable from each other. A more accurate characteristic can be displayed in the table 1.

The comparison of banknotes and tickets to a rock concert often used by specialists in the IT
industry allows us to understand to a grater extant the concept of a non-fungible token. If you take a
banknote of one hundred euros and then change it by the same one, the difference will be
indistinguishable, even if we accept the fact that each banknote contains a number of unique features
(series and issue number). Based on their face value, they are equivalent and replace each other.
Cryptocurrency works the same way in the digital world. Any bitcoin is equal to the same, because
each has a fungible token.

As an example of a partially replaceable token can be a ticket to a rock concert of your favorite
artist. I1f you buy a ticket to a huge fan zone (common hall), it will not be unique: other fans have the
same tickets that can be exchanged. If you purchase a ticket to a specific part of the hall, where a
specific place is indicated, then there cannot be another ticket of the king. In the digital world, this
ticket would combine the characteristics of a fungible token (fans can exchange tickets and attend a
concert) and a non-fungible one, because it specifies a specific location that is unique in the concert
hall. So, a ticket to a rock concert with a specific location would receive a partially-fungible token.

If you buy a painting that is sold in a single copy, you can no longer replace it with a copy: this
would be another work of art with its own characteristics. When such a work exists only in the digital
world, the object has got a non-fungible token (NFT).

In fact, the verification of authentication and the efficiency of transactions — is the most acute
problem of non-fungible assets. There is an entire storage industry, and there are well-known experts
who are capable to verify and validate art objects. Quite often, we come across the articles with stories
about fake purchase and sale.

The digital world has essentially the same problems: creating copies or digital object’s assigning
ownership is not difficult, and perhaps in digital reality it is even easier than in reality.

There is no any systematic control of property rights, guaranteed by law.

The use of NFT technologies is aimed at solving above problems.

NFTs take advantage of smart contract technology to store and record unique information on the
blockchain, which means that when such a token is generated, there is only one unit of it. The
blockchain itself allows you to control the origin and chain of ownership of a particular digital asset:
information about when it was created, what purchase and sale transactions were carried out with it,
see the list of owners, the cost of each previous operation and other information that will be included
in token smart contract

Now there is an obvious trend of using non-fungible tokens in various business areas, while the
start was made by professionals close to the IT industry: gamers, digital artists.

Gamers, for whom the game is both main interest of life and business, are concerned with the
opportunity to have proven unigque items in games.

In 2014, New York-artist Kevin McCoy launched the Quantum NFT token on the Namecoin
blockchain, which is considered one of the first examples of tokenized digital art [3].

Further development came in the field of digital collecting and hobbies: in 2017, CryptoPunks
digital cards appeared. They turned to be one of the first ever NFT collections. The collection consisted
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of 10 thousand copies and was sold for 4.2 thousand ethers, which at that time was equal to 7.57 million
US dollars. This was followed by the game CryptoKitties, in which players could breed different
virtual cats, and the sales amount exceeded 100 thousand US dollars [4].

The real explosion of technology development happened in 2020-2021. Several factors contributed
to this:

1. Pandemic of coronavirus COVID 19. Mankind has been forced to move to on-line
communication and work for a significant period of time. Art fairs, auctions, galleries and museums
were forced to switch to the same regime;

2. The level of communication through social networks, including professional ones, has increased.
The Clubhouse social network appeared, where new technologies were actively discussed, including
NFT: the growing popularity of tokens;

3. Optimistic dynamics of growth in the value of cryptocurrencies, which attracted additional
investors to purchase tokens (and related assets);

4. Involvement in NFT transactions of the largest well-known auction houses and museums, such
as Christie's or the State Hermitage Museum, which increased the confidence of potential users and
investors;

5. Formation and implementation of new technological solutions that allow more technologically
advanced mass user and professionals to operate with NFT.

The sales breakthrough of an NFT token at Christie's auction in March 2012 is a digital collage
"Everydays - The First 5000 Days", consisting of 5000 images, created by artist Mike Winkelmann,
known by the pseudonym Beeple. It was sold for a record $69.3 million (in ETH) [5].

After that, events progressed with incredible speed: actors, athletes and musicians, designers and
game developers began to create their own NFTs. Among them are singer Grimes and Paris Hilton,
famous artists: Damien Hirst presented the NFT series, and Andy Warhol's drawings were tokenized
by a team of experts.

Famous brands were involved into NFTs sale, including Coca Cola and Gucci. An interesting
solution combining digital and “physical” art was offered by the State Hermitage by selling the
collection “Your Token is Stored in the Hermitage” at the NFT auction. It includes digital copies of
world masterpieces such as "Madonna Litta" by Leonardo da Vinci, "Judith" by Giorgione, "Lilac
Bush” by Vincent van Gogh, "Composition VI" by Wassily Kandinsky and "A Corner of the Garden
at Montgeron” by Claude Monea, etc. At the same time, each digital work was created in duplicate.
The first copies will be stored in the Hermitage, and the second copies were put up for auction on
Binance NFT [6].

And the categorical series of bright performances aimed at popularizing this art direction (and NFT
technology) is significant: the burning of physical works of artists and the preservation of only digital
works, campaigns in the information space, etc. The negative side of this was the fact that NFT
technology is basically associated with some kind of hype, digital art or game collectibles.

At the same time, it is indicated that, at the end of 2021, works in the NFT format made a third of
the cost of online sales of the Contemporary Art market, and the popularity of tokenized art increased
the demand for contemporary works of art.

But besides this, there are obvious advantages that, as the technology is applied and developed,
become more and more obvious and, which is not unimportant, applicable in other business sectors.

The digital art itself creates new opportunities for its creators. First of all, this is the ability to control
and prove copyright without the involvement of specialists - experts, the possibility of independent
implementation of works on specialized online marketplaces: OpenSea, Rarible, Nifty Gateway and
others.

Each artist (creator of a digital art object) can initially regulate the number of copies and this will
be similarly indicated in the smart contract data of the NFT token; will confirm the uniqueness of the
art object for its owner and the rights of the owner.
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Thanks to tokenization, the art market has become more democratic and open. a whole layer is
leaving, forming additional commissions and risk variations, such as dealers, auction houses, various
kinds of experts, and so on.

There is the possibility of selling in fractional ownership, that is, one work is bought by a group of
people, which means significantly lower costs for one particular investor. Anyone from anywhere in
the world can participate in auctions and marketplaces, and online platforms are more loyal to creators
and buyers than traditional auction houses.

The conditions for positioning works are similar, the owner can exhibit them on virtual platforms
such as Decentraland, TerraVirtua and Cryptovoxels.

Thanks to these already established solutions, the understanding comes that it is possible to mark
real assets using NFT, which in turn opens up a whole range of new opportunities.

NFT technologies are a bright connecting element of the world of digital and real assets, one of the
factors of the modern phenomenon of PHYGITAL, the world of business solutions that combine the
digital economy and the world of real assets and a person [7].

One of the promising areas is real estate. Experts working on practical application identify three
possible tokenization scenarios [8]:

1. Shared ownership of the property;

2. Ownership of the entire asset (in our case, the property);

3. Different degrees of rights to use the property.

If the first two points are more or less obvious in terms of examples in the world of digital art, then
an example of paragraph 3 can be the so-called. "smart home", the functionality of which is specified
in the smart contract. If the contract is executed improperly, the system simply disables either some
functionality (water, electricity, internet) or blocks access to the premises.

The great advantage of the potential tokenization of real estate operations is the ability to control
transactions with NFT. This greatly reduces the risk of fraud, theft or any corrupt practices.

Consider the closest and most disturbing example of the modern world: Russia's aggression and
war actions against Ukraine. There will be a time when the question of the revival of cities, destroyed
infrastructure facilities, and the targeted use of the supplied equipment and funds will arise.

The risk of a corruption component, taking into consideration the entire modern history of Ukraine,
is more than evident. The use of a digital approach will help to eliminate above risk: assigning NFT to
each object and piece of expensive equipment. The human factor, the factor of an official or an
unscrupulous performer will be largely leveled!

And if the equipment is movable, then its intended use can be controlled, using the geolocation
functionality specified in the start contract of a particular token.

The same functionality can be applied in the case of car tokenization in a leasing or car sharing
system.

The marketplaces (exchanges) are the interesting examples of the already existing use of NFT
tokens, where the clients are given the opportunity to invest in a real asset marked with a unique NFT.

The first example is the VNX exchange, operating in the jurisdictions of Luxembourg and
Liechtenstein, which allows you to work with tokenized precious metals (gold and others) [9]. Here,
each purchased gold bar is NFT-labeled and properly, securely and certified stored by a professional
market operator.

Thus, there is a unique symbiosis of digital and the world of real assets, effective and reliable.

The second example is the solution of the Czech-French platform Winessy, which provides the NFT
investor with the tokenization of investment wine and at the same time guarantees its reliable and
proper storage with a professional operator in Bordeaux [10]. Likewise, an effective example from the
world of Phygital.

The potential use of NFT tokens in the financial sector is very, very significant. The simplest
example is when a digital lending system is created, the conditions and parameters of which are
prescribed in smart contracts and the execution is carried out through direct interaction outside the
traditional system of institutional intermediaries, or with their involvement.
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And the most obvious visible space for the potential application of NFT is the securities market.

Of course, the potential for further use of this technology in the virtual world remains, primarily in
the gaming industry and the world of digital art, but solutions will always be interesting, perhaps not
as global as real estate or investing in securities or assets such as wine or precious metals, but necessary
for solving practical issues: tickets and the fight against fraud or the resale industry.

If the NFT token is officially equated with a legal document (or its equivalent in the digital world),
this may allow it to be actively used in the decisions of the so-called digital state.

One of the elements of such a state, which in turn reduces any bureaucracy to nothing, is
decentralization.

Thanks to blockchain technology, it is possible to eliminate various intermediaries, which are:
officials, lawyers, politicians, banks, etc. You can no longer depend on their additional conditions or
emotional background: there are smart contracts that do not require a person to execute.

The machine code will work out everything as accurately and quickly as possible, there is bitcoin -
a currency, wallets, all transactions with which are securely protected, there is NFT, which allows you
to transfer any product to the blockchain and simplify all interactions with it.

Here it is necessary to touch upon the issues related to the existing risks and challenges of the digital
industry.

The first and the most significant: the lack of accumulated legal framework, inflexibility (and often
simply unwillingness and incompetence) of state bodies in interaction with representatives of the
digital industry.

The first blockchain ideas focused on elimination of corruption, fraud, theft, and misuse of
public resources by government and citizens. But scammers are ready for that, and there have been
high-profile cases of theft and forgery of works, the disappearance of purchased files from crypto
wallets (special storages), which showed that even the blockchain does not provide one hundred
percent security.

The case of bankruptcy of one of the largest crypto exchanges FTX and criminal cases brought
against its creators do not contribute into legacy to digital solutions [11].

SEO, or search engine optimisation, is an online marketing practice that aims to rank as high as
possible on the search engine result pages, also known as SERPs. While a good SEO performance has
more than a dozen of indicators to succeed, the main aspects are divided in three, which are technical
SEO, on-page SEO, and off-page SEO.

Technical SEO consists of optimising technical performance of the code of a website, such as
structured data, site speed, meta data, headers, and html schema mark ups, if any. On-page SEO, on
the other hand, consists of the content displayed on the frontend, including the text, images, videos,
videographics, gifs, and tables. Off-page SEO, last but not least, is meant for receiving backlinks from
other resources on the web, ideally high-authority websites with high organic traffic.

As aresult of that, the demand for online marketing has skyrocketed all across the iGaming industry,
and search engine optimisation is chief amongst those marketing verticals. Today, almost thirty-
thousand people are monthly searching for online casino keyword only in the UK. Meanwhile, globally
almost three hundred thousand users search for it on a monthly basis.
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Considering the fact that online gambling is both legal and popular, more and more operators and
affiliates started to join the competition especially during the previous decade. This resulted in
oversaturation and caused newcomers to face compelling challenges to keep up with the competition.

The purpose of this paper is to conduct an analysis of casinobee.com’s performance and position in
the current market in accordance with the latest SEO best practices. To prepare the paper, the author
has used Ahrefs, Semrush, gtmetrix and Google’s its own tools in order to collect and compare data.

ABOUT CASINOBEE.COM
Casinobee.com is an online casino affiliate website that accounts Google as the primary source of

traffic. To this date, the website has been focused on various markets all across the globe, namely
Japan, Germany, Norway, Poland, Finland, Spain, the UK, New Zealand, and the rest of the world.

The website was launched in May, 2020, and ever since that date numerous content in multiple
languages have been published on it. In addition to that, there has been an ongoing link building
operations over hundreds of domains have been conducted.

While most of the content published on casinobee.com were targeting high volume and high
competition keywords like main and subcategories, additional pieces of news, blogs, game and
operator reviews have been published in order to garnish them with internal linking, and convert leads.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION
As one of the relatively newcomers of the iGaming affiliation industry, casinobee.com has a big

challenge ahead, which is competing with the well-established brands. Despite the fact that the website
has shown a somewhat good performance over the past two years, there is more to achieve.

Compared to its main competitors, casinobee.com has a really low traffic. According to Ahrefs, the
website welcomes almost twenty-six thousand monthly visitors, while its competitors can achieve
between thirthy thousand to two and a half million visitors.

On the technical part of the comparison, casinobee.com shows no specific deficiency; with a score
of 94 on Google’s page speed performance test and B on gtmetrix’ performance report. All the
structured data and the meta data are set in an optimised way. However, once investigated, it turned
out that there is a huge content and backlink gap between the website and its competitors.

According to Keyword Magic Tool by Semrush, casinobee.com ranks for one thousand and seven
hundred keywords, while its top competitors rank anywhere from eleven thousand to thirty-one
thousand and four hundred keywords organically. In other words, the website is missing an opportunity
to get indexed for at least ten to twenty times more keywords.

When it comes to backlink gap, it has been extracted through Ahrefs that the website has less than
a thousand referring domains. Its competitors, on the hand, has ten to forty thousand referring domains
to their profile, which means that their domain authority has been recognised by more than ten times
of casinobee.com, so that they could get positioned higher by Google’s algorithm.

CONCLUSION
In conclusion, it has been observed that despite all the technical quality the website has to present,
its deficiency on both content and backlink hold it behind. Content gap, on the one hand, disallows
casinobee.com to get indexed and visible on search engine result pages as there is nothing present to
target those keywords. Backlink gap, on another one, prevents the website to establish and authority
over the references, and have a leap over the SERPs(search engine result pages).

Therefore, to compete with the websites that get multiple times of its traffic, casinobee.com should
publish more content targeting the missing keywords to be indexed on more queries. On top of that, it
is expected to get higher rankings on the existing pages by getting more backlinks from high-authority
and relevant websites.

The European Union has
demonstrated its commitment to the issue with the "European Green Consensus™ it has prepared. The
European Green Consensus is a plan prepared to make the European Union's economy sustainable.
The strategies determined within the scope of this plan include realizing economic growth
independently from resource use, enabling the creation of a resource-efficient and competitive
economy, and providing financial support and technical assistance to those affected in the transition to
a green economy with the Fair Transition Mechanism [14].Within the scope of this reconciliation, a
road map that will realize the "carbon neutral” target until 2050 has been prepared. Some of the steps
to be taken within the scope of the road map can be listed as follows [15]):

Investing in environmentally friendly technologies,

To support the industry for innovation,

To provide cleaner, cheaper and healthier private and public transportation vehicles,

To decarbonize the energy sector,

To increase the energy efficiency of buildings and

Working with international partners to improve global environmental standards.
In addition to the Sustainable Finance strategy, another policy area at the point of building a strong
financial structure of the European Union is the Fintech Action Plan. Within the scope of this action
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plan, Fintech is defined as technology-supported innovations provided in financial services, but it is
seen as a tool for Europe's financial markets to be more integrated, safer and more accessible [16].
Opportunities to be created by Fintechs were also emphasized in the prepared plan. In this context,
Fintechs especially, cloud computing, big data analysis, artificial intelligence, etc. It offers various
opportunities in areas such as improving financial participation with the help of technologies,
increasing operational efficiency, contributing to the competitiveness of the European Union economy,
providing data-oriented solutions, facilitating financial reporting and improving auditing. Sustainable
finance and Fintechs can be handled under the same heading in this context. With the use of technology
in the financial sector, costs can be reduced, transactions can be carried out faster, and most
importantly, products and services can be offered on the axis of sustainability thanks to the
technologies used.

Fintechs increase the competition in the financial sector with the online services they offer, and
also contribute to the increase of the industry's interoperability. At this point, especially the cooperation
with banks contributes to the development of Fintechs and their development of customer portfolios,
as well as the banks' gaining agility in their way of doing business. In the World Fintech Report 2020
prepared with the partnership of Capgemini Research Institute and Efma, attention was drawn to the
issues explained in Table 1 at the point of cooperation between banks and Fintechs.

Cooperation

The traditional structures of banks, the complexity of their operations, their multi-layered structure
and their uniformity in the provision of products and services make it difficult for banks and Fintech
to work in cooperation. Cooperation between banks and Fintech contributes to the digitalization of the
financial system. However, their greatest contribution to the financial market is that they create a
sustainable ecosystem. In sustainable platforms, it is easier for environmentally sustainable businesses
to access finance and more cost-effective resources. In addition, an alternative market is offered to
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investors to invest in [17]. Some of the practices that gather sustainability and Fintech applications
under the same roof can be listed as follows [18]:

e By establishing a transparent record of food reliability and supply chain traceability, a sustainable
supply chain is implemented, corruption and dishonest practices are prevented.

¢ In the work where the blockchain application is used, the possibility of trust and control increases
and people can work together in making sustainable decisions.

e Fintechs can transform individuals into both producers and consumers by eliminating
intermediaries in accessing agricultural equipment or green energy resources.

e Fintechs can offer advanced identity applications through usage and property traceability without
applying to official institutions such as banks or government.

e Fintechs can offer various applications at the point of disaster prediction and management to help
supply chains overcome these undesirable situations in the lightest way.

e Fintechs can offer applications that will support investors to move towards more sustainable
investments, where they can monitor their investments and keep track of their funds, compared to
traditional investment activities.

Today, environmental problems, which we encounter as a global problem, make it necessary to take
precautions and implement various policies. In the Brundtland Report published in 1987, sustainability
was taken together with the concept of development and defined as "Development that meets today's
requirements without compromising the ability to meet the needs of future generations” [19]. When
the literature is examined, it is seen that this concept is often discussed together with the concept of
development. Considering the concept of sustainability with development began to be explored in
academia as of the 1980s, and sustainability-based studies began to intensify as of the 1990s [20] [21]
[22] [23] [24] [25] [26].

In the 2000s, with the understanding of the importance of the concept of sustainability, corporate
social responsibility awareness began to emerge. Social responsibility reports prepared and presented
in this context have gained importance [27]. In addition to various indicators that reveal their financial
success, businesses have started to make various reports that reveal their sensitivity to the environment
and society while continuing their activities. These reports are reports in which financial data as well
as non-financial information are presented to the company concerned. In the literature, these reports
appear as social responsibility reports, sustainability reports, corporate social responsibility reports and
integrated reporting [28] [29] [30] [31] [32] [33] [34] [35] [36] [37] [38] [39] [40].

Increasing public awareness on issues such as climate change, global warming and pollution creates
change in the financial sector, supports the development of green finance and increases the use of
investment tools and financial products and services that benefit the environment [41] [42] [43]. In the
emergence and development of the concept of green finance, policy makers, contributing to ecological
improvement by implementing policies that keep financial institutions and investors away from
companies that harm the environment, and investors' transfer of their capital to companies that protect
the environment in a sustainable way have been effective [44] [45]. Within the framework of this
concept, an optimization can be achieved in the allocation of financial resources and an improvement
can be achieved in the industry with green finance resources with high efficiency [46].

Fintechs are seen as a tool in making the financial system sustainable [47]. The increase in the
effectiveness of digital technologies in all areas of our lives, the use of big data, artificial intelligence,
Internet of Things and blockchain technologies in the finance sector provide diversity in financial
products and services. At this point, Fintechs, which provide technology-based financial products and
services, are also on the rise [48]. The solutions offered with the support of these technologies reduce
the risks, activate the audit and control processes, generate meaningful results by analyzing the data,
and contribute to the construction of a more transparent and reliable environment [49].
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Fintechs play a leading role in the creation of a new finance industry and in the digitalization of the
industry [50]. The development of the internet-based economy, the convenient, fast and less costly
financial transactions with digital devices are accelerating the digital transformation process of the
financial sector. During the Covid-19 pandemic process, current restrictions and difficulties in
accessing banks have revealed the comfort provided by digital applications. Within the scope of this
transformation, Fintechs contribute to the emergence of new business models, the execution of reliable
and efficient business processes, and the provision of personalized products and services within the
scope of the opportunities offered by technology [51] [52]. Fintechs who challenge traditional products
and services within the financial system with their technological infrastructure and meet customer
satisfaction at the highest level by quickly integrating the latest technologies into their systems and
processes, especially in various areas such as payment systems, credit inquiries, insurance transactions.
play an active role [53] [54] [55] [56] [57].

Green Fintech

As Fintechs grow day by day with the innovations they provide, they also take care to offer
sustainable solutions. In this context, the concept of Green Fintech is used to describe Fintechs that
serve exactly this purpose. As a new concept, Green Fintechs offer research areas in various fields
such as green bonds and emission allowance markets, sustainable crowdfunding and crypto money
markets [58]. Basically, the difference between Fintechs and Green Fintechs is that Green Fintechs see
sustainability as their basic values in their business manner and product and service provision in their
sectors and support the Sustainable Development Goals of the United Nations [59]. In addition, Green
Fintechs are also used to define practices that emerge at the point of diversifying investments that can
be handled within the scope of green finance, evaluating the risks and returns of emerging green
sectors, and making investors' portfolios sustainable [60].

Green Fintechs, which are a new concept for the literature, are directly related to the concept of
sustainable finance. Green Fintech initiatives serve the structure that is aimed to be established under
the title of sustainable finance and respects the environment and society as much as the economy.
Today, global Fintech investments are increasing day by day. The innovative, practical and
customizable services offered increase the interest in these technologies and attract the attention of
investors.

In the report named "Fintech and Sustainable Development Asswssing the Implications”, the term
"DNA bases" is used to explain the basic features of Fintechs and the concept of Sustainable
Development. Within the scope of this definition, the basic features are as explained in Table 2 [61].

2. Establishment of regional FT4SD innovation centers for multi-stakeholder partnerships,

3. FT4SD Venture Capital and raise social impact funds.

The Fintechs covered under the 'Fintech 100 report have been subjected to a dual assessment, and
the report is (i) the world's "'Top 50" Fintech firms in terms of innovation, capital raising activities, size
and location, and (ii) at the forefront of innovative technology and application delivery. has been
placed in two sub-lists as the 'Rising 50' company. Within the scope of this section, information about
5 Fintech companies in the list will be shared, and information about the areas where Fintechs provide
service will be tried to be given [63].

e JD Digits is a technology company that combines financial services with digital technologies. With
the help of Big Data, Artificial Intelligence, Internet of Things and Blockchain technologies, the
company offers its customers digital risk management capability, user operation capability,
industrial know-how capability and corporate service capability based on the B2B2C (business to
business-to-customer) business model.

e Du Xiaoman Financial collaborates with various financial institutions to provide reliable financial
services with its technical infrastructure and the power of Artificial Intelligence technology. The
company, which was established in 2015 and provides short-term loans and offers solutions to its
customers at the point of investment services, has reached the level of 28 billion Yuhan by the end
of 2017.

e Founded in 2015, OakNorth is a finance company specializing in small and medium business
lending. Benefiting from process excellence, machine learning and cutting-edge technologies, the
company also contributes to the automation of banking services in optimizing credit processes and
creating data-driven decision-making processes. The company combines data provided by the
borrower with non-traditional data such as news, macroeconomic indicators, geographic and
sectoral information in order to increase the quality of the service provided and to evaluate
customers who will use loans from OakNorth from a wider perspective.

Green Fintechs, which is
a new concept for the literature, are also used to define the practices that emerge in the point of
diversifying the investments that can be handled within the scope of green finance, evaluating the risks
and returns of the emerging green sectors and making the investors' portfolios sustainable.

In order to leave a more livable world to future generations, the concept of sustainability should be
at the center of the decisions to be taken. In addition to being economic institutions, Green Fintech
initiatives design socially responsible business models with their social and environmental awareness
and serve to establish the balance between economy-environment-society.

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ABSTRACT

Background.The financial valuation of a company consists of giving a figure (or a range of values) that applies to the
company under consideration. The valuation process requires method and expertise. The financial aspects of the business
are important (profitability, growth, performance, financial forecasts). Financial valuations encourage companies to
achieve a higher level of performance by showing the current financial position of a company in relation to other
companies and by creating a competitive environment. These assessments are also useful for reforming and improving
weaknesses, which is done by recognizing the strengths of the activities performed.

Aims and approach. For this purpose, the technique of Ratio analysis was developed. In this study two companies in the
real estate sector are comparatively analyzed to determine the relevance of Ratio analysis for the evaluation of their
profitability, liquidity solvency and capacity of investment. The use of the variables and the calculations were made on
the basis of the financial statements of each company.

Conclusions. Finally,on the basis of the results, conclusions were drawn on the financial position of each of the
companies in relation to each other according to the criteria of profitability, liquidity solvency and capacity of
investment.

1. Introduction
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Every business entity must capture, record, analyze and present all financial transaction in financial
statement within specific periods. This is known as the accounting process. The financial statements
which generally include the balance sheet, income statement and cash flow statement are the final
product of the accounting process. These statements are therefore analyzed by various stakeholders
of the business entity depending on their various interests for the purpose of making sound decisions.
This exercise is known as financial analysis and it is generally conducted to provide understanding of
the financial position of business entities. According to Paramasivan and Subramanian (2009), this
analysis can be either external if done by external stakeholders of the firm such as supplies,

investors, creditors Government etc. or it can be internal if done by management in order to inform
managerial decision.

Research subject: A comparative analysis of the financial position of VEF and TRIGON property
development.

Research object: VEF and TRIGON Property Development real estate companies in Latvia and
Estonia respectively.

Statement of the problem: In a context marked by increasing growth, enormous potential and
competitiveness, it is undeniable that performance is the key element for the growth of companies.
The performance of the company is thus assessed through the analysis of the various resources
essential to the functioning of the company, namely investments, the mode of financing, the
management of capital, the exploitation of financial and human resources and the quality of the
control of capital... This is why we speak of an assessment of the financial position of the company,
which will make it possible to determine the performance of the company in order to acquire useful
information for management and to provide guidelines for directing future operations.

A multitude of formulas and approaches for evaluating business performance has been developed.
The four main instruments used to perform these analyses are horizontal, vertical, procedural and
ratio analysis. The ratio analysis was chosen as an analytical framework to raise its relevance in the
comparative evaluation of the performance of companies.

2. Objective of study

To carryout financial analysis, using ratio analysis technique on the financial statements of VEF and
TRIGON property development real estate companies situated in Latvia and Estonia respectively,
and to make recommendations accordingly.

3. Theoretical and conceptual review
3.1.  Agency theory

This theory was developed by Michael C. Jensen and William H. Mecklings in 1976 with the
cardinal objective of seeing how the conflicting objectives of the individual participants of the firm
are brought into equilibrium so as to maximize present value.

Jensen and Meckling (1976) offered agency theory as a convincing rationale for how public firms
survive and flourish despite the presumed individualistic tendency of managers. It explains and
resolve issues in the relationship between business principal (shareholders) and their agents
(company executives). The theory posits that corporations act as agents of its shareholders.
Shareholders invest in corporate ownership and thereby entrust their resources to the management of
the directors and officers of the corporation (Gordon 2021).
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3.2.  Stewardship theory

This theory was introduced by Lex Donaldson and James H.Davis in 1989 as an alternative or
opposite of the Agency theory. This theory holds that there is no conflict of interest between
managers and owners and that the goal of governance is, precisely to find the mechanism and
structure that facilitate the most effective coordination between the two parties (Donaldson 1990).
This means managers left on their own, will act as responsible stewards of the resources they control.

Both theories are foundations for corporate reporting because the separation of ownership from
control give rise to accountability by either the agent or steward to the principal (shareholders). This
is formally done through financial statements, which provides the principal and other corporate
stakeholders detail information of financial transactions of the firm. In order to get a deeper
understanding of the financial statements the shareholders and other stakeholders may perform or
solicit the expertise of analyst to carry financial analysis on these statements.

3.3.  Concept of financial statement

In general terms financial statements are official documents of the firm which explores the entire
financial information of the firm. Technically it is the summary of the accounting process which
provides useful information to both internal and external parties (Paramasivan & Subramanian).
According to IAS 1 on the presentation of financial statements adopted in 2001 by the 1ASB,
financial statements comprise the following: statement of financial position, statement of profit and
loss and other comprehensive income, statement of changes in equity, statement of cash flows and
notes to the account. This various statement comprises of five elements: Asset, Liability, equity,
Expenses, revenue and other incomes. Users to financial statements include: managers, shareholders,
investors, employees, competitors, lenders, government.

3.4.  Concept of financial analysis

Financial analysis deals with the analysis of the financial condition of the company and the
possibilities for directing changes in the desired direction. It is performed by comparing the value of
the balance sheet and income statement (Alshowishin, 2021).

Understands the financial analysis of the company as a method of the company’s financial
management evaluation, during which the data obtained is graded, aggregated and compared to each
other. Furthermore, the relationships between them are quantified, looking for the causal connection
between the data and their development is determined. This increases the explanatory power of data
processing and its informative value. Thus, it focuses on identifying problems, strengths, weaknesses
and foremost the company’s value processes. Information obtained through financial analysis
enables us to reach some conclusions about general management and the financial situation of the
company and represents a background for management decision making (Sedlacek, 2009)

3.4.1. Types of financial analysis

According to Hasanaj & Kugi (2019) Analysis of financial statement may be broadly classified into
two important types on the basis of material used and methods of operations

A. Based on Material Used

Based on the material used, financial statement analysis may be classified into two major types such
as External analysis and internal analysis.
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a. External Analysis

Outsiders of the business concern do normally external analyses but they are indirectly involved in
the business concern such as investors, creditors, government organizations and other credit
agencies. External analysis is very much useful to understand the financial and operational position
of the business concern. External analysis mainly depends on the published financial statement of the
concern. This analysis provides only limited information about the business concern.

b. Internal Analysis

The company itself does disclose some of the valuable information to the business concern in this
type of analysis. This analysis is used to understand the operational performances of each and every
department and unit of the business concern. Internal analysis helps to take decisions regarding
achieving the goals of the business concern.

B. Based on Method of Operation

Based on the methods of operation, financial statement analysis may be classified into two major
types such as horizontal analysis and vertical analysis.

a. Horizontal Analysis

Under the horizontal analysis, financial statements are compared with several years and based on
that, a firm may take decisions. Normally, the current year’s figures are compared with the base year
(base year is consider as 100) and how the financial information are changed from one year to
another. This analysis is also called as dynamic analysis.

b. Vertical Analysis

Under the vertical analysis, financial statements measure the quantities Relationship of the various
items in the financial statement on a particular period. It is also called as static analysis, because, this
analysis helps to determine the relationship with various items appeared in the financial statement.
For example, a sale is assumed as 100 and other items are converted into sales figures.

Comparative Statement Analysis

Comparative statement analysis is an analysis of financial statement at different period of time. This
statement helps to understand the comparative position of financial and operational performance at
different period of time. Comparative financial statements again classified into two major parts such
as comparative balance sheet analysis and comparative profit and loss account analysis.

2. Trend Analysis

The financial statements may be analyzed by computing trends of series of information. It may be
upward or downward directions which involve the percentage relationship of each and every item of
the statement with the common value of 100%. Trend analysis helps to understand the trend
relationship with various items, which appear in the financial statements. These percentages may
also be taken as index number showing relative changes in the financial information resulting with
the various period of time. In this analysis, only major items are considered for calculating the trend
percentage

3. Common Size Analysis

Another important financial statement analysis technique is common size analysis in which figures
reported are converted into percentage to some common base. In the balance sheet the total assets
figures is assumed to be 100 and all figures are expressed as a percentage of this total. It is one of the
simplest methods of financial statement analysis, which reflects the relationship of each and every
item with the base value of 100%.

4, Cash flow statement

Cash flow statement is a statement which shows the sources of cash inflow and uses of cash out-flow
of the business concern during a particular period of time. It is the statement, which involves only
short-term financial position of the business concern. Cash flow statement provides a summary of
operating, investment and financing cash flows and reconciles them with changes in its cash and cash
equivalents such as marketable securities. Institute of Chartered Accountants of India issued the
Accounting Standard (AS-3) related to the preparation of cash flow statement in 1998.

5. Ratio analysis

Ratio analysis is a commonly used tool of financial statement analysis. It is the method employed in
this study. Ratio is a mathematical relationship between one number to another number. Ratio is used
as an index for evaluating the financial performance of the business concern. An accounting ratio
shows the mathematical relationship between two figures, which have meaningful relation with each
other. Ratio can be classified into various types. Classification from the point of view of financial
management is as follows:

a. Liquidity Ratio
b. Activity Ratio

C. Solvency Ratio
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d. Profitability Ratio
a. Liquidity Ratio

It is also called as short-term ratio. This ratio helps to understand the liquidity in a business which is
the potential ability to meet current obligations. This ratio expresses the relationship between current
assets and current assets of the business concern during a particular period.

b. Activity Ratio

It is also called as turnover ratio. This ratio measures the efficiency of the current assets and
liabilities in the business concern during a particular period. This ratio is helpful to understand the
performance of the business concern.

C. Solvency Ratio

It is also called as leverage ratio, which measures the long-term obligation of the business concern.
This ratio helps to understand, how the long-term funds are used in the business concern.

d. Profitability ratio
it helps to measure the profitability position of the business concern.
4, Research Question

The present study aims to answer the following question: what is the relevance of ratio analysis in
assessing the performance of a company?

5. Research Methodology

Library research, documents, books, articles, theses, and internet references were employed to review
the literature on the subject matter.

> Analysis is done on the 2018 and 2019 financial statements of VEF, a real estate company in Riga
Latvia, and TRIGON property development a real estate company in Tallinn Estonia.

» A comparative analysis was done using two approaches as both companies are listed on the
secondary list of the Riga market and Tallinn market of the NASDAQ Baltic Stock exchange
respectively analyzing each company by comparing the financial position for 2018 and 2019. This
is known as horizontal analysis. And secondly comparing the financial analysis of each company
to the other. This analysis was made using the technique of ratio analysis and presented using
tables. From the result of the analysis and by induction reasoning conclusions were drawn and
suggestions were made accordingly.

» And finally, to collect financial data organizational documents (financial statements) were used in
the present study.

6. Research Variables

Variables under study are Input and output variables including financial ratios (ROA ratio, ROE
ratio, Current ratio, Quick ratio, Asset turnover ratio, Equity ratio, EPS, Price earnings ratio, Gearing
ratio)

7. Data analysis

7.1.  Software used in the study
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To analyzed and calculate information obtained from companies and estimate financial ratios, Excel
software was used.

7.2. Weighing of ratios

Variables were divided into three groups: profitability, liquidity, efficiency, investors, solvency.
Tablel shows the result of weighing.

@ A ROA of 4% for VEF means that for each euro of asset invested, contributes to 4% of profit.
A drop from 4% to 2% indicate poor performance. TRIGON on it path with a -1.59% implies bad
investment in 2018 which rather reduced assets. However, she made a dramatic increase of 16% in
2019.

2 similarly, ROE of 7% means that for each euro of shareholders fund invested by VEF
generated returns of 7%. In 2018. On the other hand, TRIGON lost assets of -1.60%, this is reflected
as losses on the income statement. She however made progress in 2019 up to 16.5%.

3 Current ratio shows the extent to which a company can comfortable clear its current liabilities
using its current assets. VEF in 2018 had current assets worth 1.45 times over its current liabilities.
Though she witnessed a drop in 2019 but was still safe. From the result, TRIGON was safer to
handle current liabilities with current assets in both years than VEF with a ratio of 8.5: 1 and 3.1:

4 The Quick ratio has the same interpretation as current ratio, the difference is that, it goes
further to test which company can faster transform its current assets to cash or has ready cash to clear
its current liabilities. We note that both companies have negative quick ratio. This is because in the
real estate business inventory constitute a greatest share of net asset.Stock turnover ratio tell us how
many time in a year a company sale out its stocks. In other words, its frequency of sales. The higher
the better. From the results TRIGON is better off.
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(5) Stock turnover ratio tell us how many time in a year a company sale out its stocks. In other
words, its frequency of sales.

(6) Asset turn over measures how efficient does assets generate revenue. The higher the ratio the
more efficient a company is. From our results VEF is more efficient in both years.

@) EPS is very vital for potential investors. It is the worth of a share in relation to current profits.
It tells how much a shareholder could earn if all profits for a period were to be shared. A higher EPS
indicates good health of the firm. Based on our result VEF has a better EPS than TRIGON.

(8) Price Earnings ratio shows the amount the market is willing to pay today for the stock based
on it past and speculated performance. A high P/E ratio indicate a high stock relative to earnings. In
our case VEF has a high P/E for both years of 12.5 and 44.3.

9 Gearing ratio is a financial risk ratio it measures the proportion of debt in relation to
shareholder’s equity. A high ratio in this case is risky. This ratio may also be attractive for potential
investors in evaluating risk. In this case VEF has a higher ratio with high risk though may not be
problematic at this level.

(10)  Equity to asset ratio measures the contribution of shareholders equity to total asset. A ratio
below 70% may put the company at risk. In our case TRIGON shareholders are very secured with
ratios close to 100%, which implies that close to a 100% of its assets are financed by shareholders.

CONCLUSION

From the research question about the relevance of ratio analysis in assessing the performance of a
company, we can conclude that the performance of both TRIGON and VFS could being evaluate in
terms of profitability, liquidity solvency and capacity of investment. This shows the relevance of
ratio analysis.

> Interms of profitability VEF has a better performance than TRIGON.

> inrelation to liquidity TRIGON may be doing well.

» Looking at market performance and future expected growth VEF stand out. It also stands a better
chance of attracting investors.

» Though TRIGON may see to have more liquidity and security its investment proof to be not on
target causing the company recent losses and reduction in assets and stock price.

Tadu vél nesen loti izplatitu nodoklu nemaksasanas panémienu, ka fiktivo darfjjumu ieklausana PVN
deklaracijas, aplokSnu algas utt., aktualitate Sobrid mazinas (fiktivie partneri tiek atrasti visai atri, tiek
celta minimala alga un kopuma mazu algu izmaksatajiem ir pastiprinata uzmaniba no uzraugoso
iestazu puses utt.), ka labus un svaigus piemeérus §1s t€zes pamatosanai var pieminét to, kauz fiktivo
darfjumu problematikas mazinasanu noradija arT Senatore Makarova sava tradicionalaja tiesu prakses
nodoklu lietas apkopojuma seminara 30.11.2022. [1], ka ari to, ka (atbilstosi 08.12.2022. ES
publicétiem datiem [2]) Latvijas PVN plaisa ir tikai 95 milj. eur (kaiminvalstt Lietuva ta ir 10 reizes
lielaka — 952 milj. euro) un, salidzinot ar iepriek$€ju gadu, plaisas apmérs (attieciba pret sagaidamiem
PVN iepémumiem) ir samazindjies aptuveni divas reiz€s. Taja pasa laika loti aktuali kluvusi
uznémuma parejas (ko uznéméji biezi vien izmanto, lai atbrivoties no uzkratam nodoklu un citam
saistibam) tiesi atklasanas gadijumi, proti, vairs nav reta paradiba, kad ar VID [émumu tiek konstatgts,
ka ir notikusi uznémuma pareja un nodoklu piedzina tiek vérsta pret pilnigu citu komersantu
(uznémuma ieguveju).

Atskiriba no iepriek§ minétajiem nodoklu nemaksasanas gadijumiem, kur visai griiti iedomaties
situaciju, ka gramatvedis vispar neko nezina par sava darba dev&ja prettiesiskajam darbibam,
uzpémuma pareja varétu notikt vispar bez jebkadas gramatveza iesaistes un pat bez darba devéja
negodpratibas. Visbeidzot, gramatvediba ir arT ta vieta, kur visbiezak var atrast informaciju par
uznémuma parejas pazimém sadarbibas partneru darbibas. Lidz ar to Sobrid eso$as parmainas
uznéméeju un to uzraugoso iestazu darbiba tiesi ietekmé ari gramatveza ikdienas darbu.

Petfjuma galvenais uzdevums ir noskaidrot, ka gramatveza ikdienas darbs ir ietekméts ar slépto
uznémuma pareju veiksmigas atklasanas aktualo praksi, ka ar1 sniegt ieteikumus, kam gramatvedim
vajadz&tu pieverst Ipasu uzmanibu $aja sakara. Darba tiek veikta literatiiras, nacionalo un parnacionalo
tiesu un iestazu prakses un taja saskatamu sakaribu analize un savaktas informacijas apkoposana un
visparinasana.

Vispirms japasvitro, ka Sim t€mas ietvaros uzn@mums ir organizatoriski saimnieciska vieniba,
uznémuma ietilpst komersantam piederosas kermeniskas un bezkermeniskas lietas, ka ari citi
saimnieciski labumi (vertibas), kurus komersants izmanto komercdarbibas veikSanai[3], savukart,
uzn€muma pareja veidojas tad, kad uznémums tiek nodots kadai citai personai, t.i. uzn€muma pareja
ka mantas kopibas vai tas dalas pareja izpauzas, ka aktivu un saistibu nodosana[4]. Pirmskietami,
varétu likties, ka uzn€muma pareja ir raksturiga lielam kompanijam, kur to kopa izp&ta un organize
revidentu un advokatu biroji, tomér patiesiba tas ta nav, jo uznémuma pareja ir raksturiga art mazajiem
uznémejiem, gadijumos, kad vini slédz vienu uzn€mumu, lai atvertu otro ar mérki nodarboties ar to
paSu, bet nemaksajot uzkratus paradus. Uz mingto norada ar1 Valsts ienemumu dienests (VID), proti:
“Sa briZza statistika ir visai neiepriecinoSa — no katriem desmit nodoklu paradniekiem videji 2—4
gadijumos ir konstatéjama uznémuma pareja. Turklat uznémuma pareju ka (tiesisku) instrumentu
velas izmantot ar1 nodoklu maksataji, kuru merkis ir izvairities no nodoklu administracijas kontroles
pasakumiem.[5]” Rezuméjot, VID konstaté uzn€muma pareju 20-40% nodoklu nemaksatajiem, kas
(nemot vera minétas iestades kapacitates dabiskas robezas) ir tikai dala no reala uzn€muma pareju
skaita.

Gadijumos, kad uznémums ir iegadats atklati, noslédzot Iigumu un noform&jot visas citas
nepiecieSsamas formalitates, tad izglitotam gramatvedim ir jabut zinamam, ka izpildit amata
pienakumus. Tomeér Latvijas prakse lielakoties uznémuma pareja notiek slepeniba un ir loti iesp&jama
situdcija, ka par notikuSo uzn€émuma pareju gramatvedis nav informéts, tomer sekas varétu biit |oti
smagas, jo atbilstosi regul§jumam|[6] uzn€muma parejas gadjjuma lidz ar tiestbam pariet ar1 visi
pienakumi. Svarigakais Saja aspekta ir tas, ka atbilstoSi izpratnei par uznémuma pareju, ta tiek
konstatta nevis péc formas, bet péc fakta[7]. Lidz ar to atSkiriba, pieméram, no pievienotas vertibas
nodokla krapSanam, kur apstaklim, ka nodokla maksajis zinaja (vai vinam vajadz€ja zinat) par
pievienotas sist€émas launpratigu izmantoSanu, briziem ir izSkiroSa nozime[8,9], lai veikt nodoklu
uzrékinu, uznémuma parejas gadijuma subjektivai attieksmei nav praktiski nekadas nozimes.
Vertgjot teorijas un tiesu prakses atzinas, secinams, ka uznémuma parejas gadijuma izskiroSais ir
uznémuma identitates saglabasana[10,11]. Sis nozimé taja skaita ari to, ka ieguvéjam ir pargajis tads
uznémuma elementu kopums, kas ir pietickams patstavigas, neatkarigas saimnieciskas darbibas
veikSanai (savukart tas, kads elementu kopums ir pietickams, ir atkarigs no konkréta saimnieciskas
darbibas veida)[12]. V&l jo vairak, nepastav (Un nevar pastavét) uznémuma parejas kritériju izsmeloss
saraksts, tomér Latvijas un Eiropas Savienibas tiesa ir uzskaitijusi galvenos: 1) uzn@muma veida vai
rakstura izvertéSana; 2) kermenisku (nekustamais 1paSums, kustamas lietas) un bezkermenisku lietu,
ka ar1 labumu (zinatiba, izgudrojumi) pareja; 3) vai liclaka dala darbinieku ir parnemti; 4) vai klienti
ir parnemti; 5) uznéméjdarbibas funkciju lidziba pirms un péc parejas[ 13]. Jau no $§1 uzskaitijuma vien
ir redzams, ka tieSi gramatvediba ir viena no galvenajam vietam, kur uzkrasies informacija par
uzn@muma parejas esamibas krit€rijiem un tieSi gramatvedis ir viena no pirmam personam, kas var
identific€t uzn€muma parejas kriteriju iestasanos.

PETIJUMA REZULTATI, NOVERTEJUMS. RESEARCH FINDINGS OR DATA,
EVALUATION OF RESEARCH RESULTS

Pétijuma rezultata ir konstatetas tris biutiskas atSkiribas no citiem gadijumiem, kad personas censas
samazinat budZeta maksajamo summu. Parasti gan vaditajs, gan gramatvediba apzinas darbibas
prettiesiskumu un uz to apzinati iet, pieméram, ieklaujot fiktivos darfjumus PVN deklaracijas,
maksajot algu aploksnés, slédzot tirgus apstakliem neatbilstosus darjjumus ar saistitam personam, vai
ar1 par preci vai pakalpojumu sanemto skaidro naudu neuzradot ien€émumos utt., tomér uznémuma
parejas gadijuma vel nav izveidojusies izpratne, ka §ada veida atbrivoties no saistibam ir prettiesiski.
Otra konceptuala atSkiriba ir tada, ka uzne@muma pareja pati par sevi nav ne laba un ne slikta, un pat
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nav aizliegta, vienkarsi kopa ar visiem parnemta uznémuma labumiem iet ar7 visas uzkratas saistibas.
Visbeidzot, treskart, ka jau minéts, uzn€muma pareja tiek konstatéta pec fakta[7], kas nozimé, ka ta
aptver praktiski jebkadu “personibas mainu”[14] un var izveidoties pat gadijuma, ja tads nodoms
nemaz nav bijis.

No tiesu un VID prakses ir neparprotami redzams, ka uznémuma parejas kriteriju spektrs ir loti plass
un vairakus aspektus gramatvedis objektivi nevar konstatét, pieméram, VID uznémumu parejas
pieradiSana aktivi izmanto informaciju par uzn@muma nodev€ja un uznémuma ieguvéja sakrittbam
IP, ko izmantot pieslégsanai Elektroniskajai deklarésanas sistémai (EDS)[15,16,17,18], vai
personu[15,16] gadijuma, ko, protams, gramatvedis nezina (atgadinasu, ka p&tjjums ir par situaciju,
kad gramatvedis nav informé&ts par uzp€émuma pareju) un nevar zinat. Tapat gramatvedim nav
pieejama vina darba dev&ja un uznéméja nodevéja darfjuma partneru, darbinieku utt. izversta
salidzinoSa analize, ko VID aktivi izmanto, lai pieradit uzn€muma parejas faktu, tapat VID ir loti
plasas tiesibas pieprasit informaciju no citiem nodoklu maksatajiem un pat citam valstim[19]. Taja
pasa laika gramatvedis, esot uzmanigs, var konstatét vairakas uznémuma parejas pazimes. Turpmak
tiks apliikotas spilgtakas no tam.

Pirmkart, tada acimredzama darbiba, ka aktivu parnemsana (ar darjjumu vai citada veida) no saistitas
personas, kura ieprieks nodarbojas ar Iidzigu saimniecisko darbibas veidu, bet Sobrid vairs nedarbojas
(vel jo vairak, publiski ir pieejama informacija par neizpilditam saistitas personas nodokluvai citam
saistibam).

Otrkart, darbinieku skaita palielinaSana loti 1sos terminos bez $adiem notikumiem raksturigiem
priek$noteikumiem. Normali peksna darbinieku skaita atra palielinaSana varétu notikt tad, kad tam ir
kads objektivs pamatojums darba devéja saimnieciskaja darbiba (pieméram, jauns liels projekts), par
ko gramatvedibai parasti ir zinams ieprieks; turklat jaatzimé, ka darbinieki (it ipasi liela skaita) dabiski
nevar paradities bez darbinieku mekléSanas pasakumiem. Rezumgjot, ja darbinieku skaits isos
terminos strauji aug turklat bez aktivas darbinieku mekléSanas kampanas, ligumiem ar rekrutinga
uznémumiem utt. (par ko gramatvedim noteikti biis zinams, jo gan reklama, gan darbiekartoSanas
pakalpojumi ir maksas pakalpojumi, tatad ar to saistitie izdevumi ir viegli redzami uznémuma
gramatvediba), tad §is noteikti ir signals par iespéjamo uznémuma parejas gadijumu. V&l jo vairak, ja
darbinieki tiek pienemti praktiski bez darba intervijas.

Treskart, citu personu uzsakto lielu ligumu jeb projektu turpinasana. Daba visai reti sastopama
paradiba, kad viena uznémuma Tstenoto projektu turpina (jeb parnem) pilnigi nesaistits CitS uznémums
un ta pareja notika bez ilgstoSas planosanas, komplic€tiem ligumi un nopietnam administrativajam
problémam (kas noteikti skars art gramatvedibu). Ja tas ta notiek un, vél jo vairak, tiek pienemti darba
ar projektu saistitie darbinieki un parnemti saistitie aktivi, tad tas ari liecina par uzn€émuma parejas
gadfjumu.

Ceturtkart, analogiski darbinieku piepliduma gadijumam — netipiski atrs apgrozijuma picaugums, it
1pasi ar jauniem klientiem. Tapat ka darbinieku gadijuma, normali pirms lieliem pasiitijumiem (it
1pasi no jauniem klientiem) parasti notiek ilgstoSas sarunas, vairaki mazie pasiitijumi, raZzoSanas
inspekcijas, gada vai ceturkSna parskatu nosutiSana pasiititdjam (kas nenotiek bez gramatvedibas
iesaistes) un tml. pasakumi, kuru neesamiba ir signals iesp&jamas uzn€muma parejas esamibai. Liels
jauno klientu pieplidums var&tu but ar7 kada projekta (preces vai pakalpojuma) izstrades pabeigSanas
rezultata, bet tad noteikti ar to saistitie izdevumi jau ilgstosi bis atspoguloti gramatvediba.

Piektkart, precu, pamatlidzeklu un inventara atlikumu vienlaiciga iegade. Iepriek$ jau bija minéta
tada pazime ka aktivu parnemSanu no saistitas personas, bet atseviski janorada uz gadijumiem, kad
arl no nesaistitas personas tiek masveida iegadata dazada manta (turklat gan precu atlikumi, gan
inventars un pamatlidzekli), jo tas arivar veidot uznémuma pareju. Vel vairak bistami ir tadi gadijumi,
kad darba devéjs nenorékinas par sadiem pirkumiem (ar noz€lu ir jasecina, ka $ada notikumu gaita
Latvijas praks€ biezi sastopama uznémuma “pamesanas” gadijumos).

Sestkart, ja no ikdienas komunikacijas uznémuma iekSiené ir verojams, ka patiesais lémuma
pienéméjs nav ta persona, kas ir ierakstita komercregistra ka ipasnieks vai valdes loceklis. Sis noteikti
ne vienmér liecina par uznémuma pareju (jo tam varétu biit virkne citu iemeslu). Tomer §is ir pamats
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parbaudit publiskajos registros pieejamo informaciju par $o patiesu vaditaju, un ja gadijuma vinam ir
bijis darba dev&jam lidzigs uznémums, kas Sobrid nestrada, tad tas ir pamats vertét uznémuma parejas
esamibu, vl jo vairak, gadijumos, ja darba dev&jam izaugsme sakusies neilgi pec §T ieprieks€ja
uznémuma darbibas partrauksanas.

Ja tiks identificéti apstakli, kas veido pamatu konstatét uzn€muma pareju, tad tie tieSi ietekmé ar1
gramatveza amata pienakumu pildiSanu (Saja raksta, ta ierobezota apmera del, netiek vertétas ar to
saistitas €tiskas dilemmas un (ne)zinosanas tiesigsargajosajam iestadém kriminaltiesiskie aspekti),
spilgtaki Sadas ietekmes piemeri, autora ieskata, ir sekojosi:

Pirmkart, uzn€muma pareja biezi ietver art aktivu nodosanu. Ar pievienotas vértibas nodokli (PVN)tiek
aplikta tikai tiesi precu piegade[20], savukart, ja tiek nodoti visi aktivi vai to dala, dalibvalstis var
uzskatit, ka nav notikusi precu piegade, un Sada gadijuma saneémejs tiek uzskatits par atsavinataja
tiesibu parnéméju[21], tatad neveidojas ar PVN apliekamais darfjjums, ka tas ar1 ir iestradats PVN
likuma[22]. Secigi, ja sanemot rékinu, gramatvedis konstat€, ka taja ir noradits PVN, tad §adu rékinu
iegramatot un ieklaut PVN deklaracija nedrikst.

Otrkart, ta ka darbinieki ir bitiska vértiba un dala no nododamas ekonomiskas vienibas[23], vini
bauda ievérojamu aizsardzibu uznémuma parejas gadijuma, ko lakoniski var definét sekojosi:
uznémuma ieguvejam ir saistosi ieprieks€jo darba ligumu noteikumi attieciba uz uznémuma nodevéja
darbiniekiem uznémuma parejas rezultata[24]. Acimredzami, ka slepeniba veiktas uznémuma parejas
gadfjuma gramatvedim nebiis zinamas darbinieku algas iepriek$€ja uznémuma un bis javadas no
darba ligumiem, kas noslégti ar esoSo darba dev&ju. Taja pasa laika gramatvedim ir nepiecieSama
vesturiska informacija par darbiniekiem, lai aprékinatu, pieméram, vid€jo izpelnu[25] vai gada
parskata obligati noradamas apléstas saistibu summas pret darbiniekiem par parskata gada uzkratajam
neizmantotam atvalinajumu dienam[26]. Nepareizi aprékinatas summas varétu butiski ietekmét
gramatvedibas datu pareizibu.

Treskart, ka jau vairakkart€ji minéts, uznémuma parejas gadijuma lidz ar visiem aktiviem pariet ari
visas saistibas. AtbilstoSi gramatvedibas kartoSana obligatajam piesardzibas principam finansu
parskata postenus atzist un noverte, nemot vera visas saistibas, ka ar1 paredzamas riska summas un
zaudejumus, kas radusSies parskata gada vai ieprieks€jos gados[27]. Tatad, ja ir pietickams pamats
konstatet uzn€muma pareju, tad ir pietickams pamats atzit parnemtas saistibas un attiecigi ieklaut tos
finansu parskatos, kas ir gramatveza tieSie amata pienakumi.

SECINAJUMI, PRIEKSLIKUMI. CONCLUSION

Nav saubu, ka uznémuma parejas ietekme ir loti plasa un ta neaprobezojas ar sava darba devéja (ka
uznémuma ieguvéja) identificéSanu, pieméram, konstatéjot uzpémuma pareju klientu starpa,
gramatvedis var palidz&t atgit debitora paradu, kas jau sen ir norakstits ka bezcerigs, tomér tas nav §1
raksta mérkis. Autora iecere ir vérst uzmanibu tam, ka, pirmkart, uznémuma pareja ir aktuala un biezi
sastopama paradiba, kas varétu butiski ietekmét gramatveza ikdienas darbu, un, otrkart, tiesi
gramatvedis briziem ir ta galvena persona, kas var konstatét uznémuma parejas pazimju iestasanos.

Gramatvedim, laikus konstatgjos uznémuma parejas pazimes, ir iesp&ja bridinat vadibu, lai ta varétu
atturéties no kada darfjuma vai darbibu istenoSanas. Vai ari, ja uznémuma pareja jau ir notikusi,tad
attiecigi ieverot to faktu amata pienakumu pildiSana, sakot ar darbiniekiem izmaksajamo summu
aprékinasanu un beidzot ar gada parskata sastadiSanu.

Looking at the different paper works involve between mobile money and the normal banking
transactions, it could be seen that a combined total of 83% agreed that as compared to mobile
money, more time is used on paper work while the other 17% sees bank transaction to have
more paper work than mobile money.

From the table above it seen that of the 30 respondents sampled, 76% accepted that a lot of
paper makes express union services boring and time consuming while the other 24%
disagreed to this.

During the application of the activity based method, the calculation process had been divided first to identification of
costing elements like the object of cost calculation, the second, present the activity based method of main fields of activity
and expenditure, the calculation of cost of production company. The cost activity based method was applied in practice to
the company. The largest part of in the cost structure takes indirect, labour, direct materials consumption costs.

This indicator shows or helps the
company calculate its costs incurred in the production of products that go to the markets, and also helps
to review the activities of the company's production units, thanks to which certain decisions are made
that improve the company's operations and help earn more profit.

The modern costing method, otherwise known as the ABC (Activity Based Costing) method, helps
to consider not only the internal needs of the company, but also the business environment. The activity-
based method focuses on the activity as the main cost object, and the application of the method is based
not only on the purpose of costing, but also on planning and control. As assessed by authors [23,24].
the emergence of the cost calculation method based on areas of activity was determined by the desire to
obtain accurate information about the resources used, incurred expenses not in total expression, but
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according to certain criteria - cost centers, so that the company's management could see a clear the
picture of costs and to consider the possibilities of their reduction.

The ABC method is described as combining the activities performed, the resources used and directed
to the costing object. The application of the cost calculation method based on areas of activity is based
on the fact that under the conditions of computerized and automated production, direct labor costs
decrease and overhead costs increase rapidly [12]. For this reason, when calculating the cost price of
manufactured products or services using the method of cost calculation based on areas of activity, the
greatest attention is paid to the distribution of indirect costs, which, after the computerization of
production capacities, make up the largest part of the cost price.

These days, companies produce a wide range of products, and the automation of production with the
help of modern technologies leads to the fact that production costs decrease, and overhead costs make
up an increasingly large part of the cost price of manufactured products (services provided). The
mentioned reasons led to the emergence of the modern cost calculation method based on activity areas.
The name of this method determines the basis for accurate evaluation of the performed activities. The
activity-based costing method is based on the relationship between the activities performed and the costs
incurred. The main premise of this method is that the costs are not necessary for the production of
products or the provision of services, but for the activities that need to be performed in order to create
products or provide services. Each activity requires certain costs, and the production and sale of output
creates the need for various activities. The essence of the method of cost calculation based on areas of
activity is, first, to calculate the overhead costs of the company's areas of activity, and then - the costs
of production (services provided). [1,5,6,7,11,12].

Activity Based Costing All of the companies in certain areas of activity are calculated indirect costs,

after which they are assigned outputs cost proportional to the activity consumed [12].
A traditional cost accounting system answers the questions of where the costs were incurred, what the
costs are, when they were incurred, and who is responsible for incurring them, but it does not answer
the question of why the costs were incurred. The logical ABC model (see Figure 1.1), which is presented
and used by many management accounting specialists in their work, helps to answer this question.

From Figure 1. it can be seen that the cost calculation method based on activity areas can be analyzed
from two points of view - cost distribution (vertical) and process (horizontal).

Authors explain [20] costing objects and helps to answer the following questions:

 which activities require a larger share of costs;

* what are the possibilities to reduce operating costs;

* what are the opportunities to increase profits by focusing on the production of more profitable products
or the provision of services.

The process approach provides information about work and the relationship between that work and
other activities [8]. The authors emphasize that it is here that the question arises as to why the activity
is performed and how much effort is required to perform the work. This part also identifies what is being
done and finally how the activities or works are done, i.e. i.e. to what extent the activity meets the needs
of internal and external customers. A process approach helps answer the questions:
* what factors determine the performance of activities;
 what factors have a negative impact on work performance;

» whether activities are performed productively, quickly and with high quality.

The ABC logical model can be used to determine the stages of the implementation of this costing method
in the company. In the scientific literature, the application of the cost calculation method based on
activity areas is divided into four main stages (see Figure 2).

During Stage 1, the areas of activity that consume the most resources and generate the most indirect
costs are distributed. [12].

Stage 2, the cost drivers of each field of activity are determined on the basis of the most characteristic
feature that characterizes the field of activity, in order to link the formation of costs as closely as possible
to the reason for this formation. [12].

During stage 3, it is determined how much per unit of cost driver is the cost of that activity. [24].

During stage 4, the costs of all activities incurred during the production or provision of services are
summed up and it is determined how much of the costs of a specific activity fall on the relevant products
[23].

In order to implement the cost calculation method based on activity areas, it is very important to
correctly classify the company's activity areas that cause costs. Company activities the identification of
areas can be considered the most important part of this costing method, because it determines the
allocation of overhead costs to the cost of production. The authors according [2,3,4,8,10], applying the
method of cost calculation based on areas of activity, the company's the separation of duties is associated
with the accumulation of costs, and the number of separated activities determines the complexity of cost
accounting. It is important for every company to establish such areas of activity which most closely
related to the company's products or services.

Eur, warehause 640 000 Eur. The company allocates warehouse overhead costs to production units and
calculates the production unit overhead rate based on direct labor hours. The company is currently
running two orders A and B. We also have information on direct labor and equipment working time for
these orders.

CONCLUSION. KOPSAVILKUMS

After conducting a theoretical analysis, it was found that the main principle of the self-price
calculation method based on activity areas is based on activity-oriented evaluation as the main object
of expenditure, and the implementation of the method includes four main stages: determination of the
company's main areas of activity; determination of the cost driver for each activity; calculation of the
cost driver rate; cost determination. When dividing indirect costs using the ABC-based cost calculation
method, areas of activity are determined, causing costs, and the distribution base used, so more accurate
information is obtained about the cost price of the manufactured products (provided services). The
ABC-based costing method not only helps to determine the resulting costs, but also to assess the causes
of their occurrence, to identify the activities that cause the most costs, to determine the possibilities of
reducing costs, and in this way to focus on production of the most profitable production.

Also, the authors emphasize that financial resources are the most
important, simply because having financial resources, other resources important to the company can be
acquired, and the purpose of the company's finances is to manage the resources in such a way that the
owners' wealth is maximized bigger. According to authors [4], resources can also be:

e Land - this resource can also be minerals, water, forests. These are all natural resources that
can be used and are used in production;

e Work is a person's physical or mental abilities;

e Capital — physical (things, equipment, buildings) and financial (shares, bonds, securities).

As can be seen, both authors distinguish similar corporate resources. However, according to
importance - financial resources ensures the successful operation of the company. Certain monetary
funds, shares, material wealth. The lack of these resources or their incorrect use can threaten the
termination of the company's activities. Because, according to authors [15] appropriate management of
financial resources is the basis for successful company operations.

Money is a basic and necessary financial resource without which businesses do not exist would not
be able to carry out its proposed activities. In pursuit of the main goal - profitability and its
maximization, an entrepreneur uses available financial resources (personal, borrowed) to achieve the
main goal, i.e. i.e. money that later allocated to achieve goals [17]. Financial resources ensure
continuous production and realization the process. The authors [9] state that the company's financial
resources consist of own, borrowed and attracted resources. According to authors [17], it is important
to mention that financial resources are the material of financial relations consolidation at the level of
business entities, they include all monetary funds and that part of monetary funds that the company uses
outside in the form of securities. And the company's size, production volume, technical, labor and
material supply. Financial resources are intended for long-term assets, intangible assets, stocks for goods
or to produce services, pay wages, pay taxes, leasing, insurance premiums, etc. How was mentioned,
[3] describes financial resources as finance, as money performing certain functions. Yes this author also
singled out the main areas from which the company receives money: owners; buyers; credit institutions
and others lenders; support organizations; investment activities. The author emphasizes that the first
finances in the company are concentrated from owners, and further the main income is generated by
buyers. Revenue from buyers is important not only for the fact that that the company receives income,
but also because it can mostly be used in the company's activities, starting with goods purchase and
ending with the payment of wages to employees and the payment of taxes to the state budget. However,
how emphasized by authors [15]even in long-standing and well-performing companies, costs may
exceed revenues and therefore financial resource reserves are required. Where the financial resources
come from is presented by [15]:

e Sources of monetary funds - money earned and borrowed by the organization, for which work
is paid, materialres ources, acquisition of certain assets, taxes, debts, etc.;
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Securities — shares, bonds and other ownership documents that are used for financial purposes
to perform operations;
Treasury bills - "a short-term government bond redeemable after 1, 3 or 6 months";
Money market funds (money) that are lent for a period of less than one year;
e Grants and subsidies and other non-refundable sources of funds.

Author [16] states that nowadays there are quite a lot of sources of operational financing. Usually,
companies do their own business financed by internal or external sources. The company's internal
funding sources include: founders' funds, which are available at the beginning of the most important
activities of the company, reinvested profits, depreciation costs. External company financing sources
include share capital increase, shares, bonds, venture capital, funds.

Financial resource management methods. Management of financial resources is an important aspect
of the company's activities in order to achieve financial goals. Planned and efficient management of
financial resources guarantees successful economic and economic development. Authors [18] argue that
the management of financial resources helps to identify companies possibilities and direction of
financial development. Authors [4] defines financial management as cash management, working capital
management and capital management in order to maintain and strengthen the company's solvency. And
authors [8] argue that financial management is a necessary condition for sustainable and successful
company operations. It means suitable financial management determines a large part of the company's
success. Also, these authors highlight the importance of financial analysis in finance in management,
because when it is properly processed and presented, decisions are made easier for the managers of the
company. Also decisions are made after taking into account the analyzed situation of the company, thus
allocating finances to the most appropriate ones company area after analysis.

Some authors express financial resources together and financial management as the pursuit of a
certain goal, rather than finances distribution. The authors [1] distinguish the maximum as the main goal
of financial resource management increasing the value of the company through efficiency and profit
generation. Authors [13] states that financial management is related to the acquisition, distribution and
management of a company's financial resources in order to achieve the intended the purpose of the
company's activity. Author [3] also writes about financial management as the pursuit of a goal,
describing management as a function during which the ruler exerts a purposeful influence on the ruled
in order to direct his actions in the desired direction and achieve the desired result. And the financial
management of the company is a certain sequence of actions aimed in advance intended purpose. As a
result, it can be observed that the management of financial resources can be described as certain
measures with the help of achieving the intended goal of the company.

In order to properly use the company's financial resources, it is necessary to analyze their structure
and investment in separate ones part of the company's assets, such as: fixed and current assets; calculate
the capital structure, debt, asset liquidity and use efficiency indicators. From the definition of financial
resource management and financial analysis, it is possible to observe the relationship between financial
resource management and financial analysis, since financial analysis allows company managers to make
certain decisions decisions.

Research results and assessment. Pétijuma rezultati un to izvértéjums

The company's financial activity can be analyzed by analyzing several types of financial statements,
which are carried out in order to implement more diverse goals and solve more tasks [6, 8, 10]:
 Absolute indicators - preliminary analysis, the essence of which is to understand the content of
financial statements and evaluate it;

« Horizontal — an analysis that compares financial statement data consisting of two or more periods;

* Vertical — analysis that compares a certain financial indicator with the general base indicator of that
report;

* Analysis of relative indicators - calculation of relative quantities.
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Summarizations and conclusions of the analysis of the effectiveness of financial resources
management can be made based on all the performed analysis results. To make it easier to understand
the efficiency of financial resources management, the case of Lithuanian company will be analyzed.
Selected a light industry manufacturing company operating in Lithuania exports part of its production
to foreign countries. When forming recommendations for the effective management of financial
resources, five of the selected companies were carried out analysis of annual financial statements:
vertical and horizontal analyzes of balance sheets and profit (loss) statements, calculate relative
indicators: profitability and solvency.

When assessing the structure and dynamics of the company's assets and equity capital and liabilities,
a vertical analysis was carried out and horizontal balance analysis.

From the analysis of the balance sheet (Figure 1), it can be observed that the assets of the company
increased the most during the analyzed period in 2017 16.3% and in 2018 14.8%. in 2017 Short-term
assets increased by 40%, which accounted for a large increase stocks (37.5% in the structure), and trade
receivables doubled compared to 2016, which is important for the company, because additional funds
have to be sought to finance the operating cycle. in 2018 the company increases fixed assets (intangible
and tangible), however, long-term receivables appear and trade debts increase again. In the further
analyzed period until 2020 the growth of the company's assets stabilizes, grows slightly, on average
3.1%.

Such a result shows that the increase in debts to the company requires decisions to manage
receivables more efficiently, otherwise in this case, it will be necessary to look for additional financial
funds to finance activities and ensure the financial cycle.

Analyzing the structure of equity and liabilities (Figure 2), it can be said that the company's activities
are carried out at the expense of more borrowed capital.

In 2016 activities are financed with borrowed capital (65.1%). in 2017 short-term assets the
acquisition was carried out with short-term financial obligations, which increased more than 9 times in
2018. already long-term liabilities increased, the increase in assets was carried out at the expense of
long-term liabilities, because in the structure they accounted for 54.6%, and equity accounted for 45.4%,
respectively. Analyzing 2019 an increase in equity is observed 8.9%, a reserve for the formation of own
shares appears, but a greater increase in equity is hindered by the period decrease in net profit. Liabilities
decrease accordingly by 4.2%. However, in 2020 the company incurs losses due to which decrease
equity and also increase receivables, which decreases the firm's funds and increases current liabilities
together and all liabilities up to 11.3%.

The evaluation of financial resources is shown by relative indicators. Profitability indicators show
what resources the company's profits are earned. The general profitability indicator shows the
company's ability to earn a profit from its core activities, it can be used to monitor the company's ability
to control cost and pricing. The net profitability ratio shows the whole company's profitability, ability
to manage resources. Profitability of equity capital shows whether the company is working efficiently,
how able to properly use their capital, i.e. shows the efficiency of financial activities. Return on assets
shows the ability of the company to efficiently use available assets and use them to earn own financial
resources for further activities.

Figure 3 presents the profitability indicators that most reflect the efficiency of the use of financial
resources.

The general profitability indicator changed slightly during all analyzed years 2016-2020, the increase
of the indicator observed in 2019-2020 The value of the indicator is on average 18.2% too low. The
value shows that on average over all in the analyzed year, one euro of sales accounts for 18 cents. The
general rule of thumb for evaluating profitability: the more general the higher the profitability, the more
profitable the company's activities should be. The limits of variation of the indicator are from 10 to 35
percent. An indicator lower than 10 percent indicates that the company has difficulties in covering the
costs of farming, and higher than 35 percent - high production profitability [6].

Net profitability indicators changed unevenly in 2017. Net profitability increased to 9.9% it can be
said that that during that period the activity is evaluated well, 2016, 2018, 2020. returns are considered
bad because the value is lower than 5%. In 2019 net profitability was satisfactory at 6.7%. Net
profitability limits in developed market conditions should range from 10 to 25 percent [6, 11, 12].

The return on equity during the analyzed period also changed unevenly, in 2016 it amounted to 10.6%
in 2018. 6.1%, in 2020 was negative -2.7%. During these periods, the company earned an average of
only 4.7 cents on equity. net profit. In 2017 the return on equity increased significantly to 29.1%, it can
be said that the investment was profitable that year. In 2019 the rate of return on capital was also good,
amounting to 17.7%. Return on equity is valued very well when available higher than 30%, good if
higher than 20%, satisfactory if higher than 10%, unsatisfactory if lower than 10 percent and bad if the
value is negative [6, 11, 12].

Evaluating the return on assets in the company, it can be said that only in 2017 it was close to the
well-regarded value, concluded 12.4%, while in other periods it is considered satisfactory, on average
the property earned 3.5 cents of net profit. Property returns the indicator is often called asset utilization
efficiency, the calculated value is on average between 5 and 20 percent.

A higher value indicates a more efficient use of the asset. If the indicator is very high, you need to
pay attention to whether the company has earned have a very high net worth or have few assets. The
desired indicator size is about 20 percent [6, 11, 12].

Solvency — liquidity is important for the assessment of financial resources analysis and dynamics of
stability indicators.

When analyzing resources, it is important to assess the company's solvency, whether the company
has enough short-term assets to cover short-term liabilities. It is appropriate to calculate two indicators
of short-term solvency, namely the general one short-term solvency ratio and quick short-term solvency
ratio and total debt ratio. Indicator values are shown in Table 1.

he company's overall short-term solvency ratio (Table 1) shows the company's short-term solvency
status. 2016, in 2017 is considered good because the value is greater than 1.5, as of 2018. it decreases
by 0.2 points, and is evaluated as satisfactory. 2019, 2020 solvency increases again, remains the same
for two years. The company's total short-term solvency the ratio should not be less than 1.2. If the ratio
is less than 1, the company will not be able to account for its current liabilities obligations. In order to
maintain financial balance, current assets should be twice as large as obligations [10, 11, 12]

The ratio of quick short-term solvency is considered very good if it is greater than 1.5, in the analyzed
in the company, the coefficient is low, on average it is 0.5, it is assessed as unsatisfactory, the company
is threatened with insecurity. The recommended indicator should not be lower than 1, except during
high inflation [10, 11, 12]

The difference between the gross and net short-term solvency ratios is large, it can be said that the
company has a lot stocks that are immobile and freeze funds. As we can see, in this company only in
2018-2019. total debt ratio is possible consider good 0.5, and in other periods the indicator was
unsatisfactory, the company has solvency problems. Total debt the indicator shows what part of the
borrowed funds is used in the formation of the company's assets.

Company managers must constantly monitor the company's financial condition, analyze and assess
the causes of performance deterioration, to monitor the efficient use of financial resources in order to
avoid inefficient use of resources, which will cause the problem of insolvency, experiencing losses and
the possibility of bankruptcy.

CONCLUSION. KOPSAVILKUMS

Resources in the company are financial, material, human and intangible. The main type of financial
resources is money, the correct use of which allows the company to continue operating, develop it,
increase income, buy goods, pay wages, taxes and expansion. The company's financial resources consist
of own, borrowed and attracted resources, and their sources can be classified according to the nature of
the property (own and borrowed) and the place of origin (internal or external).

When formulating recommendations for the effective management of financial resources, it is
necessary to perform an analysis of financial statements: the balance sheet and vertical and horizontal
analyzes of profit (loss) statements, to calculate relative indicators that best reflects the efficiency of
resource management: profitability, solvency, financial leverage, cash flow.

After performing an analysis of the resource management efficiency of company’s financial
activities, it is recommended:

Analyze the structure of assets, equity and liabilities and the dynamics of articles. Analyzing assets
articles to identify inefficiently used assets, e.g. an increase in the articles of receivables for the
company, suboptimally stocks, money or other assets are used, which would allow the company to
choose the optimal asset management strategy. Company activities should finance more at the expense
of equity, i.e. it should be more than 50% in the structure.
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Analyze and evaluate profitability indicators. Aim for the highest possible overall profitability.
Indicator variation limits is between 10 and 35 percent. Net profitability margins should range from 10
to 25 in developed market conditions percent. The return on equity is rated as: very good if greater than
30 percent, good if greater than 20 percent, satisfactory if greater than 10 percent, unsatisfactory if less
than 10 percent. and bad if the value is negative. The desired rate of return on assets can be around 20

percent.

The company's total short-term solvency ratio should not be less than 1.2. If the indicator is less than
1, the company will not be able to settle its current liabilities. The indicator of quick short-term solvency
should not be less than 1 except during periods of high inflation. The overall debt ratio is considered
very good if the ratio is less than 0.3, unsatisfactory if greater than 0.7.

In this article the author describes the peculiarities of the Ukrainian business operating in force majeure circumstances based
on the research of experiences of managers of 50 small and medium companies with head offices in Kyiv and Zhytomyr
regions. The process of transformation of management decision making system has been conditionally divided into three
stages: stable, turbulent, updated. The paper generalizes the experience of running business in conditions of the war at the
territory of Ukraine and describes the content of updated management decision making system operating in the digital
countor.

INTRODUCTION
The process of transformation of management decision making system in force majeure circumstances
is grounding on system thiory [1], process management theory [2], crisis management theory [3],
marketing management theory [9] change management theory [5] and anti-crisis management theory
[6]. Basic stages of management decision making by company management do not contradict with the
main provisions of Kurt Levin Change Model [7] and Lary Greiner’s Model of organization growth [8].
However, the feature of management decision formation in force majeure realities is an extremely short
period of transition from a stable situation to a turbulent one as a result of occurrence of unexpected
circumstances.
The process of transformation of management decision making system in force majeure circumstances
can be conditionally divided into three consecutive stages: stable — turbulent — updated.
The first stable stage refers to the situation when a company staff has not realized the necessity in
transformation of management decision making system. Business is run in habitual stable conditions: a
company’s mission and vision have been formulated, managerial processes have been set up, each
employee performs his responsibilities and is responsible for their realization, there are agreements with
partners and customers, a company is developing in compliance with approved strategic and tactical
plans. However, under the effect of force majeure circumstances the stable order of running business
can suddenly change. This is a point of no return triggering the process of changes in management
decision making system and transforming the concept of effective business in new realities.
The second turbulent stage refers to the situation when company management understand the necessity
in changing approaches to business management and start implementing corrective actions to modify
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processes taking into account new force majeure realities. Company management accumulate available
resources of a company, define activity development trends and rethink a business concept trying to
reduce risks and find new opportunities. This stage is characterized by significant uncertainty and is
often accompanied by non-popular tough decisions on maximum optimization of company business and
fast dropping of ballasts in order to survive. For most companies in the East and South of Ukraine the
stable stage was changed by the turbulent one in a few days as a result of rapid spread of military actions
(the end of February — the beginning of March 2022) that did not allow management to make balanced
management decisions. Most of decisions were then made intuitively based on the experience and
personal features of a leader. Due to a lack of time, vast destructions and damages many companies
could not pass through this stage to the next one.

The third system update stage (“supernova”) refers to the situation when company management have a
decision to change business management approaches where the main goal is transformation of all
elements of the system and implementation of updated processes. This stage is characterized by bigger
certainty and is accompanied by management decisions regarding company business renovation, search
for new partners and customers, movement and optimization of production facilities and warehouses,
reorientation on new sales markets for the development.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION
Transformation of management decision making system in force majeure circumstances provides for
fast rethinking of business processes at strategic, tactical and operational levels of a company. The
strategic component discovers the process of long-term planning (from one year and longer) and is
aimed to the development of strategies and scenarios to provide survival and functioning of a company
in the future due to systematic update of management decision making system. The tactical component
defines the process of short-term planning (from a month till a year), details business strategies
according to the environment realities, establishes planned indicators and the list of actions to provide
the profitability level and achievement of other goals of a company. The operational component is
characterized by the active impact on internal and external environment of a company as a result of
making a large number of management decisions in all activities.
When force majeure circumstances occurred, the Ukrainian companies transferred all possible business
processes to online format. The new management decision making system foresees that overwhelming
majority of the tasks of strategic and tactical levels can be solved online: management of business
development, finances, staff, marketing, supplies and sales etc. At operational level in off-line format
were left business-processes requiring personal presence of employees in a definite place for
development, production, movement and sales of actual products. To protect available assets,
companies dispersed material assets at different areas and opened small offices to render services and
perform personal communication with customers and partners.
In force majeure circumstances the updated management decision making system operates within the
contour [4]: Digital technology — Digital platforms — Digital devices — Digital media (fig. 1).

Nowadays it is very difficult to separate human decisions in business from technologies. The
overwhelming majority of management decisions made by company managers is based on the analysis
of databases and preventive digital models with the use of certain platforms and devices. Realization of
business processes by company staff is usually impossible without digital devices, platforms,
technologies and media. Accumulated databases allow companies to save the available experience and
better understand requirements and wishes of their employees, partners, customers and a society in
different regions. Analysis of available information by company managers makes it possible to
formulate clearer goals and control task realization.

Research findings or data, evaluation of research results.

For functioning of mentioned updated management decision making system in force majeure
circumstances the necessary conditions are saving and dispersing of all material resources, safe working
conditions for employees and maintenance of communication processes online: the availability of
devices for all employees, access to databases via the corporate network, a possibility of communication
with partners and customers, adjusted process of receiving actual information, coordination of staff’s
actions, approval and making management decisions. Within the period June-August 2022 interviews
with managers of 50 small and medium Ukrainian companies having head offices in Kyiv and Zhytomyr
regions were carried out. This research confirmed the effectiveness of management decision making
system. The respondents mentioned that the companies bared significant loses when creating the digital
system, purchasing special equipment and devices for employees. However, this allowed to reduce
expenses on maintenance of offices and continue the work of employees in force majeure circumstances
independently on their location.

Transformation of management decision making system at the Ukrainian companies is continuing in
force majeure circumstances in accordance with the new challenges. Since October 2022 there appeared
additional threats connected with complexity of maintaining online communication processes as a result
of damaging power objects of Ukraine and absence of electricity during a long period all over Ukraine.
The new realities require from company managers to provide all participants of business processes with
autonomous sources of energy and connection to maintain online communication. From one side, the
companies bare unplanned expenses connected with purchasing of additional equipment and
transformation of operating conditions. From the other side, customers and partners have problems with
connection and are not able to contact online that causes significant failure to receive income by
companies.

CONCLUSION

Having applied historical and logical method combined with interviewing managers of 50 small and
medium companies having head offices in Kyiv and Zhytomyr regions, the author of the article has
defined peculiarities of Ukrainian business operation in force majeure realities. The received results are
a part of the research, which is continuing and is focused on establishing factors of transformation of
management decision making system in conditions of the war at the territory of Ukraine. The prospect
of further researches is formation of correlation model of effectiveness of management decision making
depending on the impact of different factors on a company. Accumulation of experience will allow
managers to better understand the situation, reduce time for making difficult decisions.

ABSTRACT

Positive financial behavior is a key factor for a consumer to make sound financial decisions. This study didn’t reach
different financial behavior levels in terms of nationalities and gender. Differences were found only in the financial behaviors
of short-term payment and savings levels. However, the level of positive financial behaviors that is likely to increase the
level of long-term savings was found to be low. Contrary to these results, the level of debt expectation for the future was
found to be higher than the average of total financial behavior score.

IEVADS. INTRODUCTION

Consumers' responsibility to purchase acceptable products that give them the best satisfaction
has expanded in recent years. This situation increased the danger of bad decisions in consumer choice
[7]. Consumer behavior is quite complex because each individual has a specific behaviors and attitudes
towards purchasing and consuming goods in the market [2]. However, having positive financial
behavior that is the most important part of sustainable financial literacy provides an advantage in correct
consumer behaviors. Although financial literacy includes correct financial knowledge and financial
attitude, a lack of positive financial behavior leads to negative consumer behaviors that cause
individuals to be more likely to have problems with achieving long-term financial goals.

This study aimed to investigate the level and differences of financial behavior of two countries:
Turkey and Ukraine. The sample of this study consists of students from National Technical University
of Ukraine “Igor Skorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute” in Ukraine, and Balikesir University in Turkey.
The first section of this questionnaire includes three questions: “nationality”, “gender”, and ‘“debt
expectation”. The second section has five yes/no financial behavior questions to assess the positive
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financial behaviors: “paying bills on time”, “having a monthly budget plan”, “saving for unpredictable
situations”, “comparison shops for purchases”, and “Saving for long-term goals”. All questions were
compulsory to complete.

The link of the questionnaire hosted on Google online survey tool was shared with students via
e-mails. About 3 weeks later, a second notification was mailed to students to get more response. The
survey was conducted from March 2020 to April 2020. 198 respondents were returned for data analysis.
Positive financial behaviors were given 1 point to achieve the total score for each financial behavior.
Independent Samples t-test and Chi-Square Test for Independence were applied to analyze the data to find

out possible associations between financial behaviors and independent variables.

The definition of consumer behavior can be used in many areas of psychology, sociology, and
social psychology. All this disciplines have different approaches to explain the consumer behavior.
Psychology tries to explain consumer behavior within the framework of biological, adaptive, and
cognitive functions while sociology examines the impact of social cultures and communities on
consumer behaviors. Individual's role within society is examined in the field of social psychology [2].
Financial success can be achieved with the correct financial behavior. In this respect, the financial
behavior that will lead to financial success should be defined correctly. Xiao [1] defines financial
behavior as any human behavior that is relevant to money management. This definition focuses on
money management as the basis for positive financial behavior. In this respect, a fundamental behavior
for a positive financial behavior is the correct implementation of the short-term and long-term money
management plan. Thus, individuals can have the opportunity to realize their long-term savings plans
for the future.

In this framework, education programmes can help individuals with having good financial
behaviors. To improve individuals’ financial behavior, financial education programs should not solely
provide financial knowledge to individuals. In addition this effort, improvement of psychological traits
should also be focused [4].

PETIJUMA REZULTATI UN TO IZVERTEJUMS. RESEARCH RESULTS AND THEIR
EVALUATION

Number of participants for each country is not equal. Turkey: 106; Ukraine: 92. Gender
distribution is also not equal for total 198 participants: Female: 120; male: 78 (Table 1). However,
female and male participants are almost equal for Turkey: 55/51 (Table 2). Number of gender gap is
quite high for Ukrainian participants: 65/27 (Table 3).

Table 4 shows the descriptive statics of financial behavior questions, and X?analysis. According
to Chi-Square Test for Independence, some of the independent variables (Q1, Q2, Q3, and Q6) were
found to be statistically significant for Turkey and Ukraine There is a significant association between
nationality and “having monthly budget plan”. Participants from Turkey are more likely to have monthly
budget plan than Ukrainians (p<.01). Akben-Selcuk (2015) reached a result that Turkish students have
positive attitudes on paying bills on time and having a budget [6].

There is also a significant relationship between nationality and “paying bills on time, and saving
for unpredictable situations. Ukrainian participants are more like to pay their bills on time (p<.05), and
to save for unpredictable situations (p<.05). A study conducted by Orap, Kalba and Savelyuk (2021)
concluded that Ukrainian students were the most financially unstable group in Ukrainian population.
They also asserted that subjective well-being does not depend on financial status, but influences the
choice of purchasing strategy [5]. On the other hand, most of the participant from each country states
that they would not carry some sort of financial debt in the future: 20/86 (81.1%) for participants from
Turkey; 29/63 (68.50%) for Ukrainian participants. Average total score is 75.30%, which presents that
3 out of 4 participants think that they will have no debt problems in the future. However, there is a
significant association between debt expectation and nationality (p<.01), which shows that participants
from Turkey are more likely to have positive thoughts about their future financial situation than
Ukrainian participants.

Table 5 and Table 6 represent the Independent Samples t-Test that compares nationalities' financial
behavior scores. There is no statistically significant relationship between nationality and financial behavior score
(p>.05). There is also no significant relationship between gender and financial behavior score in terms
of total participants (p>.05).

KOPSAVILKUMS. CONCLUSION

The purpose of this research is to explore the relationship between financial behavior and some
of independent variables. The result concluded that there is no association between nationality and
financial behavior. Gender is also not a determinant of positive financial behavior for both all nationality
groups and each nationality group. When each financial behavior question was compared with
nationalities, some relationships were found. Financial behavior of students from Turkey is better than
Ukrainian students in terms of having monthly budget plan. Ukrainian students had higher score in
financial behaviors of paying bills on time and saving unpredictable situations. This study also
concluded Turkish students are more optimistic about their future debt expectation than Ukrainian
students. The average obtained financial behavior score was 3.2 out of 5 (64%) across the total sample.
OECD (2020) found that financial behavior score was 5.3 out of 9 (59%) across 26 countries [3]. This
score is lower than the score of this study.

This study shows low financial achievements in terms of having monthly budget plan and saving
for long term. It can be concluded that individuals have some problems in terms of managing monthly
budget. On the other hand, the high level of savings of countries depends on long-term savings habits.
This study also reached low results in terms of long-term savings. These two financial behaviors are
factors that have a key impact on the individual and the country's level of savings as a whole. Therefore,
it should be carefully monitored by educators and policy makers.

Digital transformation in work based learning: trends, prospects and

ABSTRACT

EU identifies areas requiring support offering a European-level analysis across key digital areas, focussing specifically on
skills, employment and education. The research emphasis is focused on the urgent problem of digitalization of education,
particularly work-based learning, developing what refers to a “new modes of thought”. So the nature of interaction in the
educational environment must also be changed. Theoretical insights are supported by project ,,Deal with digital work-based
learning* framework.

INTRODUCTION

In the digital age, the environment of organizations is changing faster. Widespread phenomena,
including ever-increasing digitisation and ever-greater digitalisation are serving to reinforce and expand
what is commonly referred to as ,,digital economy* [1]. In the digital economy as such traditional and
linear value chains are now giving way to scaled-up, integrated ecosystems that use software platforms
to deliver value, create resiliency, and foster innovation through connected products, assets, people, and
processes [2]. Currently, the development of the digital economy is becoming one of the most important
strategic priorities of European union. This an unprecedented opportunity to accelerate digitalisation,
increase the Union’s resilience [3]. The transition to the target settings of the new technological order,
which is associated with the spread of digital technologies, requires the solution of a whole range of
problems in the field of personnel training [4]. Scholars [5, 6, 7] argue that formation of educational
standards is not so dynamic and often lags behind the ever-changing requirements. Furthermore, the
emergence of new professions with multidisciplinary competencies, the need for continuous adaptation
of educational programs to the requirements of the real sector of the economy, low adaptive potential
of educational programs to specific requirements and features of formation of professional competences
and use of digital technologies leads to the fact that subsequent development of relevant competencies
among students is not developing [8]. However, one of the fundamental components of the United
Nations’ sustainable development 2030 agenda [20] is quality education. Digital technologies have
emerged as an essential tool to achieve this goal [4]. This requires a change in approaches to additional
education and professional retraining. To overcome the growing complexity and uncertainty, new
strategies are needed to provide guidance and support H.E 4.0 (Education 4.0) [9]. This paper aims to
reflect on the phenomenon and the academic literature to aid an understranding of digital transformation
providing imperatives in education and work based learning particularly (WBL). Three the following
objectives are raised. First, to discuss imperatives that result from digital transformation, second, present
focuses on the integration of professional digital competence in educational evironment, especially
streesing work based paradigm, third, to discuss agenda and guides to digital transformation in WBL
basing on the Erasmus+ KA2 project “Digitalisation of experiential learning and WBL — Deal with
Digital Work-Based Learning* contemporary developments. The article reflects upon two cornerstones
of research in social sciences literature review and focus group research.
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EXTENDING UNDERSTANDING OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION

The phenomenon of digital transformation, notably the levers crucial for success and the hurdles critical
to transformation efforts, have gained a lot of attention and interest from practitioners and researchers
in recent years [11]. Despite the actuality of the issues, academic literature has so far paid surprisingly
little attention to these developments: only recently starting to address the topics of digitization,
digitalization, and digital transformation [5]. The author concludes, that until now, digital change has
received most attention within specific business disciplines marketing strategic management literature,
information systems literature. He also stresses, thus, scholars identify three phases of digital
transformation: digitization, digitalization and finally digital transformation. Digitization, is the ending
of analog information into a digital format. Digitalization describes how IT digital technolgies can be
used to alter existing processes. However, there is no commonly accepted definition for the term “digital
transformation®. ,,Digital transformation itself can be seen as an ongoing process of adoption to a
significantly changing digital landscape in order to meet the digital expectations of customers,
employees and partners. Their definition of “digital” can be broken down into three areas: creating value
at the new frontiers of the business world, optimizing the processes that directly affect the customer
experience, and building foundational capabilities that support the entire overall business initiative. It
describes a company wide change that leads to the development of new business models* [5]. The
implementation of technologies in business processes is only a small part of digitally transforming a
business. ,,For a successful digital transformation, companies have to focus on two complementary
activities: reshaping customer value propositions and transforming their operations using digital
technologies for greater customer interaction and collaboration [10].

TRENDS OF DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION IN EDUCATION

Digital transformation is moving more and more to the foreground and to the top of high education
manager ‘s agendas. Technologies are often described as saviours and are no longer simply something
that students learn about but are now something that they learn ,,with“. These changes mirror how
technology is increasingly central to Education 4.0. Digital technologies are expanding beyond
innovative and less traditional techniques ofteaching and learning via education collaboration [6].
Higher education has two roads to take: embrance new technological opportinities or be ompacent,
remain status quo and perish, the authors conclude [9]. However, very often the cart is put before the
horse, focusing on a specific technology rather than doing the hard work of fitting the change into the
operation strategy first: more often than not, these profound changes require educators to revisit old
truths as they develop strategies [12]. The change and transformation should take place drawing the
general framework for educational system in line with the needs of the changing learning profile [13].
Education 4.0 shifts the major learning responsibilities from the instructors to the learners, but
instructors/teachers should play their roles to support the transition [14,15]: digital deviced, platforms
and content do not provide the inclusion that is necessary for learning and development. The starting
point could be here understanding, that successfully preparing all learners with the skills and capacities
for 21st century is no small order. This approach is still challanging [15; 16], but especially it could be
said about work-based learning practices, as far as ,,increased emphasis on work-integrated learning in
university education is emerging. Both VET providers and universities face challenges when it comes
to engaging with industry and employers in these educational provisions [7]. Within most education
institutions, ,.the initial phase of a digitalization process — the “fuzzy front end” — is perceived as ill-
defined and chaotic. This makes it all the more important to determine a common status or starting point
from which the transformation process can be controlled [17]. In the next chapter, a systematic approach
for supporting the digital transformation of an educational organization will be introduced and is based
on EU-funded project on digitalization WBL leading results. After a short description of the context,
baseline for training and organizational development will be introduced.
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DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION SIGNPOST IN DIGITAL WBL: MISION POSSIBLE

Recent research suggest that WBL is a transition from education in institutions to carriers. It creates an
integrated experience for students. Basically, WBL is a learning approach that uses the work place as a
medium for learning transfer. WBL is a form of learning that relates to all fields of work, work-based
learning, learning at the work place and learning through working. Term is used to elaborate the
educational programs in order to create new learning opportunities [1]. For quality WBL systems it is
vital to ensure qualifications are up-to-date and keep up with the technological progress. In the adult
education system, new challenges and complexities are rapidly emerging with respect to the way digital
learning is designed, delivered, managed and certified. The area of experience-based learning has been
one of the areas most affected by the challenges and, at the same time, most urged to experiment with
new technological solutions to virtually re-create the work environment. Virtual reconstruction must be
careful to configure both the hard component of the work environment and the more socially dynamic
components. Basic research needs to be undertaken in order to identify future needs and the results
should be part of policy consultancy for the sake of quality in the field. “Deal with digital work-based
learning (D-WBL)” is an Erasmus+ project developed by an international Consortium made up of 8
partners from 5 European countries, centers of excellence in the areas of digitisation applied to WBL.
The focus of the project is on providing training opportunities for the design of Digital WBL
experiences. The partnership aims to enhance the capacity of trainers and educators to design and
differentiate work-based learning methodologies and approaches. It intends to make work-based
learning more sustainable, also by expanding the opportunities for WBL best practice exchange and
distance learning, to innovate and make more attractive the cooperation between training stakeholder
and enterprises, making WBL experiences more accessible through digital tools — reflect on digital
transformation issues: reshape student value propositions and transforming operations using digital
technologies interacting and collaborating with multiple stakeholders.
However, by studying the innovative pedagogical approaches and by recollecting best practices from
international stakeholder community, it came true that the former may help avoiding “fuzzy front end““or
chaos in digitalization process, but the transformation as such (even the concept is under scientific
discussion) requires additional investigation and in the context of the project output might be considered
as a limitation. However, the very start of digital transformation could be defined by
thematic blocks, responding to fundamental elements of the teaching-learning processes: competences
in D-WBL for teaching-learning methodologies, interaction - networked community, content and
resources and assessment. Starting from this, it becomes clear that the need to consider different
scenarios of applicability of digital solutions for the delivery of work-based learning is evident. To make
the project results effectively sustainable in the different contexts, three possible application scenarios
(limited/depowered,promising and advanced) of digital WBL results, considering the different levels of
development of some macro factors: connectivity and technologies: teachers' and students skills,
including digital skills to govern digital and virtual learning environments and the ability to apply
innovative pedagogies and training approaches, as well as culture of innovation supported by the
training organization. It can be measured by identifying the n. of extra-curricular projects that are carried
out in a year, the n. of collaborations that the training center activates with local players for the
realization of curricular or extracurricular projects (companies, research and territorial development
centers, Digital Innovation Hubs, etc.), the networks between "Education - Enterprise and Research”
the training center manages.

COCLUSIONS

In closing it shoul be noted a digital age inspires modernize educational process (introduction of e-
technologies, mixed learning models, automation of educational quality management and etc.) and
educatonal institutions will be forced become part of a system that enables students projecting their
careers in an economy based on information technology. Higher education 4.0 slould not be about the
creative destruction of all that valued in high education, but its digital transformation and its predict the
succes. Educational digital transformation is similar to the global situation in many aspects,
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nevertheless, digital devices, platforms and content do not provide the social inclusion necessary for
healthy learning so the above discussion poses a dilemma if higher education be digitally disrupted or
virtualized. Woeful lack of prepareness in the forced digital transformation is perceived as ill-defined
and chaotic. The starting point here could be or so callled digital tranaformation strategies must be
builded on amulti-stakeholder conversation about design objectives of higher education in the digital
age. These are fundamental questions raised by international Consortium from five European countries,
focussing on work based learning reform in the light of challanges of digitalization and. Views and
opinions expressed in the article are however those of the project participsnts and supporters but the
findings could be generealized and explored to other contexts.

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ABSTRACT

The creation of modernized instruments of the financial market is conditioned by the needs of
its participants to respond adequately to modern trends in the international economy, to minimize the
impact of uncertainty on investment decisions, to ensure the risks of adverse dynamics of prices for
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goods and services, to increase the effectiveness of conducting foreign economic activities, and to
implement their speculative strategies.

In the conditions of a difficult socio-economic and political situation in Ukraine, the majority of
business entities lack capital and are looking for additional sources of financing. The formation of
prerequisites for the active use of domestic financial market instruments will help cover the deficit of
financial resources among economic entities, as well as attract free funds for enterprises and the
population to make capital investments in promising industries, projects, or programs.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION

An important link of the financial system of any country is the financial market, which
transforms the accumulation of the population and business entities into investment resources and
distributes them between types of economic activity and branches of the economic system. It enables
the government and business structures to increase the volume of funds without using internal own
sources and crediting and acts as an intermediary between investors and economic entities. Today, the
Ukrainian financial market is at the stage of development and works with insufficient efficiency and
needs effective regulation by the state to improve the legal, financial, and organizational foundations of
its functioning. Currently, the state of the financial market of Ukraine does not significantly meet the
requirements of developed countries, does not satisfy the demand of investors and people who need
financial resources, has low transparency in its activities, and the functioning of financial instruments
is significantly limited.

The modern global financial market is characterized by a complex system of relationships
between its subjects and a set of financial institutions that cooperate as financial intermediaries. Such
interaction takes place intending to attract financial resources and make direct and portfolio
investments using financial instruments. As the level of development of the financial market increases,
a wider range of financial instruments, which contain the characteristics of innovation and effectiveness,
are freely available on it. In the conditions of significant progress of computer technologies, the financial
market was covered by the latest information systems, which significantly accelerated investment
operations and increased the efficiency of the functioning of
financial instrument markets on a global scale.

It is worth noting that the circulation of financial instruments on the market is a prerequisite
for the activity of most financial institutions, as it helps to mobilize financial resources in a sufficient
amount and contributes to their effective investment. In our opinion, financial instruments should be
understood as special goods or services on the market that have the form of an agreement and are used
to mobilize funds by economic entities and authorities and obtain financial results or other effects by
investors of financial resources.

As a result of the sale of financial instruments, their owner acquires rights, and the issuer
acquires obligations, that is, during the sale, they acquire the form of financial assets for the buyer. The
strengthening of globalization processes in the international economy is caused by the rapid
technological progress of mankind and the increase in the capabilities of society and its institutions. In
the international economy, huge in scope and difficult to implement complexes of peace enterprises are
conducted in the field of harmonizing monetary and budget-fiscal policies to common principles and
bringing the legislation in line with these spheres of activity. The constant
change in business conditions under the influence of external and internal factors requires improving
the investment qualities of financial instruments, taking into account the innovative needs of investors
and increased performance requirements.

International financial markets in the conditions of globalization are characterized by a high
degree of the interweaving of informational and financial components to increase the investment
efficiency and competitiveness of financial companies and institutions. Concepts of instability of
markets, innovations in the financial sphere, and management of a portfolio of financial assets require
improvement taking into account progress in the information sphere.
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Financial market instruments are classified into those that implement the theory of insurance
with the help of future contracts and securities in combination with information networks, which are
created for their purchase and sale to increase the effectiveness of investment processes. Common
financial market instruments include cash management brokerage accounts, interest rate swaps,
convertible bonds, and more. The economic content of financial engineering is a combination of
conventional and the development of modernized financial market instruments to improve the process
of mobilizing additional financial resources, reducing risks by using insurance against adverse price
changes (hedging) based on the adoption of effective management
decisions regarding the development of key elements of innovative financial instruments.

Hybrid instruments of the global financial market include structured financial assets, which are
a combination of currency and physical products. Structured financial market assets are usually
defined as a combination of traditional securities and forward contracts: shares and futures, bonds
and options, government securities and derivatives, etc. Synthetic financial instruments, which are
a combination of derivatives and shares or bonds, have gained considerable popularity in the
international economic system. The use of exotic instruments in the stock market (derivative financial
instruments on weather conditions, derivatives on financial indicators, investment agreements, etc.) is
a promising direction for the development of the international financial market
in the conditions of globalization. Innovative financial instruments are term contracts created during the
specific interaction of financial market participants in the field of innovation.

RESEARCH RESULTS AND THEIR EVALUATION

In the conditions of strengthening globalization processes in the world economy, an important
source of mobilization of financial resources is the use of loan instruments on the financial market.
Investing money in such securities requires an adequate analysis of the level of investment risk, which
is carried out using reliable credit ratings of well-known agencies and with the involvement of our
financial analysts. The consequences of underestimating this risk can be the bankruptcy of the company,
so it must be analyzed using absolute and relative values (mathematical expectation, standard deviation,
covariances, determination of confidence intervals, etc.) and with the involvement of several stochastic
models of probability theory in the calculations.

risk management models; creating favorable conditions for the formation and development of capital
market infrastructure and increasing the level of liquidity of term contracts; leveling off the impact of
negative external factors on the reliability of the derivatives market, which would ensure that
calculations are carried out under any economic conditions; increasing the financial literacy of financial
market participants, which will enable them to conduct a reliable analysis of financial indicators;
restoration of investor confidence in economic entities, state institutions and financial instruments in
general, which will help improve the investment climate in general and attract free accumulation of
enterprises and the population to the capital market.

The formation and development of the market of innovative financial instruments in Ukraine
will help to increase the efficiency of the functioning of the corporate financial and non-financial

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INTRODUCTION

The market analysis of Eastern Europe coffee industry suggests that the global pandemic hasslowed
the growth of the coffee industry, which had been booming before to the year 2020. In Apriland May
of 2021, restrictions on Coffee Houses are expected to be relaxed as the health situation improves,
allowing local chains to continue rapid growth and expand throughout the continent.

During the post-pandemic period, Coffee Houses are trying to transform their business, change
business models, promotion models, and improve ICT infrastructure.

Literature analysis revealed certain elements of external marketing that have a positive effect on
promoting the business as a whole, increasing consumer interest and improving financial performance.
Using the identified indicators, a survey was conducted with experts in the field of Coffee House
marketing and/or catering. The identified elements were divided into groups.

Representing 3 components of external marketing that need to be included in the marketing strategy
of Coffee Houses during the post-pandemic period.

Research problem. The pandemic has contributed to the closure or change in the business model of
many Coffee Houses. During the post-pandemic period, the problem arose in finding a marketing
strategy for further promotion, increasing sales and reaching a new level of the business model, taking
into account technological changes.

The purpose of the study is to identify the most important external marketing factors that contribute to
the improvement of Coffee Houses.

Hypotheses. Elements of external marketing have a positive impact when promoting Coffee Houses in
the post-pandemic period.

Using a questionnaire, the authors conducted a Google Forms survey to obtain answers fromexperts.
The survey results were analyzed using factor analysis. The data obtained were then grouped.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION

External marketing being part of the organization's marketing orientation affects the efficiency of
business processes. Some elements of external marketing are initiatives related to changing
promotions, packaging, labelling, positioning, goods or services [1], external marketing can be focused
on working with consumers on their perception of a service or product, increasing loyalty, changing
interfaces and ways processing orders, creating individualized packaging or the product itself [7].
With the development of ICT, external marketing has touched e-commerce, the ICT infrastructure of
the organization, financial instruments, the payment system and the physicalenvironment [8].

Some studies [5] found that the company's ICT infrastructure has a significant impact on the
effectiveness of the implementation of external marketing. At the same time, many authors [2],[4]
drew attention to the fact that when developing a marketing strategy, it is important to pay special
attention to the expectations and trust of consumers, especially when developing a strategy taking into
account ICT and social networks.

In turn, certain authors indicated that there are many driving forces that can also be considered as
barriers to the implementation of effective measures in the field of external marketing, such as
organizational factors, infrastructure, time, information, legislation and regulation, etc. Their
assessment depends primarily on the current situation in individual markets [3].

Coffee Houses in Latvia are having trouble drawing customers because external factors are limiting
their capacity to promote themselves as environmentally responsible and customer-centric
establishments. In order to effectively advertise a Coffee House in Latvia, it is necessary to address
these concerns and then adopt experience-based and sustainable marketing methods.

The factors are selected and organized based on the external marketing strategy. Promoting and selling
a product or service to an external audience, such as customers or prospective
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customers, is known as external marketing. Employees in service industries are the face of the firm to
customers; their interactions with customers should be pleasant to ensure repeat business. The Costa
Coffee utilizes the External Marketing Strategy for their promotion. Their statistics showsthat their
technique of promotion is successful in attracting more customers [6].

RESEARCH FINDINGS OR DATA, EVALUATION OF RESEARCH RESULTS

According to the statistics, there were 38 more men than women who filled out the survey.A careful
examination of the reliability of the study's data, which was gathered from a total of 55 participants
(of whom 53 gave informed permission). Excellent data validity was generated by the 53 respondents.
Descriptive statistics were performed to get a sense for the data collected from the surveys. The
statistical findings of this study, demonstrating that the data collected from respondents was diverse,
with standard deviation values for all variables around or over 0.5,indicating that the data was collected
from a wide range of individuals. This demonstrated that thereexisted a spectrum of appropriate
respondents (less than the mean value).

The KMO MSA value in this research was 0.838, which is above the critical value of 0.5 and indicative
of the dependability of the variables. In addition, the resultant significance-value was0.000, which
suggests that the study's question items might be processed further for component analysis.

The PCA results shows the study's end result of three factors may be attributed to the author's use of
the criteria for finding components with Eigenvalues larger than one.

The limitations of the study are related to quantitative indicators, namely the sample size and time
frames.

Future research will be conducted with a larger sample and with the ability to track the influence of
not only external but also internal marketing factors on the effectiveness of caffeine.

The data obtained during the survey were grouped into 3 blocks / components:

Component 1- Customer Expectations

Only variables with a correlation value of 0.4 or higher were included in the study. There is only one
positive value for each variable. Thus, 10 factors were chosen for in-depth analysis. Those picked
include: Age Group (0.792), Gender (0.662), Culture (0.764), Social Status (0.718),

Availability (0.636), Accessibility (0.642).

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The customer expectations about a coffeehouse can vary according to their demographics. Age based
market-segmentation is a demographic segmentation strategy that divides a product-market into
subsets based on demographic characteristics, such as age, to better tailor an organization's products
and services to the specific interests and needs of consumers at different points in their lives. In this
manner, a company may tailor its offerings and promotional strategies to the needs of its various
customer demographics, including young people, families, and the elderly.

When it comes to marketing to both sexes, there is no "man vs. woman" dynamic. Marketers sometimes
use a gender-neutral approach in an effort to avoid offending anybody, but this strategy often backfires,
leaving men and women alike with the impression that they were not specifically targeted. Marketers
should always aim to stay ahead of the competition and reap the advantages of adynamic landscape,
both of which may be aided by adopting a gender marketing approach.

To fully grasp a customer's habits, it's crucial to first comprehend their culture. It stands for the shared
norms and beliefs of a group of people. Behaviour choices are made by a person based onhis cultural
upbringing. His upbringing by his family has instilled in him these virtues. The beliefs asomeone
adopts as a youngster and continues to uphold throughout adulthood shape their identity and ultimately
shape their culture.

Culture varies from person to person, area to region, and nation to country; as a result, the marketer
has to pay close attention to the cultural norms of the different target audiences. The buyer is influenced
by his social circle, his upbringing, his community, and his status all the way through thebuying
process. A marketer's analysis or observation of a consumer's behaviour must account for allof these
factors since they have such a significant impact on the consumer's actions, attitudes, and expectations.

Culture, upbringing, social standing, and social circles all have an impact on a consumer's purchasing
decisions. In order to improve sales and satisfy customer demands, businesses must have a firm grasp
of these elements and adapt their strategy and marketing appropriately.

Overall customer satisfaction benefits greatly from consumers' favourable emotional responses to
various marketing initiatives. And the marketing mix's efforts provide varying degrees of client
pleasure. That is to say, consumers place different weight on various forms of advertising.
Managers may use the return on investment to see which brand-building activities are profitable and
which are not. Additionally, it may be used to distribute scarce marketing resources across the many
initiatives. As a result, the manager of this brand should put as little money as possible into
distribution and advertising, and as much as possible into the sales force and sales promotion
initiatives. This allows the manager to refocus the brand's marketing resources on more targeted
initiatives.

Having products always in stock is crucial to giving consumers a satisfying shopping experience,
which in turn helps maintain a steady stream of revenue and happy regulars. If business don't meet
customers' needs with the correct items at the right pricing, company can find themselves losing outto
rivals. The quality of the shopping experience tends to decline as more and more items become
unavailable.

Accessibility features benefit not just individuals with disabilities but also those without them,
allowing companies to strengthen connections with all customers. Accessibility measures not only
ensure everyone has the same opportunities, but also make improvements that are more user- and
human-centred. Voice activation, auto-correct, pedestrian-friendly curb heights, and automatic door
openers are just a few examples of innovations that originated with a minority group yet found
widespread use later on. They are examples of how incorporating universal design principles into a
company’s infrastructure may increase the number of consumers and the company's bottom line.
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Component 2- Organizational Factors

Variables were excluded from the analysis if their correlation value was lower than 0.4. It is true that
each variable may take on exactly one positive value. This led to the selection of five criteria for further
investigation. Customer Support (0.846), Government Support (0.777), Public Policy (0.737), Price
(0.703), Quality (0.642).

Businesses may save money
without sacrificing quality by running promotions that encourage consumers to contact their customer
service department.

In a free market economy, the government does play a role. The government offers us with a variety
of services and commodities. Taxes are collected to fund these functions, which include ensuring
national security, safeguarding the environment, and defending private property. The government must
also fill the gap if businesses are unable or unwilling to serve people's needs.

The government attempts to exert its will on, regulate, interfere in, and exert control over the marketing
system of a nation for the express purpose of guaranteeing that the country's millions of producers and
consumers of goods and services are treated fairly and equitably. The government also uses legislation
to try to control shortages. To increase the effectiveness of marketing systemsis another function that
governments are supposed to play.
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Having access to low pricing on popular products is counterproductive to the consumer experience.
Despite their enthusiasm, young people often lack the financial resources to make brand purchases.
Only pricing in the marketing mix really brings in money, whereas all the rest only add up to more
expenses. The customers' thoughts and beliefs about a product's true pricing greatly influence their
purchase choices. The essence of marketing is tracing the path that consumers take in terms of their
valuation of prices. Whatever our age, level of education, money, or skill, are all just consumers. Asa
result, it is essential for marketers, sellers, and distributors to comprehend consumer habits.

There is a direct correlation between the quality of the product and the efficiency of the customer
service department. If more care is taken during manufacturing to ensure a high-quality end result, then
the customer service department will have less work to do to fix issues that arise thereafter.
Manufacturers of office equipment, for instance, are shifting their focus from manual to automated
controls in their newer models. The items are not only less complicated to use and less likely to be
abused, but they also need little in the way of upkeep and come equipped with their own diagnostic
systems. Putting in more effort up front to ensure high quality reduces the need for after-sale support.

Component 3- Infrastructure Maintenance

A correlation value of less than 0.4 was used to exclude out variables from the study. True, there is a
unique positive value that may be assigned to each variable. The result was the selectionof three
criteria for in-depth study. The factors are Sustainable Design (0.485), Maintenance and Repair
(0.862), Technological Support (0.651). The following figure 3.4 outlines the factor loadings.

The infrastructure maintenance has a major role in marketing. If the infrastructure is maintained and
repaired in a timely manner, the costs for correcting major errors can be saved and that can be used as
marketing expenditure.

It also involves thoughtful
policymaking, careful planning, savvy procurement, open and accountable leadership, reasonable
financing options, and well-functioning markets.

The marketing of services is changing as a result of technological advancements. It has opened up vast
possibilities for developing new kinds of services. The sector of service is evolving as a result, allowing
for more individualised care for both clients and workers. Inventions in the delivery of services have
been pushed forward by technological advancements. Only recent technologicaladvances have allowed
for the widespread use of automated voice mail, IVRs, fax machines, automated teller machines, etc.

CONCLUSION

Of the many elements of external marketing, The following is a summary of the threeelements
that were compiled:

a) Customer Expectations
b) Organizational Factors
¢) Infrastructure Maintenance

- The factors such as age group, gender, culture, social status, availability of the product,
accessibility of the coffeehouse, all affect the customer expectations. The customer expectations
have a greater impact on the marketing expenses of the coffeehouse. Thus, both the customer
expectations have a greater impact on the promotion of the coffeehouse.

- The effectiveness of promotional activities for a coffee shop is significantly impacted by the store’s
internal structure. A tried and tested method of gaining new customers and keeping the ones you
already have is to emphasise the value you place on their satisfaction. Running promotions that
motivate consumers to get in contact with the firm could help companies save money without
sacrificing service. If private businesses aren't going to or can't provide for the needs of the public,
then it's up to the government to step in. The government must guarantee thatall businesses and
consumers are treated equitably. It is also the government's duty to make market systems more
effective. Customers' enjoyment of shopping is diminished when they have ready access to sale
prices on products they often buy. Whether or not consumers are willing to pay the price that
retailers set for a product depends heavily on how they perceive that price.

- Economic and social growth are impossible to achieve without adequate infrastructure. Timely
maintenance and repairs to infrastructure might free up funds that would otherwise be spent on
fixing major issues and use those resources on marketing instead. Maintaining functional
infrastructure is critical to the success of any promotional effort. Carbon emissions reduction is
another area where green infrastructure may help. These frequent failures have resulted in not just
losses but also changes to quality control measures, product dimensions, and product integrity.
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« The next, and perhaps most important, part of the master's thesis was to provide a model
for the efficient application of sustainable and experience marketing to the successful
promotion of a coffeehouse. Based on the results of the factor analysis, the author proposes
a model for the effective utilization of sustainable and experience marketing for the
successful promotion of a coffeehouse.

According to experts, these elements of external marketing are most important when
developing a new marketing strategy for a Coffee Houses during the post-pandemic period.
Focusing on these indicators will increase customer loyalty and increase financial
performance.

However, tax avoidance activities, i.e., failure to
comply with legal tax obligations, jeopardize compliance with the above principles. Therefore,
many states are currently devoting a large amount of resources to combat tax evasion, while
private companies are trying to minimize their tax liabilities [4, 16]. At the same time, the
methods used in these types of activities are changing not only due to changes in tax policy,
laws, institutions, but also with the change and rapid development of digital technologies.

That is why, within the framework of this article, a study is conducted on how modern
digital technologies (in particular, the conversion of information into digital formats) can affect
tax evasion activities. It should be noted that many of these changes can allow the state to reduce
the level of tax evasion due to an increase in the volume of information processed and an
effective system for its analysis. However, at the same time, digital technologies will allow
private companies to use new tax avoidance methods. It is currently unclear which of the above
trends will prevail due to the fact that the impact of technology on the overall level of tax
evasion is uncertain.

It should also be noted that determining the level of tax evasion is an extremely complex
activity. The fact is that individuals and companies have strong incentives to hide the facts of
tax evasion or tax evasion, resulting in the constant creation of completely new methods for
carrying out the considered illegal activities based on digital technologies and the gradual
transition to a digital economy.

TAX EVASION IN THE DIGITAL ECONOMY

Earlier in the work it was indicated that technological innovations can be used not only
by the state, but also by private individuals or companies to one degree or another. Thus,
technologies for creating, transmitting and searching for information allow you to hide your
income in order to avoid paying taxes. In doing so, they can use the following means: transfer
pricing, placement of intangible assets within low-tax jurisdictions, corporate inversions, tax
deferrals, debt reallocation, etc. [9, 5] Modern technologies also facilitate the process of tax
evasion through the use of global supply chains. for money laundering and seeking tax havens.
Particular attention should be paid to blockchain technology due to the fact that it is a distributed
ledger and provides anonymity during transactions [10, 144]. The growing use of P2P
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transactions with independent contractors also actually makes it easier to hide transactions from
the tax authorities due to the lack of a so-called “electronic footprint” in relation to P2P
transactions [5, 482]. It is noteworthy that in the future such methods and technologies will
develop rapidly, and therefore their use will become much easier, so government agencies need
to pay special attention to them.

It is also necessary to consider examples of specific applications of technologies that
illustrate ways of tax evasion and allow individuals and legal entities to reduce their tax liability.
The first of them is the use of cross-border transactions. Electronic funds transfer, especially
using crypto currencies, provides ample opportunity to hide income offshore compared to the
physical movement of cash and other assets. However, a more serious threat may arise in the
event of an “aggressive tax policy” by the state, as a result of which individuals or companies
move their assets and taxable income to low-tax countries [1, 76]. For this, huge computing
power and systems that track transfer pricing are used. This kind of mobility allows
multinational companies to reduce their own tax liability by hosting intangible assets, a
customer or user base, a server, and performing certain business functions within different
jurisdictions.

Multinational companies, through the above methods, are given the opportunity to
understate the value of their own assets when they are transferred to an affiliate operating in a
low-tax jurisdiction. At the same time, a multinational company can also delegate its functions
to this affiliate to reduce the level of taxation [7, 47]. The basis of most of these actions is the
use of modern digital technologies, as a result of which there is not a "physical”, but a "virtual"
transfer of functions that determine the tax obligations of transnational companies.

It should also be noted that the development of modern technologies has allowed
individuals and legal entities to interact with customers without a physical presence, i.e.,
"online™. Such actions undermine one of the fundamental principles of the international tax
system, the essence of which is that the physical presence of the company through a “permanent
establishment” is necessary in order to carry out correct taxation. Evidence is now emerging to
support the negative effects of such tax avoidance practices. Thus, in the United States, as a
result of the transfer of profits, there are losses of income, which are estimated at about $ 100
billion a year, since from 1/4 to 1/3 of the profits of companies are not taxed [8]. It is also
notable that more than $7.4 trillion is hidden in offshore tax havens, which is approximately
8% of the world's financial wealth [11, 138]. Currently, more than 40% of the profits of
multinational companies are moved to offshore zones, which creates big problems for the state
in the field of taxation [3]. From this we can conclude that the scale of tax evasion is significant
and requires special attention from the state.

Another technology currently being used for tax evasion is the blockchain system. It is a
non-distributed ledger that stores information about ongoing transactions [10, 151]. At the same
time, all transactions are carried out without the participation of an intermediary due to the
absence of the need for it. Contractual relations in this case are automatically recorded in the
blockchain and are executed if any of the necessary conditions are met. At the same time, it
must be understood that the blockchain is decentralized, as a result of which a third party (for
example, the tax service, banks, etc.) cannot in any way interfere with the fulfillment of
obligations under the transaction. As a result, the tax authority is not able to analyze any
information from the blockchain system, as well as determine the parties to the transaction,
since it can be completed without the need for identification. Blockchain technology also has
such a characteristic as "protection against unauthorized access". Its essence lies in the fact that
changing any information requires permission from the majority of blockchain participants,
which is an almost impossible task. This means that no government agency has the ability to
cancel any suspicious transaction related to tax evasion. From this we can conclude that the
blockchain system is a powerful tool in the framework of tax evasion.

Particular attention should also be paid to the use of independent employees on a short-
term basis. Companies engaged in such activities act as online intermediaries using dedicated
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online recruitment platforms. Among these companies, Lyft, Uber, Airbnb, and HomeAway
stand out in particular. A feature of their activities is that their employees are treated as
independent contractors. In this case, the problem is that such independent contractors do not
have a full understanding of their tax obligations [2, 78]. Their income is not subject to income
tax, and they must file their own tax returns, pay quarterly taxes and file a tax return. However,
many workers lack a basic understanding of how to report their taxable income. So, in 2018-
2022, about 25% of workers reported false data about their income per year, resulting in losses
from lost tax revenues, which are estimated at more than $1 billion [6, 9]. From this it can be
concluded that the use of independent contractors also makes it more difficult to detect cases of
tax evasion.

CONCLUSION

Thus, the following conclusions can be drawn. The digitalization of the economy in the
context of identifying cases of tax evasion has provided great opportunities for both the state
and private individuals. At the same time, it was found that tax evasion will become easier for
multinational companies, high-net-worth individuals and independent contractors. This is made
possible through the transfer of profits and assets offshore, money laundering and the absence
of a third party in the transaction.

At the same time, people who are at the very top and the very bottom of the tax distribution
chain will benefit most from the use of digital technologies in the framework of tax evasion
based on asset transfer, the use of offshore companies, blockchain technology and the hiring of
independent contractors.

ABSTRACT

As part of this work, the author indicates the need to revise the laws governing the right of access between
children and parents, which makes it difficult for the Orphan's Court to work and hinders the best interests of the
children in the enforcement process. The Orphan's Court has a much greater involvement in the process of trial
and after it in ensuring communication than the bailiff, the author proposes to amend Section 74 ° of the Civil law
that would improve the respect of children's rights and interests, as well as the effectiveness of the enforcement of
a court decision.

Jaatzimg, ka pasiva eitanazija biis ne tikai pacienta atteikSanas no arstéSanas situacija,
kad slimiba rada tiilitéjus draudus pacienta dzivibai, bet ari pacienta izrakstiSana no slimnicas,
kad paliek skaidrs, ka arstéSana ir bezjedziga. Neatkarigi no ta, vai tas tiek darits péc pacienta
liguma vai péc mediciniska personala neatkariga lémuma, tas aptur (vai minimiz¢€) arstéSanas
procesu. No morala viedokla, analiz€jot atteikSanos no arstniecibas, jakonstaté, ka butiska ir
atSkiriba starp situaciju, kad tiek pienemts l@mums nesakt arstéSanu, un situaciju, kad tiek
partraukta jau uzsakta arsté€Sana.

Pasivo eitanaziju dazadas medicinas organizacijas vairakkart ir atzinuSas par pielaujamu
iznémuma gadijumos (atSkiriba no tas aktivas formas).

Tatad, pec J. Reicela teikta, “pasa doma ir tada, ka ir pielaujams vismaz atseviskos
gadijumos partraukt arst€Sanu un laut pacientam nomirt, bet nekad nav atlauts veikt tieSas
darbibas, kuru meérkis ir pacienta nonavésana”.

Kriminaltiesibu zinatn€ pastav nostaja, kas noraida pasu iesp&ju izdarit slepkavibu ar
bezdarbibu, jo cilveks $aja gadijuma neveic aktivas mérktiecigas darbibas, lai nodaritu fizisku
kaitejumu, bet tikai rada apstaklus stihijas speku postoSam darbam. [3, 175]

Sis pieejas pretrunigums akcenté kriminaltiesibu zinatné visparatzito faktu, ka
bezdarbiba nodara kait€jumu kriminaltiesiski aizsargatiem objektiem nevis tieSi, bet ar
jebkadiem citiem sp&kiem, bez kuriem bezdarbiba patstavigi nav sp€jiga izraisit noziedzigu
rezultatu.

Izskatamaja gadijuma runa ir par nesp&ju nodrosinat preventivu iedarbibu uz pacienta
organisma notiekoSajiem patologiskajiem procesiem, par aktivo pasakumu nepielietoSanu
cilveka dzivibas glabsanai.

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ABSTRACT

Purpose of the study is to identify the harm of illegal use of the payment mean of another without the
purpose to acquire property by applying the interpretation method of grammatical, systemic, historical and
teleological norms. Terminological and historical aspects related to the topic were studied for the purpose of
achievement of the target, as well as the harm of illegal use of the payment mean of another without purpose to
acquire property arising from the elements of the constituent elements of the criminal offence and the harm, arising
from the system of prevention of such offence, was established.

Urgency of the topic is, inter alia, related also to the increase of migration of people as a result of
aggressive invasion of Russia in Ukraine and due to mobilization announced in Russia, because the persons, who
entered Latvia, due to different reasons cannot open a bank account for themselves in Latvia, therefore, they can
chose to use bank accounts of other persons for their transactions.

It was concluded in the research that the criminal offence provided under Section 193 of the Criminal
Law has a formal constituent elements, however the legislator should considered the possibility to provide serious
consequences as a classifying sign in Section 193, Paragraph four of the Criminal Law, because consequences
obviously make the offence more harmful, besides consequences can also be in the form of intangible loss.

Use of the payment mean of another is unlawful in cases, when the real beneficiary of the banking services
is the person, to whom the bank does not provide the particular financial service.

The person, who uses the payment mean of another, obtains the possibility to make any illegal offence,
including to launder criminally acquired property, to finance terrorism, avoid sanctions determined by international
organizations, avoidance from payment of taxes and equivalent payments. This possibility cause the harm. Even
if the person does not commit another criminal offence, use of the payment mean of another disrupts the safety of
the financial system in the broadest perspective.

XVIII nodala, kura paredzeti noziedzigi nodarijjumu pret Ppasumu.

Provokacijas aizliegums nozimé to, ka izmeklétaji nedrikst atklati vai slepeni mudinat
personas uz tadu noziedzigu darbibu, kuru persona citadi nebtitu veikusi, un izmantot pret
personu pieradijumus par So darbibu, pieméram, ja Valsts policijas (turpmak — VP)
amatpersona, slépdams faktu, ka vin$ ir VP amatpersona, ir iedevis kadai personai aizliegto
vielu un mudinajis So personu to pardot, tad $adas ricibas rezultata iegiito pieradijumu
izmantoSana tiesa nebis pielaujama.

Autore, pétot profesora A. Kavaliera izteikto viedokli par “ktidisSanu”, proti: “Ar “ktidiSanu”
operativas darbibas teorija un prakse, tapat ka kriminaltiesibas, saprot ricibu, kuras rezultata
persona, kura nevélas kaut ko darit vai Saubas par to, tieck mudinata vai parliecinata tomer to
darit. Pie kam, nav svarigi nevéléSanas vai Saubu motivi (principiala nevéléSanas izdarit
noziegumu, bailes no atmaskoSanas vai citi). Tapat nav svarigi mudinaSana un parliecinasana
lietotie argumenti — §ada riciba vienmeér biis uzskatama par kiidiSanu un ka tada ir pretruna ar
likumu, tatad ta ir nepielaujama. Likuma izmantoto terminu “kiidiSana” var aizstat ar sadzive
lietoto vardu provokacija. Provokacija biis ar1 riciba, kad, pat nepiedavajot kukuli vai sanemot
atteikumu to pienemt, ta “devejs” konvertu ar naudu, “nenéméejam” nemanot, noliek uz zurnala
galdina, zem sedzinas vai avizes, vai kur citur, kur tas pec “kukulpéméja” aizturéSanas tiek
atrasts un iznemts. Sada riciba jau biis kriminali sodama péc Kriminallikuma 289.panta ka
pieradijumu viltoSana.”[12], uzskata, ka provokacijas butiba veicot operativo eksperimentu
bitiski neatSkiras no provokacijas veicot specialo izmekléSanas eksperimentu, jo “Operativas

paligus un informatorus, lai novérotu noziegumu un iegiitu pieradijumus ta sagatavosanas vai
izdari$anas gaita. Siem paligiem jabit pilnvarotiem attiecigos uzdevumus pildit ieprieks skaidri
noteikta un paredzama kartiba, un $adas darbibas veicamas tikai ar IpaSu atlauju un 1pasa
uzraudziba. Saskana ar KPL $adu atlauju var dot izmekl€Sanas tiesnesis. Pieméram, ja
narkotisko vielu tirdzniecibas tikla atklasanai tiek planots izmantot slepenu agentu, tad vina
iesaistiSanai jasanem atlauja no izmekl€Sanas tiesneSa un vina ricibai jatiek pienacigi
atspogulotai un uzraudzitai. Lai izvertetu, vai persona tiek uzkiidita uz noziedzigu ricibu, tiesai
janem vera dazadi faktori.

Tadel, lai noteiktu, vai VP nav vainojama provokacija, tiesai ir janoskaidro sekojoSais:

1. VaiizmekleSana iesaistitas personas ir, iespéjamo, vainigo personu ietekméjusas tik liela

meéra, ka bez to iesaistes vai palidzibas persona noziegumu nemaz nebiitu izdarijusi?

3. Vai izmekl€Sana iesaistitas personas mudin3ja, iesp&€jamo, vainigo personu - vispar sakt

noziedzigu darbibu vai iesaistijas tikai nozieguma sagatavosana vai izdariSana [11].

Eiropas Cilvektiesibu tiesas 2008.gada 05.februara Lielas palatas sprieduma lieta
Ramanauskas pret Lictuvu, pieteikums Nr.74420/01, tiesa secina, ka ,,policejiska uzkiidisana ir
konstatgjama tados gadijumos, kad policijas amatpersona vai vina vadita persona péc biitibas
neaprobezojas ar pasivu noziedzigi darbibu izmekleéSanu, bet izdara tadu ietekmi uz
izmekleéSanas objektu, lai to uzkiditu uz noziedziga nodarfjuma izdariSanu, kas bez STm
darbibam netiktu izdaritas, lai konstatétu noziedziga nodarijjuma izdariSanas faktu, tas ir, giitu
pieradijumus un ierosinatu kriminallietu”[6].

Lai izvairitos no provokacijas, ir bitiski, lai iesaistitas personas aktivas darbibas nebiitu
rosinosas un notiktu pec konstatéta un fikséta delikventa — neparprotama nodoma izdarit
noziedzigo nodarfjumu. Lieta pirms eksperimenta veikSanas ir nepiecieSams konstatét, kada
veida noziedzigas darbibas ir iecerétas, to apjoms, noziedziga nodarTjuma priekSmets, personas
veiktas sagatavoSanas darbibas noziedziga nodarijuma izdariSanai. Ka provocgjoSas netiek
atzitas aktivas iesaistitds personas darbibas, kas veiktas péc delikventa nodoma rasanas un
saistitas ar iesaistitas personas gatavibas demonstréSanu pienemt piedavajumu iegadaties
nelikumigas lietas [5: 634-635].

Personas gribu aizliegts ietekmét ar vardarbibu, draudiem, viltu vai Santazu, ka ari
izmantojot tas bezpalidzibas stavokli. Ja tiek konstatéts kads no mingtajiem ietekméSanas
veidiem, tad ieglitas zinas par faktiem nav izmantojamas pieradiSana, saskana ar KPL 130.panta
otro dalu. KPL 228.panta ietverti pasakumi specialo izmekléSanas darbibu nodroSinasanai,
paredzot tiesibas radit maksligus apstaklus, zinas, dokumentus vai vielas, kas nav uzskatami
par viltus darbibam KPL 130.panta otras dalas izpratné. Kasacijas instance Augstakas tiesas
2014.gada 12.februara lémuma lieta Nr.11810001209 - ka kladu verté faktu, ka nav izvertéts
apsuidzeta apelacijas stidziba noraditais par darbibu izdariSanu draudu ietekme. Iztirzajamas
normas konteksta personas bezpalidzibas stavoklis saistams ar personas atrasanos alkohola,
narkotisko, psihotropo, toksisko vai citu vielu ietekmé€, ka ar psihiskas dabas traucgjumi vai
cits slimigs stavoklis (augsta temperatiira), kas liedz tai saprast notiekoSo darbibu nozimi [5:

Latvijas Republikas Senata Kriminallietu departamenta 2020.gada 14.februara [émuma lieta
Nr. 11810015009, SKK-33/2020 [10] téze ir ,,Tiesas pienakums izvertét aizstavibas argumentus
par iesp&jamu policijas darbinieku provokaciju”. Lieta konstatéts, ka kafejnica atraduSies
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policijas darbinieki, bet nav zinams, uz kada pamata policijas darbinieki veikusi lieta
konstatetas darbibas. Lieta nav konstatéts, ka policijas darbinieki biitu rikojusies atbilstosi
Kriminalprocesa likuma 223., 224., 225.panta prasibam. Ja tiesa butu vertgjusi policijas
amatpersonu darbibu juridisko saturu, tad ta nevarétu ignoret faktus par specialo izmeklesanas
eksperimentu un provokaciju, kas notika kafejnica. Saja lieta policijas darbinieki bija izlémusi,
ka nauda ir janodod, neskatoties uz to, vai ta tiks prasita vai né.

Senats atzist, ka, nesniedzot vert€jumu par iesp&jamu policijas provokaciju, apelacijas
instances tiesa pielavusi Kriminalprocesa likuma 564.panta ceturtas dalas parkapumu, kas
atzistams par Kriminalprocesa likuma biitisku parkapumu $a likuma 575.panta tresas dalas
izpratn€ un noveda pie nelikumiga noléemuma.

Saskana ar likuma ,,Par policiju” [4] 5.panta pirmo dalu policijas darbiba tiek organizéta,
ieverojot likumibu, humanismu, cilvéka tiesibas, socialo taisnigumu, atklatumu, vienvadibu un
balstoties uz iedzivotaju palidzibu. Ja §is policijas pienakums nav ieverots un personai, kura
tiek turéta aizdomas par noziedziga nodarijuma izdariSanu, ir uzskats, ka tas ticis uzkudits, tad

Tikai péc Otra pasaules kara SDO atsaka darba atalgojuma, darba laika un kuga apkalpes
sastava reguléjuma jautajumu izskatiSanu. Starptautiska darba organizacija saprata, ka ari
jurniekiem jabit juridiski aizsargatiem attieciba uz vinu atputas un darba laiku. 1958. gadu var
pamatoti uzskatit par sakuma punktu, kad jiirniecibas joma tika pienemti vairaki tiesibu akti,
normas un konvencijas.

Tacu kas ir darba un atpitas laiks? Darba laiks ir laiks, kura darbiniekam saskana ar likumu,
kopligumu vai darba ligumu, uzn€émuma ieks€jiem darba noteikumiem javeic vinam uztic€tais
darbs noraditaja vieta [8, 6].

Darba laiks uz kuga — laiks, kura apkalpes loceklim ir pienakums veikt kuga apkalpoSanas
darbus un uzturét to normala ekspluatacijas un tehniskaja stavokli. Latvijas Republika jarnieku
darba laiku regulé Jiras kodekss (saskana ar starptautiskajiem likumiem) un Darba likums.
“Atputas laika” j€dziens ir laiks, arpus darba laika; Sis termins neietver isus partraukumus [2].
Latvijas Republika jurnieku atpiitas laiku ar1 regule Juras kodekss (saskana ar starptautiskajam
tiesibu normam) un Darba likums.

P&c savas biitibas, jurnieku darba apstakli ir tadi, ka tiem ir nepiecieSami starptautiski tiesiski
regulejumi. Starptautiskais darba tiesiskais reguléjums ir reguléjums ar valstu starptautisko
noligumu palidzibu jautajumiem, kas saistiti ar darbasp€ka izmantoSanu, ta apstaklu
uzlabo8anu, darba dros§ibu un darba néméju individualo un kolektivo intereSu aizsardzibu.

ABSTRACT

In the scope of this paper, the author will point out the circumstances that demonstrate the risk of forfeiture of a
person's legally acquired property. The loopholes in the legal regulation allow the possibility to unreasonably
restrict property rights of a person without establishing whether such a restriction is justified and proportionate.
The paper analyses Latvian and foreign literature in order to clarify the true nature of confiscation of criminally
acquired property and will also analyse certain Latvian court decisions in order to identify the circumstances that
motivate a court to subject property of unknown origin to confiscation.

Keywords: Proceedings Regarding Criminally Acquired Property, forfeiture, property.

INTRODUCTION. IEVADS

The current regulation in the Republic of Latvia provides the possibility to forfeiture not
only physical evidence or criminally obtained property, but also absolutely legally obtained
property. Legally obtained property may be confiscated by court decision as an additional
measure of punishment. However, a possible situation may arise in which allegedly criminally
acquired property is subject to confiscation, even though the owner is confident of the legal
origin of his property.

Criminal forfeiture is “in personam” that is, against the person; it can be invoked only
after the property owner has been convicted of certain types of crimes. Civil forfeiture is “in
rem” that is, against the thing; it is directed at property that has been used illegally [1, 3]. So
called Civil forfeiture in Latvia is regulated by Chapter 59 of Criminal Procedure Law [2] - the
Proceedings Regarding Criminally Acquired Property (hereinafter also — CAP Proceeding).

CAP Proceeding are one of the special types of trial in criminal procedure [3]. CAP
Proceeding are considered as an exception from the general criminal procedure, where the
decision on the use of criminal property is made at the same time as the final decision in the
criminal proceedings [4]. This procedure is characterized by the fact that it takes place
simultaneously (in parallel) with the so-called main procedure; it does not take place against a
specific person, but in relation to specific property [5]. CAP Proceeding are not intended to
establish the guilt of a person in the perpetration of a criminal offence, thus precluding the
possibility of applying a presumption that a person has committed a criminal offence [6]. It
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allows for criminal assets to be forfeited to the State even in the absence of criminal conviction,
the stated objective being to undermine the profit incentive of criminal activity. [7, 2]

No doubt CAP Proceeding is an effective way to restore the ownership right and to restrict
the use of a criminally obtained asset in a short time, but court practice shows that there is a
risk of subjecting a legitimately acquired property to forfeiture from a person who did not even
commit a crime.

The purpose of this research is to review the literature in order to determine the true
reasons for CAP Proceeding, the potential risk of asset forfeiture and the necessity of
establishing a link between the asset and the crime.

ASSET FORFEITURE IN CAP PROCEEDING. IPASUMA KONFISKACIJA
PROCESA PAR NOZIEDZIGI IEGUTO MANTU

In accordance with Section 626 of Criminal Procedure Law [2] it is exclusive wight of an
investigator to separate the materials from a criminal case regarding criminally acquired
property and to initiate proceedings if the following conditions exist: 1) the totality of evidence
provides grounds to believe that the property that has been removed or seized is criminally
acquired or related to a criminal offence; 2) due to objective reasons, the transferral of the
criminal case to court is not possible in the near future (in a reasonable term), or such transferral
may cause substantial unjustified expenses.

There could be several objective reasons to initiate RCAP Proceeding before general
criminal case will be revised by the court, for instance:

The violator is a fugitive.

The violator is dead or dies before conviction.

The violator is immune from criminal prosecution.

The violator is so powerful that a criminal investigation or prosecution is unrealistic
or impossible.

e. The violator is unknown and assets are found (for example, assets found in the hands

of a courier who is not involved in the commission of the criminal offense).

f.  The relevant property is held by a third party who has not been charged with a
criminal offense but is aware or is willfully blind to the fact—that the property is
tainted.

g. There is insufficient evidence to proceed with criminal prosecution. [8, 15].

In order to initiate CAP Proceeding, there must be a specific objective reason that does
not allow to bring criminal case to trial. Such circumstances as need to obtain for instance
additional evidence to establish the guilt of a person, or waiting for any documents or other
material evidence from Latvian or foreign security or other authorities, or expiry of the term of
the seizure of property in criminal proceedings, as well as any other actions, which are under
the sole control of the investigator, shall not be considered as objective obstacles, but are
technical obstacles that shall not serve as a justification for initiating CAP Proceedings.

The focus of attention shall be on objective reasons since the CAP Proceeding is a more
convenient mechanism for the investigation to prove the criminal origin of the property. In
comparison, in the general criminal process, the prosecutor must convince the court that the
person committed a specific crime which resulted in economic benefit in the form of the
received asset [8, 55], whereas in CAP Proceeding the investigator reports to the court his
doubts about the legitimate origin of the property.

In some jurisdictions [9, 10-15], including Latvia [10, 15], the CAP Proceeding has a
different standard of proof, which differs from the standard in the general criminal proceeding.
In a criminal investigation, the guilt of the suspect must be proved beyond reasonable doubt [2,
Section 124, part 5], thus the connection of the seized property with a crime is more obvious,
whereas in the CAP Proceeding the unlawful origin of property has to be proved according to
the civil procedure principle, i.e. with a higher probability of criminal origin [2, Section 124,
part 6].

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“The switch of burden of proof removes the need for the authorities to delve into the
intricacies of sources of wealth and complex structures facilitating the amassment of large
funds, requiring the respondent to the proceedings to explain the position instead. Such an
approach is extremely helpful in cases of fraud and financial crime, where great effort is likely
to have gone into concealing transactions, such as through the use of shell companies, sham
consultancy agreements or offshore trust structures, making such detail hard to unravel. The
flipped burden serves to remove any strategic advantage from the respondent”. [9, 14] Despite
the fact that such a regime of proof is approved at the legislative level in many countries of the
EU and the world [9, 10-15], according to the author, it should be borne in mind that the
negligent use of this standard may lead to unjustified forfeiture of legally acquired property.

In the personal experience of the author [11], property may also be subject to forfeiture if
there is no evidence of its connection to a crime and there is no clear link between a particular
crime and the seized property. The absence of at least approximate connection between the
property and specific crime shall be an absolute obstacle to declare the property to be acquired
by criminal action.

It is necessary to understand the clear distinction between criminally acquired property
and such property, the origin of which is unclear.

The term "criminally acquired property"” can be interpreted as the intentional, unlawful,
gratuitous removal of another's person movable property for the purpose of dealing with it as
one's own property.[12, 108] A person who has acquired property by committing a crime does
not have the right to enjoy the property and its fruits even after the period of limitation for the
committed crime has expired. That is, regardless of the circumstances that exempt the person
from criminal liability or make criminal prosecution impossible, the property preserves its
status of criminally acquired property and does not become legal property if the offender cannot
be prosecuted. This important aspect must be kept in mind when investigating and resolving
the issue of the origin of a concrete seized property.

On the other hand, property of unknown origin not necessarily acquired criminally. As
previously stated, criminally obtained property is not subject to the period of limitation, i.e. the
property will always be considered illegally acquired, but on this principle the investigation
may question the acquisition of any asset by a person, especially if in the past the payment for
such an asset was allowed to be received in the form of cash. For objective reasons, the owner
of an asset will not be able to produce for instance twenty-year-old documents confirming the
origin of the cash, but this would not be a reason to assume that the absence of proof of the
wealth's origin automatically indicates illegal possession of an asset.

The fact that property and its fruits can be considered an outcome of a crime even after
several decades, in the author's opinion, directly points to the necessity of establishing the
predicate crime and the connection of property with a crime. If the offender received an
economic benefit in the form of an acquired asset, such as money, the investigator must
understand exactly what amount of money was accumulated in the hands of the offender. This
sum of money must be separated from the rest of the offender's funds, and only this amount of
money can be subject to restitution or forfeiture, because the rest of the money must be
considered as legally acquired unless proven otherwise.

Article 105 of the Constitution of the Republic of Latvia provides that Everyone has the
right to own property. Property shall not be used contrary to the interests of the public. Property
rights may be restricted only in accordance with law. [13, 105] With regard to forfeiture of
property, the legislators by including the lower standard of proof in the Criminal Procedure
Law, shall secure property rights factor in favor of the owner to confirm Article 105 of the
Constitution.

Regulated by Criminal Procedure Law CAP Proceeding provides a regime of forfeiture
of only criminally generated property. For example, if the person received criminally acquired
sum of money in his bank account which he subsequently spent, there is no reason to forfeit
other funds in the account, which were clearly received legally. The injured party's interest
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compensation regime is governed by the court in the general criminal proceeding. Article 92 of
the Constitution [13] establishes a fundamental obligation of a State governed by the rule of
law - to establish, in accordance with the principles of the rule of law and justice, a legal
mechanism through which any person whose rights have been unlawfully infringed or violated
can effectively protect his rights. [14]

RESEARCH FINDINGS. PETIJUMA REZULTATI

The goal of CAP Proceeding is not to forfeit a person's property in favor of the State as
soon as possible; the primary aim is to restore the status quo, i.e. to recover a victim's unlawfully
deprived or restricted property rights over assets that belonged to him before the crime was
committed. By establishing the principle of competition in CAP Proceeding, the legislator has
not, however, provided adequate safeguards to preserve the immunity of a person's lawfully
acquired property. Due to the objective impossibility of a person to compete with the resources
of the State and his inability to convince the court about the origin of the property, the court
may decide to forfeit the asset, unintentionally exposing legitimately owned property to
forfeiture. This type of forfeiture cannot be applied in CAP Proceedings, lawfully acquired
property, or property the illegal origin of which is not clearly established, cannot be subject to
forfeiture as criminally acquired property.

If no connection between the property and a specific crime is established and it is not
proven with a predominant probability that the specific property was acquired in a result of a
crime, then such property cannot be forfeited in a CAP Proceedings. However, this does not
mean that such potentially illegally obtained property becomes legitimate; it may be confiscated
in a criminal trial in court as an additional penalty or after finding offender guilty.

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ABSTRACT

The author has hallmarked the principles of the Oviedo Convention, in particular, the preambular and
Conventional axioms. The author has established, that the Oviedo Convention’s fundamental principle is the
principle of human dignity, which lies in the foundation of the majority of values, which have been declared in the
standard. The author has also established, that the norm-principles, which were laid down in the preamble part,
and Chapter I, act through the provisions of distinct conventional institutes, for example, “Consent”, “Prohibition
of discrimination”. The national case law and the normative-creational practice justifies the necessity to ratify the
Oviedo Convention by Ukraine.

INTRODUCTION

The Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Dignity of the Human Being
with regard to the Application of Biology and Medicine (ETS No 164) was signed by Ukraine
on March 22, 2002, but it has not been ratified for already 20 years, and therefore , are not part
of national legislation. It should be denoted, that the Republic of Latvia ratified the Oviedo
Convention on February 25, 2010, so it has another normative basis for the protection of human
rights in the field of biomedicine. For Ukraine, the ratification of this standard has been on the
agenda of professional communities for a long time, but it was lost on the road map of the
authorities. At present time, the order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine “On preparation for
the ratification of the Convention on the Protection of Human Rights and Human Dignity with
regard to the use of biology and medicine: the Convention on Human Rights and Biomedicine”,
which was signed by Ukraine on March 22, 2002" dated 05/17/2006 No. 282, is still acting.
This normative-legal act states that in order to fulfill the mandate of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine (dated February 18, 2004 No. 4996/1), it is necessary to perform an analysis of the
compliance of the legislative framework in the field of healthcare with the Convention of
Oviedo, as well as determine the list of legal acts that are necessary to be adopted, to prepare
draft laws on the changes and additions to the current acting laws, and to ensure the
implementation of their respective legal expertise. Unfortunately, the state has not carried out
a large-scale work in this direction.

The Conventional principles are significant for the formation of Ukrainian legislation and
the definition of a national human rights-oriented vision. The Oviedo Convention provides
professionals with novel law enforcement tools, and it expands the opportunities for effective
law enforcement.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISIONS

The provisions of the Oviedo Convention are a value-oriented foundation that lays
human-centered standards for all member states of the Council of Europe, and therefore for
Ukraine, so the ratification of this international treaty is extremely necessary. We will begin the
study of the basic foundation of the Oviedo Convention by clarifying the essence of the
preamble of the international act, which is the heart of the guiding principles.

The following principles are among the preamble axioms:
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1) protection and further implementation of human rights and fundamental freedoms;

2) achieving greater unity among the members of the Council of Europe;

3) respect for a person as an individual and as a member of the human community;

4) ensuring human dignity;

5) proper use of biology and medicine as a countermeasure against threats to human
dignity;

6) use of progress in the field of biology and medicine for the benefit of present and future
generations;

7) international cooperation as a tool for the use of the achievements of biology and
medicine by all mankind;

8) public discussion of issues arising in connection with the application of biology and
medicine and the solutions they require.

The priority among the axioms is insuring the human dignity, since the importance of
human dignity, as such, is emphasized not only in the preamble, but also in the title of the
Oviedo Convention. The Explanatory Report to the The Convention for the Protection of
Human Rights and Dignity of the Human Being with regard to the Application of Biology and
Medicine [1] states, that the term “human rights” refers to the principles set forth in the
European Convention of Human Rights, which guarantees the protection of such rights. The
two Conventions possess not only the same foundation and approach, but also many ethical
principles and legal concepts. Indeed, this Convention elaborates some of the principles
enshrined in the European Convention of Human Rights. The term “person” was used owing to
its general nature. However, the concept of human dignity, which must be upheld, is
fundamental, as it underlies most of the values proclaimed in the Oviedo Convention.

Chapter I is important for understanding the foundations of the Oviedo Convention, which
also regulates the convention postulates. Such a fundamental convention "sextet” establishes
the following principles:

1. Protection of dignity and equity of all people.

2. Guaranteeing the cutaneous person — without discrimination — respect for his
inviolability and other rights and basic freedoms of application in biology and medicine.

3. Update of national legislation by the contracting party to implement the provisions of
the Oviedo Convention.

4. Human priority: the interests and well-being of an individual must prevail over the
higher interests of society or science as a whole.

5. Equal access to medical care: taking into account medical needs and available
resources, the state takes appropriate measures to ensure equal access to medical care of
appropriate quality.

6. Professional standards: Any intervention in the field of health, including scientific
research, must be carried out in accordance with relevant professional responsibilities and
standards.

It is worth noting, that the norms-principles laid down in the preamble, as well as in the
first chapter, act through the provisions of individual convention institutions, for example,
"Consent"”, "Prohibition of discrimination™. We will illustrate the conventional action with such
examples, in particular, as:

1. Art. 15 of the Oviedo Convention holds, that scientific research in the field of
biology and medicine is considered unhindered, provided that the provisions of this Convention
and other legal provisions that guarantee human protection are observed. This provision
correlates with the preamble priority of the person over the interests of biology and medicine,
as well as the convention basis of the main articles — the priority of the person.

2. Art. 27 of the Oviedo Convention enshrines a provision that at the level of this
international instrument, a minimum standard for the state application of biology and medicine
is laid down, which national legislators have the right to expand. Therefore, each of the
Contracting States has the right to introduce measures of broader protection in the field of
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biology and medicine. This provision seems to be relevant for all basic postulates, regardless
of the choice of the vector in which the state moves, but does not go to additional national
guarantees of protection.

3. Art. 28 of the Oviedo Convention embodies the preamble principle of public
discussion, although it is established that the contracting states must ensure that fundamental
questions that arise in connection with advances in the field of biology and medicine are the
subject of a respective public discussion, which is to be found on the results, in particular, upon
relevant medical, social, economic, ethical and legal implications and that their conjectural
application is subject to proper consultation.

4. Art. 26 of the Oviedo Convention determines the algorithm for derogating human
rights according to this standard, taking into consideration the following: a) the derogation is
permissible in cases explicitly provided by law, which is the only basis for it; b) derogation
under the conditions necessary in a democratic society, which means the following:

1) in the interests of public safety;

2) for the necessity of the prevention of crime;

3) protection of public health;

4) the protection of the rights and freedoms of other people;

c) the basis, and one of the conditions, which are alternative, must necessarily be
present in each limiting case; d) the Convention norms contain mandatory provision regarding
the prohibition of restriction on any basis or condition in clearly defined cases.

Therefore, the derogations cannot apply to the following Conventional norms: 1)
prohibition of discrimination (Article 11); 2) intervention in the genome (Article 13); 3)
inhibition on selection (Article 14); 4) protection of persons subject to scientific research
(Article 16); 5) protection of persons unable to consent to procedures, being carried out during
scientific research (Article 17); 6) organ and tissue donation for whole transplantation from a
living donor (Article 19); 7) protection of persons, who are unable to give consent to organ
removal (Article 20); 8) prohibition on receiving financial benefits (Article 21).

5. It seems efficient to introduce control mechanisms in Art. 30 of the Oviedo Convention
in order to fulfill the first of the six principles for updating national legislation taking into
account convention norms. Implementation monitoring by the Secretary General of the EC, at
the request of a treaty body, provides an explanation of how its domestic legislation ensures the
effective implementation of any provision of the Oviedo Convention.

The Oviedo Convention establishes minimal guarantees, so it is clear that these
restrictions cannot be violated at the level of the national legislation of the contracting states.

RESEARCH FINDINGS OR DATA, EVALUATION OF RESEARCH RESULTS

Today, the Oviedo Convention already indoctrinates into the normative-legal acts of
Ukraine. In particular, in clause 1 of the Rules for the use of coercive measures of a medical
nature in a special institution for the provision of psychiatric care, approved by the Order of the
Ministry of Health of Ukraine (from 31.08.2017 No. 992), it is stated that the aforesaid Rules
determine the necessary organizational and legal principles for the use of coercive measures of
a medical nature in view of the priority of human rights and dignity specified in the The
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Dignity of the Human Being with regard
to the Application of Biology and Medicine , the Criminal Code of Ukraine, the Code of
Criminal Procedure of Ukraine, the Law of Ukraine “On Psychiatric Care”, the Law of Ukraine
“Fundamentals of the Legislation of Ukraine on Health Care”. Despite the fact that the Oviedo
Convention has not been ratified yet, it is the basis of a number of by-laws, which are acting in
Ukraine.

It is interesting that national courts also refer to the Oviedo Convention when
administering justice and making decisions upon different legal cases. For example, the
Vinnytsia District Court of the Vinnytsia Oblast adjudicated a civil case (case No. 128/3269/21
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[2]) based on a claim filed by plaintiff against the communal institution “Stryzhava Children's
Music School” of the Stryzhava Village Council to declare it illegal and cancel the order on
suspension from work and a penalty of plaintiff’s average incompe for the period of suspension
in connection with the plaintiff’s refusal to be vaccinated against COVID-19. In its decision
dated 08.02.2022, the Court satisfied the lawsuit of plaintiff in part: the Court canceled the order
of the communal institution “Stryzhava Children's Music School” of Stryzhava Village Council
No. 54-K dated 08.11.2021 “On the suspension from work of PERSON 17, who was the school
accordion teacher and concertmaster from November 8, 2021, during the absence of the
plaintiff’s vaccination against COVID — 19 without preserving the plaintiff’s wages. In
particular, the Court motivated its decision as follows: “According to Article 2, 5 of the The
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Dignity of the Human Being with regard
to the Application of Biology and Medicine, the interests and well-being of an individual prevail
over the exclusive interests of the entire society or science... Thus, according to the acting
legislation of Ukraine, and according to the norms of international law, the coercion to
experimental medical intervention is inadmissible. Accordingly, the refusal to participate in
medical experiments cannot be a ground for suspension from work and a deprivation of wages.”
The Oviedo Convention also serves as a legal basis, since it is used to motivate the legal position
of the parties to the proceedings. The decision of the Kyiv Court of Appeals (in the panel of
the collegium of judges of the Judicial Chamber for Civil Cases) of 11.04.2019, case No. 22-
ts/824/4723/2018 [3] reflects the position of the plaintiff, who claimed: “The employees of the
State Institution “National Scientific Center “Institute of Cardiology named after the
Academician M.D. Strazheska” of the NAMS of Ukraine” on 03/04/2017, during the medical
examination of PERSON_2, a number of norms of the national legislation were violated,
namely: Article 5 of the The Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Dignity of the
Human Being with regard to the Application of Biology and Medicine: Convention on Human
Rights and Biomedicine dated 04.04. 1997... in terms of conducting a medical examination
without his consent or the consent of his relatives, without the decision of the investigating
judge regarding the compulsory forensic medical examination™.

All the above-stated provides a vivid illustration of the relevance of the Oviedo
Convention as an international instrument for Ukraine, its need for the protection of human
rights, which undoubtedly displays the necessity of the state to ratify the Oviedo Convention.

CONCLUSIONS

The ratification of the Oviedo Convention will serve as a confirmation of the European
integration vector of Ukraine, the acceptance and multiplication of European values, and the
effectiveness of the protection of human rights in the field of biomedicine. It should be denoted,
that with such an international legal lacuna, the amount of legal tools is available for Ukraine
is incomplete, as in the event of a violation of human rights, and an appeal to the European
Court of Human Rights, the possibility of directly using the norms of the Oviedo Convention
is excluded. We note that under the political and legal conditions of medical reform, the
progress of medicine and biology, the increase in the number of medical malpractice cases
related to the protection of human rights in the field of medical care, the actualization of the
Oviedo Convention extremely necessary to establish a human-centered coordinate system.

Tapec
autore uzskata, ka mantas arests un riciba ar izmekléSanas darbibu gaita iznemtiem
priekSmetiem ir noSkirami un nevar tos pielidzinat vai uzskatit par vienu un to pasu procesualo
lidzekli.

NepiecieSams pieversties pie aresta institiita juridiskas dabas, tas ir, noteikt aresta vietu
kriminalprocesa sistéma, pie kada veida Kriminalprocesa likuma paredz&€tam procesualam
darbibam tas pieder vai arf tas ir patstavigs procesualas darbibas veids. Juridiskaja literattira
pastav viedoklis, ka aresta uzlikSana mantai ir viens no procesualo piespiedu lidzeklu veidiem.
Uzskata, ka mantas arests biitu pieskaitams pie procesualiem piespiedu lidzekliem, jo ir
vairakas kopigas pazimes, jo gan arests, gan procesualie piespiedu Iidzekli: 1) pastav ka
procesualo pienakumu izpildes nodroSinajums; 2) ierobezo personas tiesibas un intereses uz
noteiktu laiku; 3) nav kriminalsods. Nav Saubu, ka otra un tre§a pazime arestam un
procesualiem piespiedu lidzekliem sakrit. Tomér, autore uzskata, ka ne visas §is pazimes
attiecinamas uz mantas arestu, jo nav pamata uzskatit, ka arests kalpo ka procesualo pienakumu
izpildes nodro$inajums. Mantas aresta mérkis ir nodroSinat tadu mantisko jautajumu
risinajumu vai iespéjamo kriminalsodu piespiedu izpildi, kuriem p&c savas biitibas pienakumi
ar likumu vai nu netiek uzlikti, vai ar1 tie rodas tikai pec attieciga galigd nolémuma stasanas
likumiga spéka. Pieméram, kriminalsoda — mantas konfiskacijas — gadijuma notiesatajam
likums neuzliek par pienakumu to izpildit un notiesatais ari to nevar patstavigi izpildit, jo
Latvijas Sodu izpildes kodeksa 5.pants un 26.nodala nosaka mantas konfiskacijas izpildes
kartibu un paredz izpildi tikai piespiedu karta, izpildot to tiesu izpilditajam [5].

Kopigais arestam un procesualiem piespiedu lidzekliem ir So abu institiitu funkcija ka

lidzeklis kriminalprocesa mérka sasniegSana, kas pec biitibas ir jebkuras kriminalprocesualas
darbibas pazime un neizcel un neatvieglo aresta juridiskas dabas identificésanu. No
Kriminalprocesa likuma 241.panta izriet, ka procesualie piespiedu Iidzekli ir tadi, kas
nodroS$ina prevenciju un tadi, kas nodroSina neizpildita vai nepienacigi izpildita pienakuma
piespiedu izpildi. Arests pec savas funkcijas ir preventivs jeb nodroSina, ka netiek traucéta to
jautdjumu risinasana, kas paredzeta 361.panta. Preventiva funkcija ir ar1 droS§ibas lidzekliem,
ka arT fakti, kas kalpo par pamatu ir [idzigi, bet ar to lidzibas drosibas lidzekliem un mantas
arestam beidzas.
Drosibas Iidzekli preventivi kalpo at$kirigiem no mantas aresta mérkiem — mazina iesp€ju, ka
persona turpinas noziedzigas darbibas, trauc€s pirmstiesas kriminalprocesam vai izvairisies no
procesa vai tiesas. Nemot véra, ka kriminalprocesa draudus vai vardarbibu izmantot ir aizliegts,
tad procesualie piespiedu [idzekli ir tadi lidzekli, kas ietekmé€ personas gribu, piespieZot ievérot
procesualos pienakumus izmantojot likuma noteiktos lidzeklus. Procesualie piespiedu lidzekli
kopuma ir versti pret personas brivibam jeb citiem vardiem — piespiedu mehanisms pamata ir
saistits ar personas brivibas un privatas dzives ierobezoSanu.

Nemot véra, ka mantas arestam ir butiskas Ipatnibas, tad to nevar pieskaitit ar1 pie
procesualiem piespiedu lidzekliem. NepiecieSams pieversties pie citam procesualam tiesibu
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nozarém, kas palidzes noskaidrot mantas aresta piederibu. Civilprocesa likuma 19.nodala ir
paredzgts prasibas nodroSinajums, kas péc savas biitibas un mérkiem ir radniecigs mantas
arestam. Bez Saubam mantas arests péc savas piemérosSanas un satura ir plasaks neka
civilprocesuala prasibas nodroSinasana. Prasibas nodro§inajumu pieméro, ja sprieduma izpilde
varétu klut neiesp€jama vai apgritinata. Mantas aresta mérki ir Iidzigi — iesp&jama
kriminalsoda izpildes vai kait€juma atlidzinaSanas nodroSinasana. Prasibas nodroSinasana
Civilprocesa likuma pastav ka atseviSka nodala un nav saistita ne ar kadiem citiem
procesualiem lidzekliem no likuma sistémas skatupunkta. Autors uzskata, ka mantas arests
biitu lidzvertigi jauzskata par patstavigu Iidzekli jeb nodroSinajuma Iidzekli, jo tas pastav
atseviski no procesualiem piespiedu Iidzekliem. Tap&c tas pamatoti atrodas Kriminalprocesa
likuma sestaja sadala, nevis pie procesualiem piespiedu lidzekliem.

Nekur nav noteikts uz kuru bridi kriminalsoda — mantas
konfiskacijas — piemérosSanas gadijuma nosakams konfisc€jamas mantas apjoms — UZ
noziedziga nodarijuma izdari$anas bridi, galiga nolémuma pienemsanas bridi vai citu bridi.

Autores uzskata, ka, uzliekot arestu, lai nodroSinatu iesp&jamo konfiskaciju,
arest€jamais mantas apjoms procesa virzitajam janosaka objektivi un sameérigi tam cik smags
ir noziedzigs nodarTjums, izdarita noziedziga nodarijuma raksturojums, personas pret kuru tiek
turpinats kriminalprocess, personibu raksturojoSie dati.

Personam, kuru mantai tiek uzlikts arests, var but atSkirigs procesualais statuss
kriminalprocesa. Pirmkart, arests var tikt uzlikts personas mantai, kurai ir tiesibas uz aizstavibu
konkrétaja kriminalprocesa. Tas var biit personas ar Sadiem procesualajiem statusiem :
persona, pret kuru uzsakts kriminalprocess; aizturétais; aizdomas tur€tais; apsiidz&tais;
persona, pret kuru notiek process mediciniska rakstura piespiedu lidzeklu noteikSanai; persona,
pret kuru notiek process par piespiedu ietekméSanas lidzeklu pieméroSanu juridiskajai
personai.

Izskatot jautajumu par to, kas var uzlikt mantas arestu, no Kriminalprocesa likuma
361.panta 3.dalas izriet, ka pirmstiesas procesa arestu mantai uzliek ar procesa virzitaja
lémumu, kuru apstiprinajis izmekl€Sanas tiesnesis, bet iztiesasanas laika lemumu pienem tiesa.
Mingtaja norma uzreiz acimredzama atSkiriba no procesualas kartibas, kas raksturigas
izmekl€Sanas darbibam vai procesualiem piespiedu lidzekliem, kuram nepiecieSama
izmekl€Sanas tiesneSa piekrisana, lai darbibu veikt vai lidzekli piemérot. Par izmekléSanas
darbibu — kratiSanu — saskana ar Kriminalprocesa likuma 180.pantu, vai drosibas lidzekli —
apcietindjumu — saskana ar Kriminalprocesa likuma 271.pantu, [émumu pienem izmekléSanas
tiesnesis pirmstiesas kriminalprocesa, pamatojoties uz procesa virzitdja ierosinajumu un
pievienotiem materidliem. Savukart mantas aresta gadfjuma pirmstiesas kriminalprocesa
lemumu pienem procesa virzitajs, sanemot izmekl&Sanas tiesneSa akceptu.

Saskana ar Kriminalprocesa likuma 318.panta treSo dalu, ja izmekléSanas tiesnesis
pienem lémumu savas kompetences ietvaros, tad tam jabiit motivétam. Nevar uzskatit, ka
mantas aresta reguléjums ir specials, bet 318.pants ir vispar€js Saja gadijjuma. Pie esosa
reguléjuma tiek kavéta procesualo pilnvaru lidzveértibas principa istenoSana, kas paredzéta
Kriminalprocesa likuma 18.pantd. Pamatojoties uz So principu kriminalprocesa iesaistitam
personam tiesibas un pienakumi ir tadi, kas nodroSina normativos aktos noteikto uzdevumu un
tiesibu lidzvertigu istenoSanu. Personai, kuru skar lémums par aresta uzlik§anu mantai ir
ierobezotas iespejas parsiidzet So lémumu, jo nav zinama izmekleSanas tiesneSa motivacija
apstiprinat $adu lémumu, iznemot to, ko noradija procesa virzitajs sava lémuma. Papildus So
tiestbu un pienakumu Iidzsvars ir izjaukts ar to, ka procesa virzitajam tiek uzlikts par
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pienakumu pienemt un motivét léemumu, kas butiski skar personas konstitucionalas tiesibas uz
ipaSumu. IzmekléSanas darbibas kratiSanas veikSanai nepiecieSams izmekléSanas tiesneSa
lemums, kas ir pamatots ar pasa tiesneSa izvélétiem argumentiem. Autores uzskata, ka nav
pamata mantas aresta reguléjuma noteikt atSkirigu kartibu, jo tas rada nepamatoti nelidzvertigu
regulgjumu. Janem vera tas apstaklis, ka [émumi par mantas arestu tiek 1si sastaditi, noradot
tikai arest€jamo mantu un mérki kadam nepiecieSams to arestet.

kaut arT pieradijumi un pieradiSanas process ir civilprocesa neatnemama sastavdala, tas var
uzskatit ka simbiozi, jo pieradiSanas process nevar pastavét bez pieradijumiem [3].

Nemot véra vairaku autoru viedoklus par pieradiSanas procesu un izstradatas definicijas ir
jaizdala atslégvardi, kas palidzes izstradat kopg&jo pieradisanas procesa definiciju.

D. Ose izsaka, ka izmantojot domasanu un analiz€jot informaciju, kas ir pieejama
izskatamaja lieta, var tikt sastaditi secinajumi par notikumiem vai apstakliem [6]. Toties
domasanas process civilprocesa pieradiSanas procesa nodroSina istenibas atklaSanu veicot
izskatama tiesa gadTjuma biitibas izpé&ti par, ko tiks sastadits galjais spriedums.

VerSoties pie normativajiem aktiem un pusu sniegtajiem pieradijumiem ir verts minét, ka
saskana ar Civilprocesa likuma 94. pantu, tiesa pati norada uz to, ka tiesai nav nepiecieSama
lieka informacija, kurai nav nozimes izskatama lieta [7].

Goal: To investigate connection of academic achievement motivation with aspects of self-esteem and anxiety.
Participants: 107 international students aged 19-55. Results: Academic achievement motivation was connected
with global, state, performance, social and appearance SE. Academic achievement motivation was also
connected with general, trait and state anxiety.

INTRODUCTION

For many people, higher education is a ticket to better health, more
happiness, higher income and higher life satisfaction [12, 22, 25]. Success in
studies is known to be partially predicted by achievement motivation [4, 9, 15, 21,
23]. However, not all students attending higher education feel motivated towards
their studies, risking all the benefits that the higher education could bring them
and their community. What makes some students strive for success, while others
lose interest and feel unmotivated towards their academic pursuits? What explains
the individual differences in academic achievement motivation? This paper will
take a look at this problem from the perspective of state self-esteem.

Self-esteem has been previously positively associated with academic
achievement motivation [7, 10, 13, 19, 20, 26]. However it is not clear, what kind
of connection exists specifically for state self-esteem. Goal: To investigate the
connection of academic achievement motivation with state self-esteem of students.

Achievement motivation is defined as the desire to perform well and be
succesful. Individuals high in achievement motivation are ready to master difficult
challenges, to set high standards for themselves and to work with perseverance to
achieve these standards [1].

Self-esteem is defined as the degree, to which the self-evaluation of one’s
characteristics are positive. It reflects the individual’s image of their capabilities,
accomplishments, values, mental and physical conditions as well as perceptions
about how others respond to the individual [3].

When an individuals evaluate their characteristics, they are drawing on an
information which is stored in their self-concept, and as such the self-esteem is
considered to be part of our self-concept [2, 24]. Conscious contents of self-
concept can be examined and appraised by the individual. This process, where
people evaluate their specific characteristics, traits or abilities has been called self-
evaluation or self-appraisal [11].

Self-esteem has been conceptualized in many ways. Some, like Rosenberg
(1965) view self-esteem as unidimensional construct, but more currently self-
esteem has started to be viewed as construct consisting of multiple dimensions.
Example of these are trait and state self-esteem [14].

Trait self-esteem is considered to be relatively stable over time [27], while
state self-esteem is sensitive to situational and contextual changes [14].

| argue, that achievement motivation and self-esteem are theoretically
related, as both of them contain same self-evaluative element.

Rosenberg [24] defined self-esteem as a sense of self-worth and Branden [8]
as a relationship between individual’s competence and worthiness. According to
Branden, individual accumulates self-esteem by facing challenges and succeeding
at it in a worthy manner. The common component in these theories is the presence
of evaluative element, as the individual is the one who evaluates his or her
successes and failures, assigning meanings to each of them. Same element is found
in multiple conceptualizations of achievement motivation. For example in Need
achievement theory [5, 17, 18] achievement motivation is characterized as
combination of affect and evaluated performance. Individual feels the desire to
achieve something, which can be then evaluated by individual himself or by others.

The Need Achievement model can be interpreted as containing two elements:
the cognitive element in which individual engages in assesment of the situation
and the behaviour element, in which individual acts to fullfill their motivations.
The cognitive element is not only related to assesment of situation, but also the
evaluation of one’s own abilities and chances of success.

Same idea is reflected in Expectancy-value theory [28]. There the
achievement motivation of an individual consists of their expectation of the
success, beliefs about own abilities and task valuing. When individual believes in
their abilities, believes in probability of success and values the task at hand, they
are likely to have high achievement motivation. The belief in one’s own abilities
can be considered to be the self-evaluative element. Same is reflected in Self-
efficacy theory [6], which argues that belief in one’s skills and capabilities to
attain desired results may boost the will to engage in achievement behaviours.

Contemporary theories view achievement motivation as a multidimensional
construct. Example is Martin’s integrative theory of motivation and engagement
[16], which breaks achievement motivation into positive factors such as self-
belief, valuing, task focus, planning, task management and persistence and
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negative factors such as anxiety, self-sabotage, uncertain control and
disengagement. Together the positive and negative factors create the achievement
motivation. Of these factors at least self-belief contains direct self-evaluative
element.

When individuals evaluate their abilities and chances of success, they are
tapping into self-concept. Self-concept is defined as a container, which contains
the evaluations of oneself, including characteristics, skills and roles. Through it’s
contents, the self-concept contributes to individual’s sense of identity and
behaviours [2].

Method

107 international students, 77 females and 30 males aged 19-55 (Mdn=25,
M=28, SD=7,00) attending higher education facilities were asked to fill the
internet form containing the instruments. Gathered data was then imported into
SPSS and Excel programs for analysis and interpretation.

To measure State SE, the State Self-Esteem Scale [14] was used. It consists
of 20 questions and 3 subscales.

State Self-Esteem indicates self-esteem which fluctuates over time and is
sensitive to change of situation. Performance self-esteem indicates individual’s
feelings of one’s own competency and belief in succesful outcome of own actions.
Social self-esteem indicates individual’s feelings of one’s own competency in
social situations and belief that other people hold positive attitudes towards the
individual. Appearance self-esteem indicates individuals’s attitudes towards own
appearance.

For academic achievement motivation the Motivation and Engagement Scale
[16] was used. It consists of 44 questions measuring 4 higher-order and 11 lower-
order factors, which are central to academic achievement motivation.

Positive motivation indicates energy and drive to learn, work effectively and
achieve one’s potential. Positive motivation consists of three subscales: Self-
belief, Valuing and Learning focus.

Self-Belief indicates student’s belief in one’s own competency, skills and
knowledge. Individuals with high self-belief trust in their ability to accomplish
their work in sufficient manner.

Valuing indicates how much the student values his or her education and how
much he or she believes, that the skills and knowledge acquired during studies will
be useful in other areas of life.

Learning Focus indicates student’s focus on learning achievements, like
getting good grades or being as succesful as possible at his or her studies.

Positive engagement indicates the behaviours, which follow from the positive
motivation. Positive engagement consists of three subscales: Planning, Task
management and Persistence.

Planning indicates student’s ability and readiness to plan and organize his or
her work. Individuals with high score in planning are skillful at coordinating their
time and energy in advance.

Task Management indicates student’s ability to manage their time and energy
while studying, choosing environments which enable their best potential or which
let him or her avoid distractions.

Persistence indicates student’s ability to keep working at tasks even when
they are difficult.
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Negative motivation indicates lack of energy and drive to learn, work
effectively or achieve one’s potential. Negative motivation consists of three
subscales: Anxiety, Failure avoidance and Uncertain control.

Anxiety indicates student’s inclination to feel anxiety when confronted with
difficult tasks or possibility of failure.

Failure Avoidance indicates student’s inclination to avoid failures, for
example by avoiding engaging in difficult tasks to avoiding failing at them.

Uncertain Control indicates student’s feelings of uncertainty towards their
ability to complete work in adequate manner. Individuals high on uncertain control
may experience desire to avoid participating in the schoolwork.

Negative engagement indicates behaviours, which follow from negative
motivation. Negative engagement consists of two subscales: Self-sabotage and
Disengagement.

Self-Sabotage indicates behaviours, in which student causes his or her own
failure, such as not preparing for exams.

Disengagement indicates student’s lack of interest towards learning tasks.

RESULTS

Data was processed with SPSS 26 program and statistically significant results
were found. Significant positive connection was found between Achievement
motivation and aspects of State self-esteem. Global state self-esteem (rS = 0.71, p <
.001), Performance state self-esteem (rS = 0.74, p < .001), Social state self-esteem
(rS =0.70, p <.001) and Appearance state self-esteem (rS = 0.41, p <.001) were all
positively connected with achievement motivation.

Significant positive connections were found between Achievement
motivation and aspects of State self-esteem. It was positively connected to Self-
belief, Valuing, Planning, Task management and Persistence and negatively to
Anxiety, Failure avoidance, Uncertain control, Self-sabotage and Disengagement.

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CONCLUSIONS

It was found that state self-esteem was positively connected with academic
achievement motivation (AAM). When self-esteem increases, AAM also increases
and vice versa. For subscales of AAM it was found, that state self-esteem was
positively connected to every positive subscale of AAM and negatively connected
to every negative subscale of AAM. This suggests that students with higher state
self-esteem have higher self-belief, value their studies more, are more focused on
learning, engage in more planning behaviours, are better at task management and
are more persistent. They are also less anxious, failure avoidant and experience
less uncertain control. They engage in less self-sabotaging behaviours and are
more engaged than students with low self-esteem.

INTRODUCTION

Highly motivated students are the future resource for the development and progress of
a nation [14]. At the same time, Brown and colleagues [5] point out that motivating university
students is still a problem because some students' enthusiasm for learning is unpredictable.
Students' failures in academic process, as well as misdirected motivation, are largely related to
the beliefs that these students form: about their competence, about their physical and intellectual
qualities, about their ability to interact with the environment. These beliefs are related to the
construct of self-esteem. In this regard, some researchers suggest that low achievement
motivation may be due, among other things, to a factor of low self-esteem [14,20]. However,
whether there really is a relationship between these two factors as such, and what the nature of
this relationship is, is still an open question, although it has been being actively investigated
[2,3,7,13,18,19,26,28]. Thereafter, the following purpose and the objectives of this study were
proposed.

Goal of the research is to study the relationship between achievement motivation and
self-esteem among students. Method. Participents. 72 women, Russian-speaking students of
higher education institutions in various countries, aged 17 to 47 years (Mdn = 23). Instruments.
Self-assessment measures: (1) Rosenberg's self-esteem scale [24]; (2) The Mehrabian
Achieving Tendency Scale [16]; (3) State Self-Esteem Scale [12]. Procedure. Testing of the
subjects was carried out online using the Google-Forms from February 10 to March 30, 2022.

The concept of self-esteem. An analysis of the concept of self-esteem has shown that
there is no unambiguous interpretation of this concept, as well as its content. Self-esteem is
appropriate to consider as a stable feature or attitude of an individual towards him/her-self,
which manifests itself in a feeling of approval or disapproval of oneself, or as a judgment about
one's own worth, which turn out to be in the individual's attitudes [1]. However, in addition to
a global, stable construct, it is also advisable to consider self-esteem as a changeable state,
representing a person's self-evaluative emotional reactions to valence events.

According to Plotka and colleagues [21], among modern theories of self-esteem, 3
main approaches can be distinguished: global self-esteem (self-esteem as a personality trait),
state self-esteem (self-esteem as a state) and self-evaluation of domain specific self- esteem
(self-esteem as a multidimensional construct based on self-assessment in each specific area
[6,9,10,11,22,23,25].

The concept of achievement motivation. The construct of achievement motivation is
considered as the desire to work well and be successful, as well as the desire to overcome
difficulties and cope with obstacles that arise along the way [1].

The main theories of achievement motivation are: McClelland's [15], which is based
on the ideas of Murray [17] and attempts to explain and predict behavior and performance based
on a person's need for achievement, power, and belonging; Atkinson's theory[4], according to
which each person is simultaneously commanded by two motives: achieving success and
avoiding failure; Elliot and McGregor's [8] achievement motivation model, which suggests two
broad classes of goals: mastery achievement ("mastering"” a given task or required skills) and
performance demonstration (showing superior performance compared to others).

Main existing empirical researches on the relationship between achievement
motivation and self-esteem were analyzed [2,3,7,13]. These studies indicated that there is a
relationship between achievement motivation and self-esteem, this relationship is observed in
representatives of different cultures, both sexes.

RESEARCH FINDINGS

1. General state self-esteem has a strong positive relationship with achievement
motivation rS(72) = .63, p <.001, large effect size.

2. Performance self-esteem has a strong positive relationship with achievement
motivation rS(72) = .51, p <.001, large effect size.

3. Social self-esteem has a strong positive statistically significant relationship with
achievement motivation rS(72) = .66, p < .001, large effect size.

4. Appearance self-esteem has a moderate positive statistically significant relationship
with achievement motivation rS(72) = .49, p < .001, mean effect size.

5. Global self-esteem has a strong positive statistically significant relationship with
achievement motivation rS(72) = .54, p <.001, large effect size.
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Evaluation of the results. These results confirm the findings of previous researches
[2,3,7]. In particular, the strong relationship found between achievement motivation and global
self-esteem is consistent with the findings made by Hein and Hagger [13]. The authors
hypothesized that the presence of autonomous personal motives (particularly in the context of
physical activity) increases an individual's overall achievement motivation, which in turn has
an effect on global self-esteem.

Ajayi [2] suggests that the relationship between self-esteem and achievement
motivation is causal, and that the level of achievement will depend specifically on assessment
results or self-worth judgments. Chen and colleagues [7] argue that in order to increase the level
of achievement of students, to reduce their self-restraint from achieving meaningful results, it
IS necessary to increase their self-esteem.

Limitations. The study was conducted on a target sample (72 people), which calls into
question the relevance of applying its results in relation to the total students population.

Research prospects. (1) Enlargement of the sample and specification of its socio-
cultural parameters, (2) involvement of implicit methods [see 27] , (3) application of other
measurements of the constructs.

CONCLUSION

As a result of the study, an answer was obtained to the research question ‘Is there a
connection between achievement motivation and self-esteem among students?” A linear
positive relationship was revealed between the studying constructs, which means that the
higher the students' self-esteem, the higher their achievement motivation, and vice versa.
Although the study has some limitations, it clarifies the correlation of the explored constructs
and points to the prospects for further research.

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ABSTRACT

Goal: find out if there is relationship between emotional intelligence and psychological well-being. Participants:
112 people aged from 18-36. Method: the research is based on comparison of levels under scales of psychological
well-being and scales of emotional intelligence. Results: positive significant correlations where found between
both emotional intelligence variables and psychological well-being scales. Conclusion: Detailed analysis
demonstrates positive relationship between the components of emotional intelligence and psychological well-
being.

Keywords: Emotion intelligence, psychological well-being, empathy, self-acceptance

INTRODUCTION

Nowadays, the issue of well-being is very acute, people spend much less time in each
other's company than it did a few years ago, which cannot but leave its mark on the general
state of the psyche.

It is rational to assume that competent and effective interaction with other individuals is
impossible without awareness of one's own emotions and other people's emotions, the ability
to regulate and control them. Thus, this study will focus on the relationship of emotional
intelligence with psychological well-being.

The methodological basis of the study is questionnaire "Scale of psychological well-
being"” by [19] in the adaptation of Fesenko P.P. and Shlevenskaya T.D., and the questionnaire
of emotional intelligence "EmiN" by [13].

Goal: investigate relationship between emotional intelligence and psychological well-being.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION

Psychological well-being - a state of happiness and contentment, with low levels of

distress, overall good physical and mental health and outlook, or good quality of life [3].
For a full-fledged study of psychological well-being as a concept, it is necessary to identify the
main approaches to its study, i.e., eudemonic and hedonistic theoretical approaches.

The eudemonic approach states that happiness is the result of full psychological
functioning, through which a person can develop and realize his potential.
The hedonic approach, in turn, defines happiness as the predominance of positive emotions
over negative emotions [22].

Speaking of eudemonism, it is impossible not to mention the multidimensional model
of psychological well-being by K. Riff, aimed at realizing the potential of the individual through
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six key characteristics: autonomy, environmental control, personal growth, positive
relationships with others, purpose in life and self-acceptance.

For better understand the model proposed by K. Riff, it is worth analyzing each scale proposed
by her separately.

K. Riff notes that the identified components of psychological well-being correlate with
various structural elements of theories, in which one way or another we are talking about the
positive functioning of the individual. For example, "self-acceptance” (as a component of
psychological well-being according to K. Riff) correlates not only with the concepts of "self-
respect” and "self-acceptance” introduced and developed by A. Maslow, K. Rogers, G. Allport
and M. Yahoda. It also includes a person's recognition of his strengths and weaknesses,
correlated with the concept of individuation by C. G. Jung, as well as a mostly positive
assessment of a person's own past, described by E. Erickson as part of the process of ego
integration.

Emotional intelligence - type of intelligence that involves the ability to process

emotional information and use it in reasoning and other cognitive activities [2].
The concept of the «emotional intelligence» was widely introduced into psychological usage in
1990 by J. Meyer & P. Saloway. They defined emotional intelligence, as "a group of mental
abilities that contribute to awareness and understanding of one's own emotions and emotions of
others™ [23].

Russian scientist D. V. Lyusin understands by emotional intelligence such abilities as
understanding one's own and others' emotions and managing one's own and others' emotions.
To clarify this definition, it is necessary to disclose what meant by the ability to understand and
manage emotions.

The ability to understand emotions means that a person can recognize an emotion, that is,
determine the very fact of having an experience of one or another emotion in himself or another
person. He can identify an emotion, i.e., establish which particular emotion he or another person
is experiencing, and find a verbal expression for it; understands the reasons that caused this
emotion, and the consequences to which it can lead.

The ability to manage emotions means that a person: can control the intensity of emotions, if
necessary, drown out excessively strong emotions; it can control the external expression of
emotions, restrain facial expressions, if required, can, if necessary, arbitrarily cause one or
another emotion. Both the ability to understand and the ability to manage emotions directed
both to one's own emotions and to the emotions of other people.

Therefore, D. V. Lyusin speaks about intrapersonal and interpersonal emotional intelligence.
These forms of emotional intelligence imply the actualization of different cognitive processes
and skills, but they have a strong connection with each other.

Thus, we can imagine emotional intelligence as a construction having a dual nature, where
cognitive abilities lie in one part, and personal characteristics of an individual in the other

Many researchers associate emotional intelligence with psychological constructs that
are closely related to subjective well-being [4]. It was found that high rates of positive emotional
states and a decrease in negative emotional states [24], life satisfaction [10] are the best
psychological functioning and social competence (Rivers et al., 2012) as well as more favorable
social relations [8].

Other studies have focused on the relationship between emotional intelligence and
variables related to the well-being of young people, such as physical and mental health [21], as
well as stress perception [15].

Consequently, it can be stated that there is clear evidence that emotional intelligence abilities
predict aspects related to personal well-being and a positive relationship between life
satisfaction and subjective happiness [16, 18].
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Method
Participants: 112 participants, 64 female participants aged 18 to 36, Mdn=23.5. 48 male
participants aged 18 to 36 Mdn=22. Instruments: "Test of emotional intelligence of Lyusin"
("Questionnaire for measuring emotional intelligence”, Emin) (Lyusin, 2006). Ryff
Psychological Wellbeing Scale (PWB) (1989) Adapted by T.D. Shevelenkova and T.P.
Fesenko, (2005).
Procedure

Research was divided into 3 stages. (1) The instruments were converted into online form by
using Google Forms. (2) Participants were asked to fill the internet form, containing 2
instruments with total of 130 questions. (3) Gathered data was processed with corresponding
keys, after which it was imported into SPSS 20.0 and Excel programs for analysis and
interpretation.

RESEARCH RESULTS AND THEIR EVALUATION

A detailed analysis of the results demonstrates a clear positive relationship between the
components of emotional intelligence and psychological well-being.
In general, these results are consistent with other studies analyzing the relationship between
emotional intelligence and happiness [1, 18] or related variables such as personal and social
adaptation [6, 7, 8, 17, 22, 26].

Also, the results obtained are consistent with previous studies, in which it was found
that self-esteem indicators of El are associated with eudemonic well-being, which may indicate
that self-esteem of one’s El is associated with the assessment of life as meaningful and pleasant.

CONCLUSION

The findings of the study confirm the idea that emotional intelligence and psychological
well-being are interrelated. The higher the level of emotional intelligence, the higher the level
of psychological well-being, hypothesis is confirmed. More precisely, it showed that as the
ability to understand and emotional regulation increases, their subjective well-being, also
increases. The important role of emotional regulation should be emphasized, since it is an
additional factor related to well-being. Control scale in the methodology of D. V. Lyusin's
emotional intelligence research indicate that the results on this scale may be questionable and
it is not worth taking into account their significant correlations with the PWB scales.

In conclusion, | want to say that emotional intelligence is a plastic construct, and it is
possible to develop and strengthen its ability to understand and regulate emotions, both its own
and those around it, which will definitely help to communicate better in society, and therefore
increase the level of psychological well-being.

The article is devoted to an analytical description of the social characteristics and practices carried out by
refugees and internally displaced persons of the Russian-Ukrainian war of 2022. The conclusions indicated in the
text are made on the basis of the results of a sociological study, which was conducted in June-July 2022 by
scientists from the Department of Sociology and Public Administration of the National Technical University
"Kharkiv Polytechnic Institute". Based on the analysis of the results of an Internet survey (N=1170 people),
refugees and IDPs were characterized as a stable social group and an assessment was made of the impact of social
capital on building strategies and tactics when making a decision to move, determining the motives for deterring
departure.

The US-Saudi relations are one of the most complicated bilateral alliances in the Middle East. The relationship
stress has been tested by many thorny issues, including American support for Jewish mandate in Palestine, Arab
Israeli conflict, oil embargo, 9/11 attacks and recently with the Jamal Khashoggi crisis. This article discusses the
historical evolution of US-Saudi relations from the years 1931-2018.

INTRODUCTION

The kingdom of Saudi Arabia was founded officially in 1932, and so it rapidly began to seek
international recognition. Britain, France, and other European countries had been quick to
recognize Saudi Arabia in 1929, since America then had no interest in Saudi Arabia. Harry St
John Philby ironically of British origin was instrumental in the possible political and economic
rapprochement between Riyahd and Washington recognition, which finally came in 1931.

Charles R. Crane, a former American ambassador decided to tour Saudi Arabia at his own
expense in search of water and gold. He employed an engineer named Karl Twitchel and after
many months of search he found no gold and the water he found was inadequate for agriculture
but advised the king that the eastern area of the country had oil in commercial quantities.

The then king Al-Saud gave Karl his blessings but the decision to exploit these oil fields had to
be taken 12,000 miles away in Washington. He returned home to persuade American companies
to invest, coincidentally the California oil company who had won concessions in neighboring
Bahrain to drill oil wells which they were interested, Thus, one of their senior staffs followed
Karl to Saudi Arabia for feasibility studies and for an arrangement to be reached [8].

The Standard Oil Company of California (SOCAL) won a sixty-year concession and after many
years of trial, oil is discovered in 1938. (Council on Foreign Relations, 2018). With second
world war around the corner, the United States realized that oil was going to be an important
asset in the future. Roosevelt quickly recognized Saudi oil fields in his famous statement” The
defense of Saudi Arabia is vital to the defense of the United States” [9]. With the influx of
American engineers and their families, increased in commercial ties and pressure from the
companies, formal diplomatic ties are established and solidified in Egypt by 1945 with King
Abdullaziz aboard the USS Quincy. (Council on Foreign Relations, 2018).
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With the granting of concession to Standard Oil of California to exploit Saudi oil, the company
name later changes to Aramco (Arab-American Oil Company) and agreement on 50/50 profit
sharing, [1]. This was because the United States never wanted to give direct subsidy to Saudi-
Arabia and with the outbreak of Korean war, they feared communist contagion in the middle
East, soviet increasing influence, and American access to oil. In a move to contain the spread
of communism, by giving more money to oil producing countries there by maintaining pro-
western governments, the US state department approved the 50/50 agreement and once the deal
was sealed the US government received 6 million dollars from Aramco and paid Saudi Arabia
110 million dollars [3].

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION

Before diving into the historical evolution of US-Saudi relations it will be prudent for us to ask
ourselves the question of what strengthens these relations other than oil.

1. 3 Pillars of America
Oil: Saudi Arabia has one of the largest crude oil reserves worldwide and relies on oil exports
chiefly since it represents 95% of its export earnings. Oil is important but it does not explain
such strong ties since there are other oil exploiting countries like Russia, Venezuela, Nigeria.
Rachel Bronson in her book titled “Thicker than Oil,” (2006), argues that Saudi Arabia’s
strategic location and religious identity are the two other factors other than oil.

Strategic Location: America aims to control the Persian trade routes and gulf region during
WW?2. This serves as a logistical pathway for troops engaged in conflict in Japan. The United
States forces-built airfields in Saudi- Arabia and it shortened some roads to the pacific theater.
The land lease act which was a WW2 program in charge of providing food, shelter and other
needs to countries considered vital to American national security to Saudi Arabia. This clearly
explains it as Dean Acheson argues that “Saudi Arabia lies between the vital red sea and Persian
Gulf shipping routes and across the direct air route to India and far East™.

Again, Roosevelt’s director of office for war mobilization from 1943-45 called James Byrnes
testified that FDR had “Saudi- Arabia’s strategic location, its oil resources and prestige of Al-
Saud throughout the Arab world and the defense of Saudi Arabia was vital to the defense of the
United States.”

After the war, the value of Dhahran ports increased and was being used as a hub by Trans world
airways between Europe and growing markets in East and South Asia. The News Times
reported the potential strategic value of the base since it had the ability to handle all genres of
aircraft.

Furthermore, during the cold war, the importance of Dhahran airport increased since it was
within a thousand miles striking distance to USSR and in 1979 acted as a hub for US weapons
going to Afghanistan. America equally need Saudi Arabia to contain Iran [3].

Religious Identity: America has always valued Saudi’s religiosity since the dawn of the cold
war. The Saudi’s saw communism as godless and America on the other hand was fighting its
archrival ideologically. So, both countries remained partners naturally since they were fighting
the same course. America saw the religious Saudi Arabia as a strong counter revolutionary tool
against nationalist secular movements in the region in the 1950’s, 60’s and 70’s. [3].

2. WW?2 Relations
Saudi Arabia was quick to declare its neutrality when the war started, even though it provided
its bases to be used by the allied forces. In 1943, its oil fields are destroyed by Italy thereby
limiting oil companies’ activities and the number of tourists visiting the two holy sites (Mecca
and Medina) declined leading to economic hardship in the kingdom. To resolve this issue, the
king requested financial assistance from both Americans and British, the British gave their
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support even though it was meager. The king then turned to California Oil Company for help
and a memo was sent to President Roosevelt asking him to help Saudi-Arabia.

Initially, America was reluctant to help but as they saw that Britain was gaining a lot of
influence in the Region, the US department of state sent a telegram to the American delegation
in Cairo to provide the king with all the necessary assistance he needed to revive its economy
and proposed experts in engineering (agricultural and mechanical engineers) since they were
areas that lagged behind and the cost of recruiting such engineers had to be met by the American
government [8].

3. Post WW?2 Relations

After the second world war, America sought the permission of the Saudis to construct a
permanent military airbase close to the oil fields to support the movement of men and goods
into the Burma theater. The US army air corps completed the Dhahran’s air force project which
made the Saudis feel more secured. The increase American presence on Saudi soil began to be
welcomed with mixed feelings by the masses but the Saudi ruling class was ok with this massive
American presence on its soil. To balance these moves, the Saudi government increased troops
and security relations whenever if felt threatened and reduced it when it was not too dangerous
[10].

With signs of the cold war, America knew that the Dhahran airport was going to be of strategic
importance since it was within a striking distance to USSR. The security conditioned of Saudi
Arabia was becoming a call for concern since it feared encirclement by Yemen, Jordan, and
Hashemites in Irag. The king feared that the Hashemites could comeback for vengeance since
their land was taken from them in 1924 and this fear lasted until early 1990’s.

4. Mutual Defense Agreement in 1951
The main reason Saudi-Arabia concluded a defense Agreement with the United States was that
it was surrounded by British bases of which Britain had some affinity with its arch enemies
(Iraq and Jordan) who were both members of Bagdad pact and close to its oil fields. The military
agreement involved the leasing of Dhahran airport under the supervision of Military and
Advisory Group (MAAG) and was later changed in 1959 to US Military Training Mission
(USMTM) [10].

The Mutual Defense Agreement equally provided trained American military staff to train Saudi
military officials on military tactics, organization, and command. Contingency plans were
equally envisaged in case of possible soviet attack and a document drafted by the US military
and National Security Council (NSC) released which says in case of a possible attack, Saudi oil
fields should be destroyed. President Truman approved this NSC26/4 which stated that in an
event on Saudi oil fields, “oil fields should be plugged with substances which will make it
impossible to reopen them” and it is alleged that the CIA shipped some explosives in
preparation for such an attack. The United States equally contemplated using radiological
weapons but feared it effects on operators. All these information was classified and unknown
to the Saudis [3].

Again, President Eisenhower was instrumental in the creation of the Baghdad pact and saw the
union as a pro-capitalist alliance which could be used to contain communism. But the Saudis
saw this move as a strategy America was using to maintain close ties with its enemies
particularly Iraq at the time. Out of frustration the Saudis excommunicated American aids in
the country and in 1955, Saudis went closer to Egypt and signed a mutual defense pact with
Nasser as president of Egypt who was a pro-revolutionary and pro-soviet. Saudi equally
replaced American trainers with Egyptian ones. Relations with America were normalized once
again in 1956 with Suez Canal crisis when America opposed British, French, and Israeli
occupation of the canal and their neo-imperial ambitions to make it part of the soviet camp.
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This improved American image and these circumstances made Nasser less attractive and
reassured Saudis of American Backing [3].

5. OPEC Oil Crisis

The 1970’s was considered as an important turning point in Saudi American relations.
American-Saudi relations had already gone through many hard times namely, American
support for Jewish state in a Palestine mandate. In 1970’s the oil crisis starts and the strength
of the Saudi- American relations is tested in 1973 when the Yom Kippur war starts and
American naturally supports Israel against the Arabs. An Egyptian radio broadcast on June 6"
claimed a combine Anglo-American attack on Egyptian airfields. Egypt reacted by breaking
diplomatic relations with American and Britain. King Faisal made an official statement in an
interview with an international media saying that “America’s complete Israeli support against
the Arabs makes it completely difficult for us to continue supplying the United States with oil
or even remain friends with them.”

Saudi Arabia owns 25% of OPEC oil exports so it was easier for them to get other OPEC
members to follow this oil embargo. OPEC members had a meeting in Kuwait on October 15
and opted for an increase in oil prices by 70% while reducing its supply. As one of the delegates
at the conference puts it; “we are in charge of our own products.” Amid the Watergate scandal
that made the president unpopular, veteran diplomat and secretary of state henry Kissinger was
sent to Riyadh to strike a deal with the Saudis [10].

Terms of the DEAL

America pledge military as well as financial support to Saudi Arabia
Oil had to be sold only in dollars (petro-dollar)
US gradually transfers Aramco to the Saudis which becomes Saudi-Aramco

The question is how did this deal strengthen diplomatic ties between both states? It will be
cautious for me to go back to 1944 with the creation of Bretton Woods System. This system
established a method of payment based on dollar. Convertibility to Gold was set at 35USD an
ounce. This arrangement made the dollar the universal currency and countries had to peg their
Gold for dollars since the amount of dollars ought to reflect the quantity of Gold a country had
(gold standard). America through its Federal reserve began printing more money that did not
reflect the quantity of Gold it had, the international community called on to this and out of
frustration, Nixon suspended the convertibility.

The supply of American dollars plummeted since people were reluctant to use USD. The United
States started thinking of other clever means to get people to use its currency and finds this
answer in 1974 when it signs that deal with Saudi Arabia and one of the terms of the deal is; oil
had to be sold only in dollar. This marks the birth of Petro-dollar and a revival of American
dollar since any country desiring oil needed USD, the demand for dollar increased thanks to
Saudi Arabia [14].

6. Cold War Era Relations

Saudi Arabia supported America against communist expansion since it saw communism as
godless, and Americans respected the Saudi- religiosity which prompted an American famous
historian called Bernard Lewis to say, “All Muslims are pious and should not tolerate any atheist
creed.” The United States believed that Soviet Communism was based on hostility towards
religious practice and the more a country was religious, the more pro-capitalist it became [3].
In 1979, USSR invaded Afghanistan, young Iranians, Saudis, and Pakistanis fought alongside
the Afghans against USSR. The most prominent youth among them was Osama Bin Laden who
created Al-Qaeda, 9 years years after [1].

7. Gulf War

America sent close to 500,000 troops to maintain peace in Saudi Arabia during Iraq —Iran war
in 1980. In 1990, Iraq invaded Kuwait, an oil producing country and Saudi Arabia being an oil
producing state and close to Iraq feared it could be attacked as well. When Iragi troops stepped
into Kuwait, George Bush immediately termed it an invasion and vowed to protect Kuwait as
well as Saudi Arabia. The UNSC authorized the use of force and Bush gave others to the
American soldiers to spearhead an international coalition in an attack on Saddam’s Army called
Operation Desert Storm. By March 1991, Iraqi forces surrendered and left Kuwait.

8. 9/11 Attacks on America and Saudi Alleged Sponsor of Terrorism

Relations become sour between both countries when it is announced that 15 out of the 19
terrorists are of Saudi origin and some political analysts claim that Bin Laden increased Saudi
nationals on the operation to damage Saudi American relations [1]. The death toll surpassed
that of the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor making it the deadliest on American soil. Al-Qaeda
spent close to half a million dollar just to destroy World Trade Center and Pentagon while the
United States government spent 55 billion dollars for damages and reparation (Carter and Cox,
2011). The congressional joint inquiry into intelligence community activities before and after
the terrorist attacks of 9/11 drew the world’s attention on Saudi alleged role of supporting
terrorism. These allegations were written in a 900 pages report contained in FBI and CIA
documents. This congressional joint inquiry had little evidence to proof that Saudis were
accomplices or funded the attacks and they lacked jurisdiction to investigate of that magnitude.
The FBI and CIA eventually came up with their findings, but they remain classified and not
opened to the public.

In 2016, the senate select committee on inquiry declassified two pages from the joint FBI-CIA
investigations conducted in 2005. The report says Saudi Arabia was in contact with the
hijackers and might have provided them with financial assistance [2]. Before the 9/11 attacks,
Saudi approval ratings in America was high but immediately after the attacks it plummeted.
The Saudi government issued a statement condemning the act. The American defense board
which is a think tank made up of experienced foreign policy elites, held a meeting to decide the
fate of Saudis. One of the conference delegates called Murawiec was very radical in his thoughts
and suggested in his presentation that Saudi Arabia be punished by seizing Saudi oil fields and
giving holy sites (Mecca and Medina) to an autonomous body. His recommendations were
rejected by the White House, but the Saudis took it serious [2].

In 2003 the Saudi government asked for the release of all the classified documents of alleged
involvement in terrorist acts so that they could refute related the alleged facts. The 2004 report
of bipartisan national commission on terrorist attacks on United States exonerated the Saudis
on basis of insufficient evidence [2]. In the last days of Obama presidency, he vetoed a bill that
was going to allow victims of 9/11 attacks sue Saudi Arabia.

Jeff Stein, a Newsweek columnist argued that CIA and Saudi officials conspired to keep 9/11
details secret [12]. This makes perfect sense because even though 15 out of 19 terrorists were
of Saudi origin, Bush never envisaged the possibility of attacking Saudi Arabia but instead
declared his war on terror attacking other Middle Eastern Countries.

9. Yemen and US-Saudi Relations
America blindly supports Saudi bombing campaigns in Yemen. The Obama administration
provided the Saudis with intelligence, arms aerial support to fight the Houthis rebels backed by
Iran. This campaign has led to a lot of casualties and has been a subject of debate in American
congress, with critics pushing for an end to the American sales of weapons to Saudi Arabia.
The Obama administration in its last days suspended the sales of some weapons due to the high
casualties recorded (Council on Foreign Relations, 2018). Senators who disagreed with the
proposed sales of arms to the Saudis argue Saudi bombings in Yemen using American
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Ammunition violates international humanitarian law and that further US sales will be
considered implicit support for Saudi killing of innocent civilians. While those who favor more
sales argue that there is need to improve Saudi military operations by providing them with more
technologically advanced weaponry and intelligence to its air force.

Iranian weaponry as well as material support for the Houthi rebels has made Saudis paranoid
since they have intercepted a lot of missiles coming from Yemen. Iranian backed Houthi
bombing campaigns have received international criticism and report issued by UN human rights
council organized group of international and regional eminent experts on Yemen attributed the
high casualties to uncontrolled airstrikes and violation of human rights by Houthi’s rebels [2].

In November 2018, defense secretary Jim Mattis and secretary of state Pompeo Mike called for
a ceasefire within 30 days. Despite the call for ceasefire by high-ranking US officials, Houthi
rebels and coalition forces continue their fight for the strategic port which serve as a point of
entry for food and aid called Hudaydah. This port is of great importance to the rebels because
serves as a hub for transit of weapons coming from Iran into Yemen. The Saudi-backed Yemeni
government is reported to have sent 10,000 troops to counter the rebels’ activities and regain
the strategic port.

No matter how congress opposes American support for Saudi in Yemen, the United States
cannot cut its ties with Saudi Arabia because they have similar interest when it comes to
containing Iran’s hegemonic ambitions, fighting terrorism, and combatting ballistic missiles
launched by Houthi rebels against Saudis/Emirati territory. Yemen happens to be the home of
Al-Qaeda in Arabian Peninsula and has roots in the southern and central parts of the country,
this explains why America will not back away from a fight with this murderous sect.

10. Arms Deal
Following the terms of the 1974 deal in which America pledged to support the Saudis with
arms, Saudi Arabia is number one importer of American arms according to Stockholm Peace
Research Institute. In 2010 the kingdom expressed its desire to make the biggest purchase of
arms in the history of America. The package represents a 60 billion dollars deal which will go
a long way to improve relations between both countries.

This figure is expected to rise since the newly elected president Trump struck a deal in 2017
worth 400 billion dollars and the Saudis equally maintained an army of lobbyist in America. It
is estimated that Saudi Arabia spends on Average 6 million dollars yearly lobbying congress.

11. American Education of Next Generation Saudis

Late king Abdullah initiated a state-sponsored scholarship scheme that would enable
academically distinguish students to pursue their studies in America. The number of Saudi
students studying in America dramatically increased from 2000-2015. The Saudis believe that
an increase in literacy will have cumulative economic, political, and social effect on their
society since the educated and more exposed youths could make new political or social reform

demands [2].

12. US-Saudi Trade and Financial Ties
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Saudi Arabia is the largest US trading partner in Middle East. In 2018 US-Saudi trade was 31.2
billion dollars, which implies it increased by 4.54% as compared to 2017. Saudi imports
increased by 23.02% while exports decreased by 16.87%. Saudi Arabia imports vehicles and
machinery from US, while the US imports hydrocarbons from Saudi Arabia [2]. The US imports
876,000 barrels of crude oil a day from Saudi Arabia and the latter is the second supplier of oil
to the US behind Canada [5].

Again, Saudi wealthy princes have invested in tech companies like Uber, Tesla. Saudi Arabia
has investments in the United States worth 800 billion dollars. When US congress tried to pass
a law that will allow families of 9/11 victims sue Saudi Arabia, they threatened to pull 750
billion from US economy [7].

13. Khashoggi Crisis
US-Saudi relations were put to test when Washington columnist of Saudi origin Jamal
Khashoggi entered the Saudi consulate in Istanbul for some paperwork on 2" of October 2018
and was Grisly murdered by Saudis. This incident drew international condemnation with some
political analyst anticipating the end of Saudi American relation. Trump vowed to punish the
culprits but as the case evolve, he became more interested in 110 billion deal he struck with
Saudis few months back.

The test of this relationship was to avoid the severing of diplomatic, strategic, energy, economic
and security ties with the Saudis because a possible sanction on Saudi Arabia could have
repercussions on American economy or push Saudis to the Russian or Chinese orbit.

CONCLUSION

The US-Saudi relations are a complicated one characterized mainly by oil for arms and security
and despite the difficult moments both countries have been through. It is in their own interest
to stay together since America needs Saudi Arabia to contain Iran’s hegemonic ambitions and
help fight terrorism in Middle East. On his part, Saudi Arabia equally needs American arms
and protection for survival.

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ABSTRACT

The drone or unmanned aerial vehicle (UAV) industry is developing rapidly in Latvia. In addition, drones
are used not only for shooting — making photographs or filming TV and cinema, but also in many sectors of the
economy — agriculture and forestry, real estate, construction, energy and others. The present article is dedicated to
the close consideration of integration of drones (UAV) into Latvian economics. The following aspect to be
considered in the article —risks, possible threats, tips and future areas of use. A special attention is given to creation
of drone regulation with regard to national peculiarities. This article analyzes the experience of integrating
unmanned aerial vehicles on the examples of the countries of the European Union, as well as on the example of
the Baltic countries.

INTRODUCTION

Technology is growing rapidly more so than ever over the last few decades. As
technology becomes more advanced, it has become cheaper and more accessible for customers,
allowing people to solve various problems. In the past few years, prices have dropped in most
of tech sector, including computer hardware. Over the past few years, drones have become
central to the functions of various businesses and governmental organizations and have
managed to pierce through areas where certain industries were either stagnant or lagging
behind. From quick deliveries at rush hour to scanning an unreachable military base, drones are
proving to be extremely beneficial in places where man cannot reach or is unable to perform in
a timely and efficient manner.

Risks of integration of drones

1. Quite new technology.

Drones have now moved beyond just a cool new technology, and becoming literally life savers
and indispensable assistant for a large number of areas. Like all new technological
developments, drones have been rushed to market with little regard for security. Threat for
privacy, increasing of number of collisions at air are only future problems which should be
solved in the future. Unless it made the trust for drones will be hesitating. The problem is that
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drone technology and use is advancing much faster than any attempts at regulation. And it is
likely to get worse.

2. Limited altitude as well as useful payload.

One of the most established rules of drone flight, and one that applies to both
recreational and professional drone pilots, is that they can only fly at a maximum altitude of
300 meters. This figure has been hammered so often into the minds of drone pilots that it has
become an indelible part of the way things are done. In terms of physical capability, there's
nothing that can stop drones from flying above 300 meters. Although air pressure decreases
with an increase in altitude, the reduction in lift only makes it impossible for drones to fly at an
altitude of around 13,000 feet (around 4km). In short, the payload is the weight a drone or
unmanned aerial vehicle (UAV) can carry. It is usually counted outside of the weight of the
drone itself and includes anything additional to the drone — such as extra cameras, sensors, or
packages for delivery. Technologies are developing so fast that it is very likely we will see the
significant increase of payload for drones in three-five years, and not for only commercial
drones.

3. Limited flight time due to short battery capacity.

Most drones fly for a half-hour, at most, until they’re grounded for recharging or battery
swap-out. Charging can take 60 to 90 minutes, keeping that drone on the ground when its
operator wants it to be in the air doing productive, billable work. Designing a drone with longer
battery life, and therefore longer flying time, challenges engineers. The greater the battery’s
power capacity, usually expressed in milli-Ampere-hours 47 (mAh), the heavier the battery
required. Rocket engineers face much the same problem. The greater the fuel tank capacity, the
heavier the fully-fueled rocket becomes. Consumer drones run on electricity, unlike the drones
of supreme class in the military that use some form of a combustion engine (or solar). Your
drone must have a reliable power source, and that means batteries. The problem with batteries
is that they are heavy, must be charged, and they are typically expensive. And it is important to
keep in mind, batteries on motorized vehicles typically don’t last long.

4. Appropriate software is required.

Most drone manufacturers have opted for proprietary software to control their respective
drones. Thanks to special software the effectiveness of use of drones significantly increases.
For example, if farmer wants to launch drone in order to inspects the field, it is very convenient
to have a program “FarmVision” which essentially assists to choose the most suitable and
beneficial route of flight. Such software as Propeller Auto, Shturman, NavigatorSky are
indispensable for many drone’s pilot. They provide full confidence and safety during the flight
and save a lot of nerves and energy for the drone’s owner.

Recent examples of application of drones include terrorist groups using drones in
surveillance activities and delivering chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear and explosive
materials in conflict zones, and an environmental group which repurposed a hobby drone to
enter the secure airspace of a nuclear site and crash into a building highlighted the current reality
of the threat posed by the illicit use of drones.

Top risks of drone usage are closely tied with cyber-security [2]:

e GPS spoofing. A way to take control of a drone. Attackers feed drones with false GPS
coordinates and take full control of the platform (guidance of flight). Security
researchers have demonstrated how a hijacked drone can be used to hijack other drones,
ending in a drone swarm under the control of cyber criminals. It is easy to realize that
in such a case, the threat potential increases drastically and can be compared to the way
botnets perform DDoS attacks, taking over a significant amount of systems and Internet
of Things (10T) devices.
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o Downlink intercept. Allows a criminal accessing all transmitted data between the drone
and the controller. Since the majority of commercial drones systems interact with their
base using unencrypted communication channels, they can become vulnerable to
exploitation by a cyber-criminal who can intercept and have access to sensitive data
drone exchanges with the base such as pictures, videos, and flight paths.

« Data exploitation. Critical infrastructure is protected in the terms of digital and physical
security. The use of drones can overcome physical security limitations and
cybersecurity protections, for a mini computer mounted on a small drone can approach
undetected sensitive areas and carry out nefarious operations, mimic a Wi-Fi network
to steal data, hijack Bluetooth peripherals, perform keylogging operations to steal
sensitive passwords, as well as compromise access points, unsecured networks, and
devices.

A group of scientist states [2] that with technological advances, new hazards and

exposures (vulnerabilities) always come to light, including:
1. Injury to people or damage to property arising from drones that fall from above
or crash into buildings or other aircraft
2. Privacy, as virtually all drones are equipped with cameras
3. Cyber liability, as drones capture significant amounts of data that is stored within
the drone or beamed to the cloud
4. Financial loss if drone usage causes business interruption
According to reputable aviation experts [3] the drone’s industry will encounter with the
following threats:

8. Drone-Based Hacking

A couple of benefits of drones—their portability and advanced technology—can also
prove to be great liabilities. Small drones are easy and attractive targets to thieves, and the
industry hasn’t developed many internal safeguards for stolen drones. Unlike the traditional
aircraft industry, which has a tracking system and serial numbers for aircraft parts, the drone
industry hasn’t adopted either a tagging or tracking system. In other words, there’s almost no
chance of recovering a stolen drone.

Another benefit that could become a potential liability is the flexibility of the
technology—that is, a drone’s potential as a broad-use aircraft. In theory, the same drone that
photographs a parcel of land for a realtor on one day could be used to survey a hazardous
chemical spill the following day.

The European regulatory framework is based on the following principles [4]:

A risk-based and proportionate approach:

The new framework will introduce three categories of operations (open, specific and
certified) according to the level of risks involved. A different regulatory approach will be
adopted for each category. Low-risk operations (“open” category) will not require any
authorization, but will be subject to strict operational limitations. For medium risk
operations, operators will have to require an authorization from the national aviation
authority on the basis of a standardized risk assessment or a specific scenario (specific
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category). Finally, in case of high-risk operations, classical aviation rules will apply
(certified category).
A sharing of responsibilities between the EU and the Member States:

To bring the necessary flexibility, Member States will be able to define "zones" to
restrict the access of certain portions of their airspace or on the contrary relax the conditions
there. By doing so, national specificities will be addressed at the most appropriate level.
Registration and authorizations will also be implemented at national level on the basis on
common rules.

By the end of 2020, the European Commission have adopted two regulations
covering unmanned aircraft operations in the Open and Specific categories [4]. The first
regulation defines rules and procedures for the operation of unmanned aircraft. The second
one defines the technical specification applicable to the drones authorized to be operated
under the open category.

Latvia holds a huge opportunities and potential of application of UAV in agriculture
business. Everything to do with commercial agriculture involves a long-term commitment and
a vast range of cumbersome but important processes. The good news is that, through the use of
new technology, some of these processes can be simplified. Agricultural drones have been
changing the face of farming and cultivation (preparation of soil for crops) heavily the past 3-5
years, and provide brand new opportunities to make agricultural processes easier and a lot more
efficient. They also completely change the way that many farmers and other entities go about
their business. It is also important to note that the use of such technology is also a lot safer than
the manual labor of farm workers.

The emergence of drones in the technology market in the 21st century is a significant
step into the future. This technological breakthrough has turned the view of the modern world
so much that it was difficult to foresee it. In that way, agricultural drone is an amazing advance
technology, which is becoming a tool like any agricultural equipment. Various reasons have
behind this, like comparatively cheap agricultural drone with advanced imaging capabilities
and sensor are giving specific data to the farmer. By using this data, farmer can increase yields
and reduce crop damage. Moreover, less use of pesticides reduces environmental damages.
However, farming is an input-output problem. With using of drone, farmer can reduce inputs —
water and pesticides and maintaining same output, it will be overcoming the food shortage.
Agricultural drone changes farmer’s ability to monitor and manage the key aspect of farm
business that is impossible to sustain in remote place. Moreover, food production companies
and research institute try develop agricultural drone capabilities.

As a result, this technology relies on the targeted combination of market pull and
technology push activities. So, from the market needs agricultural drone innovation comes and
it established as new innovation technology to help meet the needs of agricultural sector.

CONCLUSIONS

Any system has advantage and disadvantage and drones cannot be exceptional. Drones
provide useful missions to prevent injuries, accidents, and hazards when it involves navigating
in an environment that is not suitable for human survival. Today, drones are now undergoing a
commercialization process because it is now being manufactured and produced by
technological and logistics companies around the world.

On the one hand, drones are very popular because mass media networks patronize its
functionality and efficiency when capturing videos and images. You will notice that drones are
common in touristy areas due to travel blogger promotions. Video bloggers use drones to further
increase the popularity of their videos; hence, promoting the device to other new vioggers [5].
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Travel companies use drones to maximize the tourism potential of an area that is popular to all
tourists.

On the other hand, there are concerns or troubles in drones that affects user’s navigation
routine. A local government unit sometimes restricts the use of drones when there is an ongoing
military conflict. Drones are also blocked from entering a restricted zone such as military
facilities that are conducting experimentation and active military training inside their camps.
These growing restrictions prompts drone users to consider the rules and regulations of drone
usage to a certain area so that they will not be subjected to either ethical or legal violations.
User violators are at risk for legal apprehension that could mandate them to pay for financial
compensation or imprisonment for several days if caught violating laws [5].

The drone industry is also advancing in Latvia at a rapid pace. Large numbers of UAVs
are being sold and used around the whole country. For example, in 2020 Latvia State Police has
acquired 50 drones for monitoring road traffic. Number of private users of drones in Latvia is
hard to say, however, it’s figure is increasing each year.

Integration of UAV in agriculture sector of Latvian economics is one of prior and
important direction of development of drone’s industry. Although agriculture is one of the
largest industries in Latvia, the fields that are managed with the technologies of intensive or
classic agriculture still dominate. However, the introduction of new approaches in agriculture
would not only benefit the environment, but would help make economically beneficial
decisions.

Besides that, special attention should be given to the market for military drones in Latvia
which is expected to fast development in 2020-2025 years. The UAVs will enhance aerial
surveillance and reconnaissance capabilities of the National Armed Forces, as well as reinforce
indirect fire support control capabilities. The UAVs will also be used in search, rescue and other
similar civilian operations.

At the same time, the drone industry is expected to generate huge number of jobs,
according to preliminary calculation it is about 10 000 working places in Latvia. Mainly it refers
to developing of proper software (IT-specialists/programmers) and construction of drones
(engineers).

The use of such technologies help improves living conditions of Latvian residents,
namely farmers, policemen, firefighters, delivery workers. There are benefits and challenges in
the use of UAVs. Governments are trying to keep pace with these developments by framing
proper rules and regulations.

In this situation, a scientific discourse is preferable, which considers it important to use the positive potential
of the multiculturalism of civil society and the communication links between its constituent actors, focused on
achieving agreement (J. Rawls, C. Calhoun, J. Habermas, etc.).

INTRODUCTION

In sociology interethnic communication is considered as a type of social communication
that is carried out "between people of different cultures™ for their effective interaction (Rogers,
Hart, Miike 2002, p. 5, 7). The relationship between different ethnocultural identities is the goal
of interethnic communication. In the process of such communication, a certain degree of
interethnic solidarity of people is formed and a certain degree of mutual recognition of the
statuses of their ethno-cultural identity is realized. In this sense, it is hardly necessary to
consider as such communication the interaction of people with different ethnic identities due,
for example, to their economic specialization in the conditions of division of labor (Hechter
1996, p. 90 — 98; Rot¢iilds 1999, p. 34 — 61). In general, interethnic communication and the
identities of the ethno-cultural groups that participate in it are extremely closely related. At the
same time, the relationship between these social phenomena is extremely contradictory.
Sociologists and social psychologists recognize the importance of communication as a factor
influencing the formation of the social identity of groups, but, at the same time, emphasize that
the identity of a social group is unthinkable without distancing from the identity of other groups
and limiting contacts with them (Jenkins 2006, p. 5; Tajfel 1978, p. 77 — 98; Turner 1982, p. 19
— 21), since ethnic groups with a pronounced identity claim their individual and collective
rights. Some scholars even say that interethnic communication leads to the blurring of
boundaries between the identities of ethnic groups (Hechter 1975, p. 22 — 34). Although this
relationship is not so unambiguous, as it was shown, for example, by F. Barth (Barth 1996, p.
75 — 82). For example, G. H. Mead believed that communication forms the interactive nature
of social identity, combining elements of the identity of the parties to the interaction (Mead
1996, p. 222). A. Schitz saw in the "life world" of a person the results of the interactive
influence of others (Schiitz, 2003, p. 402 — 403, 802). However, the question of the degree of
adaptation of the parties to the ethno-cultural interaction to the values of the other side of
communication and to the very need for such communication is open.

Interethnic communication is understood as a type of social, cultural, and information
exchange that promotes mutual influence and mutual understanding between ethnic groups.
Understanding interethnic communication as a process of exchanging social and cultural values
allows us to determine whether ethnic groups seek mutual benefit in their relations with each
other in the process of interaction. The absence of mutual benefit, the expected reaction from
another ethnic group means the termination of communication-exchange, leads to a decrease in
mutual trust and influence of one group on the other (Gatignon 1986, p. 534 — 536). It should
be noted that ethnic groups, as self-referential social systems (Leydesdorff 2003, p. 1 — 3), and
their active representatives seek to control interethnic communication in order to prevent the
erosion of their identity.
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Interethnic communication in national democratic states implements two relationships
between ethnic groups. On the one hand, such communication in societies with a well-
established character of interethnic relations is carried out between ethnic groups, whose
identities often have different status in society. This is especially evident in national states,
where the ethno-cultural, linguistic content of the national identity is associated with the identity
of the ethno-national majority. While the identities of ethnic minorities are present in the public
space of national states and are considered as one of the forms of national identity, depending
on the level of development of democracy. On the other hand, differences in the status of the
identities of the ethnic majority and minorities in democratic and liberal states coexist with the
principle of equal rights of people, regardless of their ethnic origin and cultivated ethnic
identity. However, in reality, there are quite contradictory relations between the principle of
subordination of the majority and minority identities and the principle of liberal equality.

BASIC THEORETICAL AND PRACTICAL PROVISION

As the diverse practice of interethnic contacts shows, especially in nation-states with
distinctly accentuated differences between the ethno-national majority and ethnic minorities,
the common space of communication between various social, including ethno-cultural groups,
is adjusted by the established identities of these groups and their official and unofficial
institutionalization. The nature of interethnic communication (its depth, variety of connections,
the degree of reproduction in different generations of people, etc.) is determined by the
consensus established in society between ethnic groups in relation to the most important societal
values. In multi-ethnic societies, the totality of these values includes not only those that underlie
the economic and socio-political, which are generally non-ethnic in nature, but also those that
ensure the functioning of the identities of the ethno-national majority and ethnic minorities.
Intensive inter-ethnic communication indicates an established consensus on these values among
ethnic groups. In it, institutionalized values that have a transpersonal character are realized and
reinforced in personal forms of human interaction. Conversely, the lack of need for such
communication speaks not so much about its socio-psychological barriers among carriers of
different ethnic identities, but rather about the weakness or lack of such a value consensus at
the level of ethnic groups. In this context, researchers of modern nations just emphasize the
pernicious approach to them, based solely on the recipes of assimilatory nationalism of the 18th
— 19th centuries. The identities of modern multi-ethnic nations are a complex entity that
includes both the identities of the ethno-national majority and other ethnic groups and
minorities. And not always such a societal consensus between ethnic groups is established,
giving rise to a conflict in national states between their territorial, civil and ethno-cultural
characteristics of the organization (Brubaker 1996, p. 67 — 69; Deutsch 1979, p. 270 — 290;
Smith 1986, p. 149 — 150). Such a consensus should also be established at the level of the
general civil political culture, which includes respect for both the rights of the ethno-national
majority and ethnic minorities. Otherwise, civil nationalism will be no different from cultural
nationalism (Smith 1995, p. 100 — 102). Moreover, we cannot limit ourselves only to respect
for the individual dignity of people with a different ethnic identity. The civic culture of multi-
ethnic societies should also include respect for the results of the realization of the collective
identity of ethnic groups. Therefore, for the formation of a societal consensus in multi-ethnic
societies, public discussions of ethno-political issues concerning the interests of both the ethno-
national majority and ethnic minorities are extremely important.

As shown by P. Berger and T. Luckmann, social identity is defined, first of all, by the
diversity of people's social activities, which results in the social structure of a society that needs
"order, governance and stability". And the "institutional order" of society imposes "profiled
identities" (Berger, Luckmann 1995, p. 87, 146 — 151, 265). J. Baudrillard generally believed
that in postmodern conditions, social identity is rigidly imposed in the™ constant universal
mobilization” of individuals (Baudrillard 2000, p. 14). The idea of imposing social identity by
established social structures and institutions of power was also recognized by M. Foucault
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(Foucault 2002, p. 8; Foucault 1999, p. 17). Therefore, the parameters of interethnic
communication reproduce the existing order of society, including the dynamic nature of the
relations of power and dominance between the ethno-national majority and ethnic minorities.
The identities of some ethnic groups that have less social and cultural capital than others can be
manipulated and "symbolically abused” (Bourdieu 2005, p. 169). Such views of some
sociologists are a kind of reaction to the weakening of the role of national states in the regulation
of interethnic relations.

J. Habermas nevertheless considers it important to use the positive potential of the
multiculturalism of civil society and the communication links between its constituent actors,
focused on achieving agreement. But for this, it is necessary that the society at the level of the
basic values of the "life world" has a "context" of the processes of mutual understanding
(Habermas 2000, p. 69, 90, 139, 158, 163 — 170, 199, 202). This can be facilitated by the public
sphere of society, which implements the political participation of citizens through mechanisms
of joint discussions open to all citizens (Fraser 1990, p. 56 — 80; Habermas 1989, p. 1). The
content of the general public sphere of democratic multi-ethnic states is determined by the
interweaving of liberal values that protect the equality of citizens, regardless of their ethnic
origin and cultivated ethno-cultural identity, and the existing institutionalization of the
identities of the ethno-national majority and ethnic minorities.

The public space of interethnic communication is institutionalized on the basis of
various social statuses and roles assigned to the collective identities of the ethno-national
majority and ethnic minorities. If the liberal values of equality are formal in society, then the
pronounced ethno-social stratification encourages the fragmentation of the general civil public
space. This leads to the relativization of liberal values and universal moral norms, depending
on the assessment of "one's own" and "others" in the processes of interethnic communication
(Gert 2016; Freeman, Littlejohn, Pearce 1992, p. 311 — 329; Harman 1975, p. 3 — 22; Wong
1984, p. 23 — 36). However, the public space only partially includes the manifestations of the
collective identities of ethnic groups, leaving out the areas of active intra-ethnic interactions, in
which the languages of ethnic groups that are not official are most actively functioning
(Eidheim 1969, p. 49 —53).

There is also a partial variable ethnic categorization of individual representatives of
other ethnic groups (Barth 1996, p. 75 — 82). But the existing ethnosocial differences and even
their inequalities are not in themselves an obstacle to interethnic communication. The success
of interethnic communication depends on the degree of openness of the identities of those ethnic
groups that participate in this process (Kim 2006, p. 284, 291), as well as on whether
representatives of ethnic minorities perceive the existing type of relations between them and
the ethno-national majority as fair, taking into account their interests as non-dominant social
groups (Rawls 2005, p. 60 — 61, 84, 126 — 134, 395 — 396).

There are different ways of sociological interpretation of interethnic communication,
which is carried out within a multi-ethnic society, depending on the understanding of the
features of the societal integration of this society. Thus, in Talcott Parsons ‘theory, social
communication should realize and reproduce societal integration, which is dominated by a
single culture that serves to "stabilize the system". Although Parsons admitted that there is a
differentiation of culture in society at the level of its "subsystems"”, he did not specifically
analyze models of social communication that take into account the differentiation of normative
culture (Parsons 2000, p. 470, 490 — 497, 543 — 545).

After the Second World War, the sociological school began to focus on the
understanding of interethnic communication in multi-ethnic societies as a way to integrate the
ethno-cultural identities of ethnic minorities into the common national and civil identity. There
is also an increase in the attention of researchers to the status of social communication in society
asawhole, since it is considered a mechanism for expanding the base of socio-ethnic integration
by actively attracting the potential of previously ignored ethnic groups and minorities. This idea
is most actively defended in various versions of liberal multiculturalism and as a variant of it —
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interculturalism). For example, Jurgen Habermas specifically focuses on the analysis of the
social resources of the widest possible range of different social groups with the status of
majority and minority (Habermas 2001, p. 244), but recognizing each other as equal partners,
implementing "paradigms of mutual understanding™ (Habermas 2010, p. 17 — 18). In addition,
the strengthening of communication systems strengthens the independence of civil society and
its institutions from the pressure of political, administrative and economic life (Habermas 1989,
p. 237,56, 83, 147). In particular, the development of civil society institutions is of particular
interest to ethnic and other social minorities, whose collective identities, for one reason or
another, have not received adequate recognition by the official structures of the national state.

CONCLUSIONS

However, some researchers still do not consider it realistic in modern circumstances to
solve fundamental social problems through communication and compromise between social
groups (Flyvbjerg 1998, p. 222 — 224). The reasons are diverse — this is the pressure of
government institutions on the processes of social communication (Foucault 2002, p. 330), the
conflicting nature of social communication itself (Calhoun 1996, p. 205, 212 — 216, 221 — 222),
too deep socio-cultural differentiation in modern society (Johnson 2006, p. 2 — 11, 63 — 68, 97,
175), the insignificant possibilities of the public sphere of bourgeois society in reducing social
injustice (Thomassen 2010, p. 16, 21, 48, 87, 152), etc. However, such criticism can be
considered faultless if we do not take into account the real need of many social groups and
minorities to achieve positive recognition in society, in the pursuit of social justice, including
the redistribution of power. We can agree with the opinion of Jean Cohen and Andrew Arato
that the common collective identity of a multicultural and multi-ethnic society requires a
constantly renewed communicative discourse between the bearers of different identities
(Cohen, Arato 2003, p. 457 — 463, 470, 479, 484 — 485, 495).
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ABSTRACT

Background: The article examines the explicit and implicit competencies of forced migrants, describes
its markers, and the types of strategies for the stay of refugees in the country of temporary resettlement.

Methods: The research is located in qualitative methods. We used the principles and techniques of the
so-called "grounded theory" to analyze data gathered through free interviews with eight forced migrants.

Results: We found that forced migrants are guided in their choice of a place of forced displacement both
on the basis of explicit competence, in the formation of which social ties provide a significant role, and on their
own poorly reflected experience of experiencing the hardships associated with forced departure from their native
places. Moreover, based on this, four strategies for choosing the place of temporary movement: an unambiguous
explicit choice; an unambiguous explicit-implicit choice; an indirect implicit-explicit choice; an indirect implicit
choice were described. At the same time, we noted that there were significantly more markets of implicit
competence in the informants' narratives than indicators of explicit competence, and they were more diverse.

Conclusions: Our research contributes to the literature on migrant identity practice concerning the
structures of the personality self-determination model by proposing to separate implicit and explicit competence,
with the former associated with social relationships, and the latter with manifestations of autonomy. Future
research may draw a larger sample of the influence of social and autobiographical contexts on the attitude towards
temporary resettlement in another country, as well as the direction and intensity of attitudes toward integration
into the Latvian society of refugees from Ukraine.

Background

Forced migrants from Ukraine in 2022 joined the annually growing number of refugees
in the world. In 2021, there were more than 30 million of them, which has become one of the
pressing global problems of the new century [31]. More than 10 million Ukrainians were forced
to leave their homes, half of them left the country, primarily to the EU countries, the UK, the
USA, and Canada. According to the UNHCR, as of August 5, 2022, there are 3,933,695
Ukrainians in Europe for temporary protection or similar national protection schemes[32],

The Baltic countries, including Latvia, provided active assistance to forced migrants
from Ukraine and accepted over 35 thousand forced Ukrainian migrants (as of August 12, 2022)
[331]

There are many types of migration. It can be caused by natural and man-made disasters.
Chornobyl has become one of the man-made symbols of internal forced migration. The
beginning of the 21st century was marked by a fairly wide labor migration of Ukrainians,
primarily to European countries. In 2014, Ukraine faced the internal migration of 1.7 million
residents from Russian-occupied Crimea, and parts of the Donetsk and Luhansk regions.
Russia's aggression since February 24, 2022, is associated with a new wave of forced
resettlement of Ukrainians to regions that are safe for their life [26].

The problem of forced migrants is a problem for both the country that migrants represent
and the country that receives them. At the same time, the relevance of the topic is dictated by
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both scientific and pragmatic challenges. Wartime is a time of uncertainty and risk. The process
of deciding to move is a little rationalized process since rapidly changing contexts and the
weight of the analyzed factors are accompanied by a high emotional coloring of events and do
not allow a fully reflexive approach to solving the problem. War with particular acuteness
actualizes the meaning of everyday contextual knowledge or implicit competence. Many details
of the context of life activity determine survival strategies. These details vary: explosions, the
smell of gunpowder, broken tanks and spent shell casings, a fire for cooking once a day, cold
basements, overnight stay in the subway, checkpoints...

Extreme conditions associated with threats to life, for people of non-extreme activities,
actualize hidden reserves of knowledge and skills, in other words, implicit competence, which
can be understood as a hidden, non-obvious aggregated competence associated with effective
problem-solving in conditions of uncertainty and threats to life. In other words, the practices of
involuntary resettlement in the face of military threats are largely determined by the ability to
quickly, the little-realized process of transdisciplinary learning as the basis for their successful
adaptation. In this regard, one can agree with the opinion of Z. Bauman, who called modern
society a society of individual security, which means that evacuation and forced departure can
be considered a condition for avoiding threats to one's own health and property [12].

Forced migrants from the country that has been attacked, first of all, are women with
children and elderly parents due to restrictions on the departure of men. The gender aspect of
this problem gives particular relevance to the study of the practice of temporary resettlement of
residents of areas subjected to aggression from other countries. First of all, we are talking about
the self-determination of the resettlement practices of young women of working age, saving
themselves and their children and loved ones from the threat of destruction. However, migrants
to different countries, including European countries, can be considered not only as an object of
care but also as a population resource for the host. Hence, the study of the specifics of forced
migrant strategies is of particular importance for society as a whole and for the governments of
both countries: both the country that has been subjected to aggression and the host country.

Psychologists and sociologists are trying to deal with the large-scale phenomenon of
Ukrainian refugees. At the same time, the very choice of a country of asylum turned out to be
beyond the scope of scientific reflection. Of course, there are many factors that determined the
choice of country. Each of the countries hosting Ukrainian refugees has its own cultural
characteristics and opportunities for a reception. We tried to understand the peculiarities of the
choice of Latvia as a temporary asylum for Ukrainian migrants.

From a scientific point of view, discursive markers of explicit and implicit competence
in the search for answers to military challenges and methods of identification, as well as the
role of national (political and ethnic) identity in the setting for temporary resettlement in other
countries, are of interest. The implicit competence of internally displaced persons is determined,
in our opinion, firstly, by the variety of rapidly replenished scientific knowledge, the
assimilation of which occurs in the course of a person’s entire life, with the development of
areas of its application, including through new types of life activity. Secondly, a system of
human practices (educational or forced displacements) that requires transdisciplinary implicit
competence, which ensures the formation of “personal knowledge” (according to M. Polanyi)
[24], grasping significant connections in new contexts, and allows finding adequate ways to
resolve emerging situations. Such competence can be considered the basis for the self-
determination of personality.

In our work, we explore the role of implicit competence in the self-determination of the
lives of forced migrants. In doing so, we strive for a deeper understanding of discursive markers
of explicit and implicit competencies of displaced persons.

The article is organized as follows: the first part of our article examines the scientific
literature related to the concepts of migration and the self-determination of internally displaced
persons. Then we detail the methodological framework used to conduct this study. We present
the results with commentary, a critical discussion of our results, and the strengths and
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weaknesses of the study. In conclusion, we draw conclusions summarizing the key perspectives
and define the prospects for future research.

LITERATURE REVIEW AND THEORETICAL FOUNDATIONS

The term "migration” refers to resettlement, namely the territorial movement of the
population, which is associated with a change of place of residence. Many typologies of
migration testify to the complexity of the phenomenon itself, the variety of factors that affect
the movement of people, and the presence of various theories that, within the framework of
various sciences, explain it and clarify the conceptual apparatus for describing it. Traditionally,
we are talking about labor migration, about the "brain drain” - relevant for many post-Soviet
countries, including Ukraine and Latvia [ 6, 7,10, 17,18, 23]. For Ukraine, the last decade was
marked by forced migration of the population due to the temporary occupation of some of its
territories by the Russian Federation.

In the official documents of Ukraine and Latvia, two official types of migration are
distinguished: "forced migrants" and “refugees” in terms of state assistance and legal status.
Common in these statuses is the very moment of coercion. According to M. Slyusarevsky and
O. Blinova [8], the differences from a psychological point of view lie in the fact that a person
with refugee status is dominated by remoteness from a dangerous place, while a forced migrant
has the moment of assessing the place of resettlement, that is, he chooses a place for
resettlement in that or some other degree. In our opinion, this statement does not fully reflect
reality, since a migrant has the opportunity to choose one of these statuses with different
possibilities and consequences, which means making a vital decision with varying degrees of
possible reflection.

We are impressed by two ideas. One of the ideas is that forced migrants are “ordinary
people and “purposeful actors” immersed in certain life circumstances, belongs to D.Turton [
29].

G. Uehling, in turn, insists that *moving to another country is, to a certain extent, their attempt
to build their world in new circumstances” [ 33].

We agree with D. Massey [20], the author of the synthetic theory of migration, that all
approaches to understanding migration can be conditionally divided into two large groups:
those that focus on the factors and causes of migration, and those that rely on analysis
mechanisms of self-development and self-support of migration. We can also accept the
clarifications of N. Sakiz [25], who clarifies that migration studies focus ecither on the
motivational component of migration (forced or voluntary) or on the adaptation component -
on the consequences of migration and ways to correct the behavior of a migrant. Our work can
be attributed rather to the second approach.

The concept of self-determination is taken as the basis of our study. In its most general
form, self-determination is understood as the ability of a person to determine his behavior. In
other words, self-determination is the ability of a person to make decisions about how to behave
and to use these decisions as causal prerequisites for his behavior. According to the ideas of E.
Desi and R. Ryan, the readiness to manage or self-determination of one's behavior provides
competence, autonomy, and social ties [16].

Competence is one of the key elements of the theory of determination. With all the
diversity, to understand competence in its most general form, competence is the availability of
knowledge, experience, and skills necessary for effective activity in a given subject area.
Competence - potential readiness to solve problems with knowledge of the matter; includes
content (knowledge) and procedural (skill) components and implies knowledge of the essence
of the problem and the ability to solve it; constant updating of knowledge, possession of new
information for the successful application of this knowledge in specific conditions, i.e.
possession of operational and mobile knowledge. Competence is the possession of a certain
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competence, i.e. knowledge and experience of their activities, allowing them to make judgments
and make decisions.

Many researchers note the ambivalence of the concepts of competence. Since the end of
the 20th century, the question “...iS competence a personal attribute, an action or the result of
an action...” has been debatable [11, p. 3]. We are interested in the opinion of Weinert, who
notes that “many implicit (in word usage) and explicit (in the theoretical frame of reference)
definitions of competence are so heterogeneous that only a small, vague conceptual core
remains” [25, p. 26].

We agree with the opinion that the theory of self-determination is more about explicit
competence [ 35 ]. In our pilot study, we tried to show that implicit competence is most
pronounced in terms of life risks and is largely associated with the need for autonomy. Implicit
competence is understood by us as a latent aggregated competence in effective problem-solving
under conditions of uncertainty.

In this article, we are trying to study the experience of forced migrants from the eastern,
southeastern, and central regions of Ukraine, who ended up in Latvia due to threats of shelling
and occupation. At the same time, we strive to show how our informants tried, with varying
degrees of reflexivity, to decide on the choice of the country of temporary residence, both with
the help of social connections and intuitively, taking responsibility for the choice made. This
indicates that the unforeseen circumstances of a given time and space may lead a forced migrant
to use both explicit and implicit competencies that help him at different stages of deciding to
move to another country.

Methods

The choice of methods was determined by the goals and objectives of the study. The
purpose of the research project is to study the role of implicit competence in the self-
determination of the life path of internally displaced persons.

The following tasks were set

1. To identify discursive markers of explicit and implicit competencies of displaced
persons.

2. To reveal the relationship of implicit competence with the praxeological features of
the life of refugees.

3. To identify the features of the social and autobiographical contexts of the stay of
Ukrainian refugees in Latvia.

4. To determine the specifics of the ethnic attitudes of the refugees.

5. To reveal the role of national (political and ethnic) identity in the context of temporary
resettlement in Latvia.

6. To determine the relationship of the integration-disintegration attitude towards the
host country with the assessment of psychological well-being.

7. To determine

8. To reveal the direction and intensity of the attitude towards ethnocultural similarities
and differences (positive or negative) of refugees from Ukraine.

The idea of the study was based on the fact that, on the one hand, the uniqueness of the
experienced experience of migrants is difficult to formalize but is transmitted through the
personal testimonies of the migrants themselves, and on the other hand, narratives and
discourses become an important element of migrants' self-reflection, allowing them to develop
their strategy and establish itself in its correctness. engaging in communication with different
people and telling them about the experience and the difficulties of deciding to resettle.

The methodology of so-called qualitative research was chosen, which seems to be the
most appropriate for the purposes and objectives of the study. Modern psychology, they are
increasingly turning to the study of hidden, non-public, intimate, subjective spheres of human
life in rapidly changing conditions, including those associated with risk.
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The purpose of qualitative research is to identify existing relevant opinions, including
unexpected ones. according to R. Merton. Their quantitative shares at the stage of qualitative
research are not important and can be determined later.

It should be noted that, in general, interest in qualitative methods occurs against the
background of a theoretical understanding of the constructivist activity of people and the
formation of a constructivist approach in the humanities. Appeal to qualitative methods in this
case, in our opinion, is appropriate because our study is addressed to the analysis of people's
activities, which implies a plurality of outcomes of their own decisions. Any decision-making
process is presented as a series of successive choices made by the subject from the set of all
possible ones, of which only one is real, and the rest are conceivable as logically possible, i.e.
representing possible facts or connections of things consistently. In addition, from our point of
view, the use of qualitative methods in our case is justified, since new, only emerging
phenomena and processes, including rapidly disappearing, transitional ones, are characterized
by unformed internal and external relations, their stochastic and random character. The life
cycle of such newly growing phenomena can be historically short, while their influence on
subsequent events and people’s lives can be great. We also add that qualitative methods, in our
opinion, are effective for the study of statistically insignificant events, which, despite this, can
have a decisive influence on the course of social processes. It is important to emphasize that the
use of qualitative methods is advisable in the study of the subjective, personal component of
migration processes, which is characterized by incomplete identity of externally observed
behavior and internal meanings and motives. In such situations, the typicality of manifestations
can mask real meanings and meanings, both following malicious intent, and because inner
experiences are always unique, and forms of expression are objective and typical. Let us also
add that qualitative methods are effective for studying the hidden, intimate, non-public side of
aperson’s life, which, under cultural and social norms, is not shown in principle, may contradict
them, and develop not to be shown for a certain period, but potentially in the future may become
dominating in society [ 5].

At the heart of the research design, therefore, the emphasis of the criteria for choosing
research methods has been shifted from procedural features to features of individual and group
experience as a whole [5 ].

A free interview method with a list of main topics for discussion was chosen.

From our point of view, free interviews are appropriate in our case, since it allows us
to take into account the diversity of opinions of informants with different experiences of
experiencing direct military events. In other words, free interviews in our case are appropriate
for studying the qualitative originality of the experiences of people included in certain relatively
well-known situations. This made it possible to imagine the main blocks of possible experience,
and its task is to display the diversity of experience as much as possible. The main blocks of
experience that we single out can be represented in different ways in individual experiences. It
is the qualitative originality of the intersection of the trajectories of various experiences that
forms the basis for the use of free interviews in our study.

Main topics for discussion: What specific events in your life preceded your departure
from Ukraine? What were you guided by when deciding to leave Ukraine? Why did you choose
Latvia as a temporary refuge? How did you settle in Latvia? (housing, employment, financial
situation). Do you have connections with fellow migrants like you, and what are they like?
What is your current emotional state? How important is your nationality to you and what is its
role in your life in Latvia? How familiar are you with the local culture and what have you done
to get to know Latvia better? What are your plans regarding your stay in Latvia? What do you
like and dislike about Latvia? Do you visit the Help Center for Ukrainians in Latvia and how
often? To what extent did the work of the Center help in your settling in Latvia?

Based on this, the use of qualitative methods involves: - the selection of informants, not
so much based on their socio-demographic characteristics, but based on taking into account
their experience in solving a particular problem; the orientation of the wording of questions to
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reflect the life experience of the informant; the use of strategies that allow repeated appeals to
the informant related to the clarification of information; taking into account the need not so
much to maintain anonymity, which in some situations is impossible, but to preserve the
personal motivation of the informant in the study and its continuation.

Eight women aged 30 to 60 took part in the hour-long interview. We emphasize that
according to V. Smal [ 28 ], women in the middle age categories also became forced migrants
after the annexation of Crimea and the occupation of parts of the Donetsk and Lugansk regions.
We also took into account the activity of hostilities in different regions of Ukraine. but at the
same time, we considered that "the intensity of hostilities, as measured by combat casualties, is
not a good general predictor of bias” [ 33, p.12]. We paid attention to the life experiences of
internally displaced persons, not to the intensity of the fighting that forced them to migrate.

Thus, among the informants were: 2 women from Mariupol and its suburbs, 2 from
Kharkiv, 2 women from the south of Mykolaiv and Odesa, and one woman each from Kyiv and
the Dnieper.

In addition, when selecting informants, marital status, the presence and age of children,
and the timing of departure from Ukraine were taken into account. The number of informants
was determined according to the criterion of repeatability of key variants of positions. The
processing of the results took place in 2 stages - a general analysis of judgments on the research
topic and an analysis of a free interview using the principles and techniques of the so-called
"grounded theory" [ 27].

Findings

The analytical process allowed us to capture the main decision-making situations related
to the choice of the country of temporary migration and the interpretation of the contexts of
these decisions. We present key statements from participants to document the scope of our
analysis.

General analysis of the study results

So, in conditions of uncertainty, from our point of view, the role of implicit competence
increases [22]. Confirming signs in the case of refugees from zones of military conflict can be
an assessment of the very possibility of aggression, the time of making decisions on a detour
from the zone itself, and decisions on moving to a country of temporary residence; additional
transit movements away from a dangerous place; moving from decision influenced by others to
self-decision: indirect measuring scales that appear in narratives.

The subject of wide discussion before the start of the aggression became in the Ukrainian
and international media both the unreality of the threats of attack and the rapid occupation of
the country if the threats were realized. The "alarm suitcase" became a marker of reflection of
possible threats. An emergency suitcase containing documents and a set of necessary simple
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things like a change of linen, matches, a flashlight, water, and food became the starting point
for making subsequent decisions. The approach to limiting things was dictated by different
forecasts for the speedy end of the war and for the possible hardships of the proposed
movements. It is he who is often mentioned in the stories of informants. His fees, as well as the
decision to move, were made at different times.

I 4. “On the fourth day, when the air raid alerts, sirens, and explosions really began, |
already had a backpack packed like all people, of course. He was always with me. Even while
going to the store, although it is closed. Documents about education, diploma, passport, housing
documents, money, a bottle of water, a change of linen, and warm clothes.

Let's start with an assessment of the probability of an invasion.

I 5. "Kharkiv is located next to the Russian border. It didn’t fit in my head that something
was possible from the other side. A week before, friends from America called. | said that
everything is calm and they worry about nothing. I started to collect the “alarming” suitcase
half an hour after the first explosions. A neighbor, a former military man, claimed that
everything would be over in five days. Will agree. Until the end of February, | was in Kharkiv,
not taking the situation seriously at first, because | thought that it would end right now. Literally
on February 24 at 5:30 in the morning: flying planes, saboteurs running around the city (then
they managed to break into the city once in Kharkiv), shooting, explosions. And the situation.
doesn't fit in my head at all. Planes were flying."

I 3. “For me, everything was a complete surprise, but not for a husband who is an analyst
by profession. He expected and warned me that I needed to leave. I didn’t want to “Come on,
nothing like that will happen.” Well, I was wrong."

I 4. “At 8.00 in the morning, [ went out on my own business. A neighbor stopped me in
the yard and said: "You know that the war." I didn't believe it. I think it's just an old man who
has seen enough news of some kind. | went out to the avenue and saw a bunch of people. I then
realized that they did not understand where to go: to a shelter, or to relatives, or to work, or to
gather with their families. They talked and thought about what to do. And still, I didn't believe
it. I went to work for a few more days. | would never have thought that there would be a murder
of real civilians, that schools and houses would be bombed, and that everything is so serious".

I 1. "I immediately understood that this was a war from the morning of the first
explosions. When you heard about it, you were more confident that you could somehow act
more decisively and confidently in these conditions. And | was confused, panic began. And my
husband tells me: "No, it's just now that several explosions will sound, it cannot be that they
will go to Kyiv and take Kyiv."

Most of the informants were distrustful of not only the formal information, but also the
explosions themselves, air raids, tanks on the streets, and the landing troops. Reality overturned
the existing knowledge and experience. And explicit knowledge was stronger than reality.

The difficult decision to leave for a safer place on the day of the beginning of the
aggression was made by only two of the 8 informants. Many put off the decision to move and
tried to clarify the official information and compare it with their own experience.

I 3. “On the same day (the beginning of the war) we crossed the border with Moldova.
On February 24 at noon, | was already sitting with my bags packed and waiting for my husband
to arrive from work. We folded separately my and my children's suitcase for my husband, in
case he could not leave so that things would not have to be overloaded. That is, there was no
separate “alarming” suitcase”

I 4. “On the very first day, my relatives called me and immediately said: “Take a
ticket and fly to Riga. War. Take a plane and fly." | asked for three days to think. So urgent.
Fly to a foreign country. Airports were bombed the following days. And it got harder and
harder. At one point, my friend called and said: You have 40 minutes - to make a decision.
After these three weeks, | visited the unprepared, abandoned bomb shelter, a real battle was
going on next to this bomb shelter, and in the morning | saw burnt tanks and helped the police
collect cartridges and shells. My decision (was) made in 40 minutes and it was a consequence
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of the fact that 1 had seen enough after the plane and the turntables were flying very low,
especially when people began to leave my multi-story building en masse and there were just a
few people left on the floor of the elderly pensioners. It also works very psychologically and
morally. I could (fly out) if I were more resolute and more interested in the political situation
in the country. I could react more sharply, but, unfortunately, I don’t follow the political
situation that much.”

12. “I didn’t intend to (leave) at all. I said: No, I’m not going anywhere. After 3 weeks,
| realized that something had to be done. | was just afraid to let them go alone (two daughters
and granddaughter).

I 5 “After the first explosions, my son immediately went to Western Ukraine. I refused
to go with him. I escorted him through the fields through the checkpoints.”

But in all cases, the search for a final solution took several weeks and even several
months, and was accompanied first by internal movements, and then in some cases by
movements across several countries.

I 6. “Still, I made up my mind, and first, there was Western Ukraine. I stayed in
Western Ukraine for five days. We came to relatives from Kharkiv and we left in early March.
Yes, yes, yes, we have considered the options. We tried to figure out whether to leave or not. |
did not come to western Ukraine alone, I came with my husband. He is liable for military service
because of his age. he has from 18 to 60. He would not have been able to leave with me, so we
first arrived in western Ukraine through Lviv. We first came to relatives, but this is not our final
stop. No, the decision did not come immediately. It seemed to me that on the Western a little,
well, as we say, such a word "we will sit out” because it was quieter there. But here are the
conditions that were there, with strangers, we traveled with one bag literally, that is, only the
most necessary things: documents and one bag (with things). It's impossible to stay away for so
long."”

For many, the process of deciding to leave was dragged out for weeks for various
reasons, including objective ones: the encirclement of the city, a direct invasion of its borders,
as well as the difficulty of determining the immediate threats and hardships of life in military
conditions. Difficult decisions to leave were made in the face of uncertainty and risk. First of
all, the decision to leave most often arose as a family problem. This is the responsibility for the
safety of children and the problems of personal safety. Family members were included in the
decision-making process and helped to implement it.

Competence is an integral part of the personality's self-determination, as the basis for
its activity and the ability to independently choose ways to ensure its well-being. Explicit
competence consists of knowledge and information about complex situations in peacetime and
wartime, gleaned from scientific sources, textbooks, and the media throughout their lives and
ways of existing in it and overcoming them.

I 4. “A relative gave serious arguments, I conducted my monitoring and made sure that
this is true. Of course, | immediately found it on the way to Bulgaria | went to some Latvian
sites, found some phones, and already called even on the way from Odessa to Bulgaria. | already
called this phone and found out what | was to do upon arrival, where should I go, and how to
make myself known. Somehow, I liked it all. I had no questions about where to go”.

In our study, such explicit competence is described in the informants' narratives in such
markers as reflective, informational progressive, promising, modern, thoughtful, ready-made,
reliable, principled, tested, authoritative, orderly, verifiable, planned, prepared, formalized,
documentary, persisting, multivariate, filtered, stable, imaginary. The core of such competence
is both professional competence and active personal information searches of migrant women
using modern sources of information.

At the same time, we note that there were significantly more markets of implicit
competence in the informants' narratives than indicators of explicit competence, and they were
more diverse.

Their diversity, in our opinion, can be reduced to five main groups:
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Markers associated with the description of effectiveness: unreliable non-authoritative,
unverifiable, unformed, undocumented, unretentive, indeterminate, unpredictable, scarce,
ambiguous, hidden, uninterrupted, disordered indeterminate, vital, spontaneous, unprepared,
stable, changing-unchangeable, inconclusive, possible, unresolved.

Temporal markers such as untimely, real, inevitable, changeable, algorithmic, slow-fast,
increasing, impossible, new, inconclusive, and spontaneous.

Multiplicity markers: non-variant or low-variant, detailed, spatial, temporal, material,
different, mixed, mass-non-mass, unusual.

Integrity markers: unordered, sufficient, continuous, preliminary, simple, simplified.

Existential markers: vital, emotional, scary, threatening, extreme, tragic, every day,
financial, healing, cultural, linguistic, material, vital, everyday, problematic, solvable, natural,
difficult, hard, experienced, acquired, chosen.

Of particular importance is the correlation between the importance of social ties and
the need for autonomy in the process of choosing a country of temporary residence.

Social ties and relationships were at the heart of the decision-making process, primarily
in the form of specific assistance in organizing the move.

First of all, we are talking about personal connections and contacts with people who are
included in the social life of Latvia from different positions: these are the closest relatives
(parents, aunts, uncles, etc.), family members working in Latvian organizations, enterprises or
who have transferred their business to Latvia, friends, and acquaintances.

I 5. The decision to move to Latvia was made in Poland after trying to find work in
Poland or Germany. “My aunt Zlata from Riga called and asked how things were going. Then
she asked me to send her copies of my documents. She went to the clinic and found out that |
could be hired. The law just came out that Ukrainian doctors are taken without the knowledge
of the Latvian language, and you can learn the language for free. Perhaps this information was,
but I, at least, I did not hear about it, | had no idea how to live on. That is, | understood that for
me to somehow exist, | need to work: wash floors or pick strawberries (it was not very
interesting). The aunt's call was the starting point for the decision.”

| 1. Left Kyiv on the first day of the war for one of the regions, but the new house was
next to the military unit. It was decided to go abroad with a girlfriend without any specific plan.
Poland and Germany were considered, where acquaintances had already left. " | was very
nervous. We're going somewhere we don't know. | began to pray for God to guide me. I prayed
for a long time. And suddenly a call from a friend of her husband with an offer of help and an
invitation to Riga. There is no such language barrier here. And we went, counting on at least
some support.

| 7. She temporarily traveled with three children to Ukrainian territory in the
Zaporizhzhia region to visit relatives. “We started to settle down at my aunt’s, but the curfew,
air raid alarms, and fear will suddenly blow up the dam and the water of the Kakhovka reservoir
will simply wash away the new housing. But when the Internet finally started working, my
former student and her parents constantly wrote to me and invited me with their children to
Ramava near Riga. One evening, a call - tomorrow a bus to Poland, and from there, volunteers
will take you directly to Ramava. Found a house. And then in a rural school, they didn’t even
promise a job. Only wash the floors in the pharmacy. It somehow touched me - 31 years of
teaching experience. We left spontaneously."

Employees and management of organizations were also included in the decision-making
process with varying degrees of support.

I 2. “I really didn't want to leave, but my daughters were working remotely for a Latvian
company and the company's management offered to help find housing. The girls considered
different options and found an apartment not far from their work. The road ahead for him and
his granddaughter was not easy, and | decided to accompany them. It was scary to let my girls
go alone.”
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But no less important are social ties, relationships, and the role repertoire associated
with them: relative, spouse, parent, child, friend, student, neighbor, group member, member of
the territorial community, volunteer, employee, leader, owner, fellow traveler, tourist, citizen,
citizen, owner, outsider, enemy.

Social relations often acted as an attractor for deciding to leave in the form of an offer
of concrete help and support. These were family members, relatives and friends, and even
strangers.

We found that the internal evaluation system of migrant women of these relations is
expressed in such dimensions as: friend or foe; near-far; home - non-home; hard-soft; good bad;
solidary - non-solidary; loyal-disloyal; caring - uncaring; cooperating-non-cooperating; joint-
unjoint; sympathetic - sympathetic; joint-separate; benevolent - unfriendly; emotional-
unemotional; empathetic: loved-unloved; self-organizing-non-self-organizing; patriotic-
unpatriotic; organized-unorganized; troublesome - not troublesome; supporting-non-
supporting; offering-non-offering; accompanying-non-accompanying; receiving - non-
receiving; having joined - not connected; meeting-non-meeting; inviting-non-inviting; giving-
non-giving; social-asocial; local-non-local; folk-non-folk; governmental-non-governmental;
national-international.

At the same time, positive modality certainly prevails in the rating scales, which
indirectly indicates the importance of social ties and relationships in deciding to move.

The very duration of decision-making was associated with an attempt to focus on
objective information, but in the end, the key decision was made spontaneously and, at the same
time, at the stage of the immediate decision to move to Latvia, the majority made fundamentally
independent. In other words, at a certain stage, there was an acute need for autonomy, the need
to show one's will, to take the situation under personal control, relying on one's strengths and
weaknesses.

I 6 “Yes, that is, everyone made some decisions for themselves. Nobody quilted anyone.
The situation is that everyone is responsible for himself. Everyone made for himself the
decision because there were nuances. Everyone has chosen their path.”

At the same time, such qualities of informants as pride, sociability, modesty, and
strength of mind can be attributed to the positive aspects of manifestations of autonomy, while
carelessness, slowness, apathy, emotionality, and anxiety can be attributed to the weak.

From our point of view, in wartime conditions and difficult decisions, the role of
implicit competence increases and makes it possible to make non-controversial decisions, the
effectiveness of which is extremely difficult to assess due to very rigid contexts. The context is
understood by us as a system of internal (individual psychological characteristics, knowledge,
and experience), as well as external (objective, sociocultural, etc.) conditions of life and activity
of the individual, which affect the perception, understanding, and transformation of a particular
situation, giving meaning and meaning to this situation as a whole and its components. Internal
contexts include states of health, anxiety, fears, uncertainty, and others. To external contexts -
air raid signals, shelling, direct hostilities, lack of food, encirclement, occupation of settlements,
intermediate evacuations.

In war conditions, when the objective criteria for the effectiveness of activities are
weakened due to the uniqueness and originality of each specific situation, then implicit
competence becomes more productive and attractive from the point of view of resolving a
specific situation. In situations of military threats, generalized, typical, and standardized
knowledge loses its power, and ingenuity, or, according to Sternberg, "street smart™ provides
better adaptation to the external environment, changing it or choosing the best behavior
strategy.

Coming to Latvia is usually the result of social support and an independent autonomous
decision, while such context components as the activity of the host party: the authorities, and
citizens, including through the Center for Assistance to Ukrainians, are important.

Significant personal circumstances include the availability of work for yourself or your
husband (in some cases), found by relatives, acquaintances, or on your own, or the opportunity
to find it. Favorite work, and favorite employment act both as a source of income and as a means
of distraction from the experiences associated with the war.

A specific autobiographical context [22] can be a divorce from a husband, reunification
with a husband working in a host country, the state of health of one's own, and children, fear of
being a burden to loved ones, pregnancy, and accompanying loved ones.

Based on this, four strategies for choosing the place of temporary movement in the
system of two vectors can be distinguished: unambiguity - mediation, explicitness -
implicitness.

an unambiguous explicit choice of the country of temporary residence with a possible
objective assessment of the option due to the experience of working in the chosen country of
family members, including remotely, but without personal experience of staying in it or other
countries.

An unambiguous explicit-implicit choice of a country for temporary asylum with a
possible objective assessment of the option and experience of staying in several countries,
allowing you to include both reflection and intuition.

Indirect implicit-explicit choice of a country for temporary asylum with experience of
staying in the chosen country and other countries and analysis of direct additional information
about Latvia.

Indirect implicit choice of country for temporary asylum based on intuitive decision
making, almost blindly.

All of these options need further testing. This typology helps to understand that in
extremely risky situations with a rapid change in the situation and contexts of one's own life,
complete reflection becomes almost impossible. And risky decisions can be decisions of the
least evil, the best of the worst. At the same time, making such decisions only rationally cannot
be a guarantee of well-being, since any rational choice is primarily a reflection of typical and
generalized properties that do not fully take into account the individual characteristics and
feelings of a particular refugee.

Peculiarities of National and Ethnic Identity of Internally Displaced Persons

The regions of Ukraine inhabited by Ukrainians, Russians, Jews, and other nationalities
and with the fairly wide use of the Russian language were subjected to aggression by Russia.
According to the results of the 2001 census of the population of Ukraine, the national
composition of the country was presented as follows: 77.8% of Ukrainians, and 17.3% of
Russians, a significant part of which lived in the southeastern regions of the country.

Identity issues for forced migrants are among the most frequently discussed issues. First
of all, the issues of maintaining or changing identity in the country of forced migration are
discussed. In particular, «it is argued that in the modern multicultural society, rigidly
determined algorithms for the formation of a national identity, characteristic of previous
historical epochs, are being changed for the principle of variability, choice, and construct of
identity comes™ [19 ].

Of interest is the idea of a context-dependent identity about the presence of many forces
that influence identification processes. These fluctuations can be caused by opportunities, both
psychological and material, such as gaining respect and dignity or finding a job or a better
home.

In our study, we tried to determine the specifics of the ethnic attitudes [36]of refugees
and the role of national (political and ethnic) identity in the context of temporary resettlement
in Latvia.

The following stories from participants illustrate this situation:
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| 5. “My father is Russian, my mother is half Ukrainian, and in Russian-speaking
Kharkiv, | felt Russian, but not Russian, since February 24 we are all Ukrainians without
embroideries, without demonstrations, deep in our souls”

1 7. “When they had already entered Ukrainian territory and saw the Ukrainian flag and
tired Ukrainian soldiers on the bus, everyone was crying. We've just been shot at and there's
silence. We arrived and couldn't believe it. We believed we could get there. | have always felt
like a Ukrainian. In Lviv, they somehow talked more about this than in Mariupol. But now |
don't know where to go back. I have a mother and daughter in the occupied territory and | am
worried about them.”

I 4. “I have always considered myself a man of the world. I speak both Ukrainian and
Russian fluently without an accent. But here | realized that | love Ukraine and I like to speak
Ukrainian. It is one of the melodic languages after Italian. And now pride for Ukrainian soldiers
has been added. The whole world marveled at their resilience. Now | am proud to say that I am
Ukrainian.”

I 3. “Yes, I am half Ukrainian, half Jewish, but at the same time, my mother is half
Ukrainian, half Russian. Probably for the most part I am Ukrainian, but | know for sure that
Jewish blood flows somewhere in me Something like this, a Ukrainian with Jewish blood.

First of all, we note that half of the respondents either both or one of the parents were
of Russian origin, and before Russia's aggression they were inclined to identify themselves with
Russians. At the same time, regardless of ethnicity, after the aggression, all the respondents
definitely felt like citizens of Ukraine, in other words, a civic Ukrainian identity was sharply
manifested. Personal experience of tragic experiences prompted all informants to use the
Ukrainian language more often.

The study showed that although knowledge of the Russian language was considered by
some as a factor that would help them adapt to a new country, at the same time, a certain
prevalence of pro-Russian ideas in the Russian-speaking environment contributes to an even
greater civic Ukrainian identity. Informants had to deal with the fact that not knowing the
Latvian language in some cases made it difficult for them to solve some issues, but the remark
“Sorry, I’'m from Ukraine” in the absolute majority of cases changed the situation to an
orientation towards help or vice versa to accept help. Local residents understand the problems
of Ukrainians both at the level of ordinary people and at the level of government.

I 5. I understand that Latvians who come to the dentist are determined to be spoken to
in Latvian. | ask my assistant to tell them that | am a Russian-speaking doctor from Ukraine
and, unfortunately, I cannot speak Latvian yet. The language barrier does not prevent them from
thanking me after the reception.

Along with attempts to preserve their own culture, there is an unequivocal tendency to
study the Latvian language and Latvian culture. First of all, we note the interest in the Latvian
culture. The country has made it possible to get to know the country through the introduction
of free trips around the country. Differences between cultures rather indicate the level of
adaptation of migrant women, and the commonality in cultures is perceived through the prism
of gratitude for help and support.

I 3. “I think that having moved to another country, it became possible to look, as it were,
into someone else's “garden”. And I think about why I am here and what I am doing here for
my country, what I will learn.”

Most of the informants intend to return home.

I 3. “Then, when they stop shelling Ukraine at all, then I will return to Ukraine, later,
when the risk will be reduced to nothing. Right now, Odessa is quite calm, except for air raid
warnings both day and night (for example, from 3:00 to 3:45). | myself was not in Odessa with
sirens. I can’t imagine how you can sleep under a siren, how you can run to the basement under
a siren. | have only one friend who is still running into the vestibule when the siren howls, but
she gave birth to a child on February 27.

Most likely, Mariupol residents will remain in Latvia.
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I 8. “Definitely not in Mariupol (we are not returning). I don’t see the point (to return)
to the territory of Ukraine either, because it is not known what will happen next. Avoid one to
get into another? Yes, it's scary, scary. This animal fear, when the blood freezes in your veins,
that you don’t understand how much you have left to live and, if it does, then it’s better to let it
be right away - so that no one suffers. God forbid you to go through this again. The only thing
we want is to change the status from temporary protection to family reunification, and since my
husband has been working here for a long time, he has a working residence permit here.”

Thus, gratefully accepting help from Latvia, understanding not simple problems,
including those related to ethnic relations within the country, most informants feel like
representatives of another country to which they want to return.

Having carried out free, axial, and selective coding, we clarified the structures of
concepts that describe the semantic messages of forced Ukrainian migrants.

The key in our opinion was the concept of security, and most often it was not only about
vital security (housing, food) but also spiritual (culture, language, education), psychological
(patriotism, dignity, self-realization), financial, and medical. At the same time, explicit
competence was provided through social connections and relationships, while implicit
competence was associated with autonomy and personal responsibility. The proposed scheme
can be used for further research.

Discussion

Thus, the use of the concept of implicit competence, from our point of view, is fruitful
for understanding the decision-making process in difficult situations that threaten the lives and
well-being of people in war conditions. This concept reflects the internal decision-making
mechanism and self-confidence in making complex, ambiguous decisions. On the one hand,
external assistance acts as a kind of impetus in decision-making, but in the process of realizing
one's own needs, one's own values lead to an understanding of one's autonomy and
responsibility. This probably explains the rather high self-organization of internally displaced
persons. From a scientific point of view, clarification of the content of competence in the system
of concepts proposed by E. Deci and R. Ryan [16] of the components of self-determination
will make it possible to clarify their relationship and significance in a very difficult situation
with a risk to life.

On the one hand, the dissemination of information, and social and volunteer support for
refugees is an important conditions for their survival, but at the same time, the independence
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and responsibility of women who decide to go to a safer place at their peril and risk help them
find the most appropriate ways to respond to military challenges. and threats.

Our study involved women with different military experiences and with different
periods of decision-making about moving to a particular country, to a certain extent
corresponding to their needs and capabilities. The results obtained allow us to explain the rather
active position of internally displaced persons from Ukraine. This means that strong-willed,
professionally trained, highly organized women are temporarily pouring into the society of the
host country, who not only gratefully accept help, support, and sympathy, but actively try to
solve their problems on their own in cooperation with other refugees.

CONCLUSION

The study began with the search for an answer to the question about the discursive
markers of implicit competence and how it affects the everyday practices of forced Ukrainian
women refugees. The results show that forced migrants are guided in their choice of a place of
forced displacement both on the basis of explicit competence, in the formation of which social
ties provide a significant role, and on their own poorly reflected experience of experiencing the
hardships associated with forced departure from their native places. This conclusion indicates
that forced migrants perceive their refugee status as a personal responsibility. This study
clarifies the structures of the personality self-determination model proposed by Deci and Rayon
by proposing to separate implicit and explicit competence, with the former associated with
social relationships, and the latter with manifestations of autonomy.

With a sufficiently high probability of their safe return to their homeland soon, both
countries face the problem of humanitarian support, spiritual development, and the national
identity of forced Ukrainian migrants, especially their children. In the conditions of the
beginning processes of Ukraine's integration into the EU, not only the integration of refugees
into the European space as new residents of the EU countries but also the provision of
psychologically comfortable return to Ukraine of temporary migrants as people with personal
experience of living according to European standards is of particular importance. At the same
time, migration processes can become productive for the host country in terms of forming
loyalty to their culture in the present and future.

It seems promising to continue researching the influence of social and autobiographical
contexts on the attitude towards temporary resettlement in another country, as well as the
direction and intensity of attitudes toward integration into the Latvian society of refugees from
Ukraine. Of particular importance is the study of the strategies of refugee mothers in relation to
their children, primarily the preservation of their own Ukrainian identity and the assimilation
of the culture of the host country, relying on large samples that allow for multi-group analysis
and the use of quantitative methods that would offer support for inferential statistics to judge
features of their self-determination with the corresponding variables, for example. gender,
generational cohort, education, social media, and more.

ABSTRACT

In recent years, the low capacity of social work specialists and the professional burnout syndrome have
become an actual phenomenon that affects each other. The article provides an insight into the contributing factors
to the burnout of social assistance organizers and preventive measures to reduce it in the Riga Social Service.
Addressing social worker burnout is important because it is a vital resource in social work, while the well-being
of each employee in the organization results in successful outcomes for the organization itself. Taking into account
that the factors promoting burnout of the work environment prevail among the organizers of social assistance, it is
necessary to improve and develop preventive measures to reduce burnout in the Riga Social Service.

The paper focuses on reintegration of orphaned children in extra-familial care. The child’s actual problems,
insufficient life skills and socialization demand united, coordinated and effective coordination of involved
institutions and professionals. The developed cooperation model based on extra-familial care center and results of
the research will provide a possibility to improve inter institutional cooperation for successful reunification of a
biological family or reintegration of an orphaned child in society.

12% respondentu norada, ka bitiski
starpinstitucionalaja sadarbiba butu aktualiz€t visus augstak minétos jautajumus, tas norada, ka
specialisti biezi vien saskaras ar bez vecaku gadibas palikusa bérna problému kompleksu, ko
nevar atstat bez uzmanibas kopuma.

Covid-19 preventive safety measures have fundamentally influenced the changes in the Latvian tourism
enterprises. The measures were introduced by the government of the Latvian Republic and influenced the tourist
flow, moreover on the operating conditions of the tourism enterprises of Latvia. The aim of the article is to
highlight the changes that appeared in the work of tourism enterprises during the Covid-19 pandemic.

IEVADS. INTRODUCTION

During Covid-19 pandemic the tourism sphere has experienced various challenges and
therefore had to make changes in the working process in order continue operating. The
enterprises had to follow the requirements of the governmental institutions in order to prevent
the spread of the virus. Moreover, the amount of the tourists decreased significantly, due to the
border closure and reduction of the flights. Therefore, the author is going to consider the
changes in the sphere of tourism under the influence of the pandemic [3,4,5].

SVARIGAKAS ATZINAS TEORIJA UN PRAKSE. BASIC THEORETICAL AND
PRACTICAL PROVISION

The Covid-19 infection pandemic has covered all the countries in the world, influencing
almost all the spheres of human life. The Desease Prevention and Control Center has confirmed
962 085 cases in Latvia from 2020-2022 [1]. According to the regulations of the Cabinet of
Ministers of the Republic of Latvia, the epidemiological safety measures had to be taken to
limit the spread of Covid-19 infection, these included the restrictions related to tourism and
travel, requirements for passenger transport services, as well as the provision and use of
transport services [2].

Therefore there were requirements on the governmental level, the implementation of
which was monitored by the governmental institutions, such as police, border service, Ministry
of Health and many others. Certain requirements for the entering the Rebuplic of Latvia was
intorduced. According to the regulations of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of Latvia,
it was prohibited to enter the Republic of Latvia from particularly high-risk countries, countries
in which such an epidemiological situation has been established, including a particularly high
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incidence of Covid-19 infection [2]. The list of the countries with the high epidemeological risk
was changing every week, consequently, it influenced the order of the entering the Latvia, and
the documents preparation procedures for tourists. Moreover, when the mandatory self-
isolation was introduced, it required tourists to reserve additional quarantine days at the hotel,
which was not possible for some people in sight of the financial opportunities.

The author needs to emphasize that according to the official statistics of Latvia in 2019
2.85 million foreign and Latvian visitors stayed at Latvian tourist accommodation
establishments in 2019, the majority of visitors came from Russia (279.4 thousand), Germany
(243.0 thousand), Lithuania (209.5 thousand), Estonia (171.1 thousand), Finland (110.8
thousand) and the United Kingdom (108.0 thousand) [3].

However in 2020, when the infection began rapidly spreading the tourists amount
decreased to 1,46 million. Moreover, 51,1% of the visitors staying at tourism accomodations
were from Latvia. Visitors from Russia, which were the majority of visitors in 2019, have
reached only 5 % [4].

This is connected to the fact, that border closure did not allow to travel freely, and in
addition to visa obtaining the additional documents before entering had to be prepared, such as
Covidpass form, vaccination sertificate or negative test certificate.

As the author has mentioned above, the tourism enterprises, especially hotels and
hostels, had to follow the requirements of the government, which were: keeping a distance of 2
meters wherever possible (except between members of the same household); in all public
outdoor spaces, everyone except children up to the age of 13, had to wear a mask; wherever
possible, had to be provided the opportunity for hand hygiene (hand washing or disinfecting
with a disinfectant containing at least 70% alcohol solution or accustomed effect against
coronaviruses); both customers and employees had to be informed about the precautionary
measure compliance [5].

All these requirements had to be adapted in order to continue working process. At the
introductory phase the investments related to the human resource sphere and in the equipment
of the hotel had to be done. According to the requirements:
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The more frequent disinfection of the surfaces;
New equipment in order to ventilate the premises;
New furniture to allow 2 meters distancing;
Providing staff with the rapid tests;

Providing clients with the hygienic equipment;
Providing staff with the hygienic equipment.

We also should consider the fact that it was not possible to serve the food in the hotels,
and the staff had to serve the food instead of the buffet. This required additional expenses on
the staff salary. However, adapting to these requirements was new to the management of the
hotels, the requirements were implemented.

SECINAJUMI. CONCLUSIONS

The tourism enterprises, within the framework of this particular work, hotels and hostels
had experienced big financial losses during Covid-19 pandemic. The tourist flow has decreased
for 50 % from 2019-2020 year, when the spread of Covid-19 was noted in all the world’s
countries. The cause of the tourism flow decreasing was linked to the fact of bordure closure
and the entering requirements. Considering all these factors, and moreover the governmental
requirements for epidemiological safety measures, enterprises had to adapt to these
requirements in order to preserve business. Overall, we may conclude that tourism sphere has
survived the Covid-19 pandemic and is continuing to develop. This we can observe by the data
from the Central Statistical Bureau of Latvia, which stated that number of hotels and other
accommodation establishments in 2019 was 847, in 2020 — 700 and in 2021 — 757 [6]. This is
showing that the tourism sphere is returning to its’ normal functioning.
